THE Niw COTTON CROP POURING TN.-The
Hew lora Financial Chronicle, in an article

- dated last Friday night, say3: "By special tele-
-grania received by us .to-night from each of the
Southern ports, we are.in possession bf tho re¬

turns showing the receipts, exports, Ac., of
.cotton for the week ending this ovenin g, Sep¬
tember II. From the figures thus obtained it
appears that the total receipts for the last
«evan days have reached 11.009 bales, against
-4097 bales last week, 1C99 bales the previous
-week, and' 937 bales three weeks since, making
the aggregate receipts sinco Septemoer 1,1868,
op to this date, 15,106 bales against 10,165
bales for the same period in 1867, being an ex¬

cess this season over last season of 4941 balee.
These figures, indicating the' rapidity with
°whioh the staple is being sent to market; show,
also the forward state of the orop as compared
with. loit season. We anticipate very liberal
-arrivals dering the next six weeks, unless the
movement is oheokod by a too decided fall in
prices."_

Oa motion, Mr. Seabrook was mad9 chair¬

man of tho committee.
The committee made the following report:
For chairman, Gen. John A. Wagener; for

secretary, Mr. Henry Robertam.
They recommend that a two-thirds voto bo

required to make a nomination, i.e., two-thirds
of the vote that each district is entitled to.
Mr. Seabrook, tho chairman of tho commit¬

tee, explained that the report was not intended
to convey the idea that each district must cast
a two-thirds vote, but that the votes each was

entitled to being added togotiier, two-thirds of
the entire vote should be necessary.
The report of the commiftoe was adopted.
Mr. Olnoy moved that the Convention pro¬

ceed to ballot for a candidate to represent this
district in Congress.
Mr. Marshall said:
The man whom we nominate hore will lead a

forlorn hope, but he may strengthen the porty
throughout the State. There is probably no
man in this Congressional District who exactly
believes that it is quite possible to elect our
candidato. It is nevertheless our duty to do
the best we con under the circumstances. We
should nominate a man who can get all the
votes possible-a man who has tho power to
bring out all the Democratic voters, black as

well as whiro-a man who can go tho circuit to
tho district, toko tho stump and speak every¬
where. Now, I behove tho man I am about to
nominate is tho man for tho emergency. He
is a mon driven from his high place by the
military-a Judge removed from the bench by
despotic power, bec.ui.ic he would do his duty.
He is a man, I honestly believe, who will carry
more votes than any other man in the district,
and I say this without disparagement to any.
Without further remark, I nominate Hon. A.
P. Aldrich. (Great applause.)
