Richard M. Bat-
ler. A motion &t Chambers to set asside a
judgment, This case was argued last week
betore Justice Willard, when the followiog
synopsis was published in TrE NeWs :

In the last Jannary term of the Court of
Common Pleas, a case of trover, for the re-
covery of o horae, was tried before Judze F.J.
Moses. Mr. R. M. Buotler claimed a horse in
the possession ot Mr. James Cosgrove, an'lsuit
was bronght to obtain the same, John Phil-
lips, Esq., appeared for Mr. Butler, and AP
O'Connor for Mr. Cosgrove. The case was de-
cided in_favor of the plaintifi, and an appenl
being taken, the decision .of the lower court
+was susteined. The Steriff was ordered to pro-
ceed, but the defendant referzed the matter to
the military authorities, who commande.l the
proceedings stayed until further orders. No
action was theu (uken until the readmission of
the State into the Union, when Mr. Coserove

laced the case in the hands of D, T, Corbin,
Es . An injunction was then obtiived by Mr.
Corbin to stay the judgment, and o rule was
servad on Mr. Phillipa to show cansc why the
judgment should not be vacated. A return to
this rule was made by Mr, Philips, and the
case was argued before Justice Willard in
Chembers.
