SAVANNAH, December 23.-There has been
further trouble on the Ogeechee River.

The planters declare that they will be obliged
to leave ihe country and come to the city un¬

less they are protected.

THE RAGE FOR TARTAN.-Every variety of
tartan is very fashionable in London, and is
rapidly becoming so in this country, lt is
adapted to costumes, to Mackfarlane cloaks,
and to water-proof suits, and now a fourth
style batucóme in vogue-worn pretty much as

a Highlander wears his plaid. A long scarf
shawl is required. This is folded lengthwise
in eight, taking care that the fringe fall on the
outside. To drape it over the figure, it is first
placed across the left shoulder, Jetting one of
the ends fall at the back, like a sasb, upon the
skirt. Then it covers the cbest, passes under
the right arm, encircles the waist at the back
in the form of a band, recrosses the front, and
is lastly thrown over the right shoulder. To
conclude, the end of tho shawl is ebpped
through the part that forms the waistband at
tho back and two ends, which should be of the
same length, and fall on the skirt behind.

STEAKON STREETRAILROADS.-Western news¬
papers report what seems to be an important
experiment in the uso of steam engines for

§repelling cars on street railroads. A small
ouble cylinder engine is used, of fifteen horse

power. The car is somewhat larger than those
m common use. The firepot in arranged on

the self-feeding base-burning plan, which is
so successful in stoves anj furnaces. The ma¬

chinery is concealed under the car. Tho boiler
is placed on the forward end of the cer. The
motive power is said to be under such perfect
command that a car bas been stopped within
three inches of a given point, without jarring;
and the engine can drag its lorrd up a heavy
grade. Tba cost of running it is but seventy
cents per day. The matter deserves the atten¬
tion of horse railroad companies generally, as
a -possible means not only of saving expense,
but of. serving the public better than thev can

do with hordes.
