NAPOLEON'S NEW YEAR'S SPEECH—NEW OFFICIAL
ORGAN—BANK OF FRANCE—TURKEY AND GREECE

FIRGINIA.

EFFORTE AT RECONSTRUCTION—A CONVENTION
TO BE OALLED—TWENTY-8IX THOUSAND DOL-
LARS DEFALCATION.

Ricamenp, January 2.—For two days past a
conference of some of the leading men in the
Btate has been in session, attended by Hon.
A, H. H. Stewart, ol Staunton; Houn. Thos,
Jlournoy, formerly Whig candidate for Gov-
ernor; John L. Marye, Jr., present Conserva-
tive candidate for Attorney; Wyndham Robert-
son, formerly Whig, noling Governor of the
Blate; Geo. W. Bolling, Jas, F. Johnson, for-
mer Whig Bonalor; Frank G. Ruffin, General
John Echols, W. T. Butherland and othors.
Last night, after midnight, they agreced on a
pteamble and resolutions, which set forth that
while the people of Virginia do not beheve
that the negroed, in their uneducated condi-
tion, are as yet fit for suffrage, yet, in view of
the expression of public opinion in the recent
national election, and in restoring harmony
and union, they are willing to aceept universal
suffrage, coupled with universal amuesty. A
committes of nine was appointed to visit
Waslungton and nrge Congress to legislate
g0 as te secure these to the people of the
State.

Tho committee ia composed of A. H, H.
Btewart, Wyndham E. Roberison, J. B. Baldwin,
Jomz2s Necson, W.'I. Butherland, J. L. Marye,
Jr., J. F. Slaughbter, J. F. Johason and W. L.
Owen.

A resolution was adopted recommending the
peeple of the Btate to hold a convention on
Fobruary 10th, in Richmond, to receive lhe
report of tho committee and arrange for the
CANVASA,

This conference is the result of o movement
on the part of the ‘Do Bemethings,” as dis-
tinguished from the **Do Nothings.” The for-
mer desiring to make some advance towards
meoting the Reconsiraction acts, and to avert-
ing the disabilities, test oaths, &c,, of the rew
constitution; and the latter belhieving that the
people of the State should, under no circum-
stances, sanction negro snffrage, which they
believe disastrous and degrading.

THE RAILROAD QUESTION.

TO THE EDITOR OF 1HE NEWS.

e have read with some surprise an article
which appeared in your paper of the 28th ult,,
oa “The State and our Railroad System,” gign-
ed “Tax-payer.”

The writer sats out with the complaint that
the State and the City of Charlestun have in-
curred at least one-half of their debt by sub-
goriptions to railroads. It might well be ques-
tioned whether tho State or the City of Charles-
ton could have conferred a grenter benefit upon
ils citizons than they havée done by their wise
and liberal policy towards railroads, and we
shall certainly not attempt to re-write the epi-
tapha of those departed worthies who have left
us thig legacy. There mayhave been misman-
Agement; there will always: be discontent with
any management; but this arises perhaps
oftener from the constitutional infixmity of the
grombler than from any fault of the railroad
or ite managers, It has been the history of too
many large and meritorions enterprises at the
Bouth, both public and private, to struzgle
threugh years of toil and enxiety, only toﬁba
sncrificed at last to some nunworkhy prejudice.

It is pearcely a valid objection fo an institu-
tion or corperation, good otherwise in itself,
that its bonds were bewght doring the war
with Confederate money; but thie, so far as
the interest of the wiiter in thie road is con-
corned, is not the case. Bome of us at least in-
vested in these bonds when the road was first
commenced, and we did it conscientionsly, to
aid an entezprise which we believed wounld con-
fer benefit both upon the city and the Rtate,
and we protest against being sacrificed to ap-
pease the pique or prejudice of any ene.

The editerinls of I'me News, on the subject
of the Bavannah and Charleston Bailroad, have
nol been answered, and if the majority of the
Legislature can and will take the trouble to
read them, thoy will see, what Tax payer has
faaled to see, that the aid solicited for the com-
getion of this road from the Legislature is not

increase the lability of the State either di-
rect or contingent, but to enable the company
to complete the road,and thereby confer a vast-
ly increased value upon a security now in a
most unsatisfactory condition. We kanow very
litble of the plans or purposes of the Bonrd of
Directers of the Bavannah and Charleaton Rail-
rond Company, but we are inclined to think
that Northern capital will not be intimidated
or discouraged by the course thoy willpuraue,
if their memorial 18 granted by the Legisla-
ture; indeed it has been intimated to us that
thero are parlies who will readily undertake
the completion of the road to the advintage of
the Btate, to tho best interests of the city, to

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WASHINGTON GOSSIP.
Grant vs, Johngon—Tit for 'T'at—Outside
Insuguration orinside Inaugural—La
conl<ims of Grant,

From the Warhington corresponcence of the
Baltimove papers we take the following :

In noticing the other day tho little personal

coming Presidents, I took ocoarion to depre-
cate the unsoldier-like dodge of Gencral Grant
in sbirking a visityto Mr. Johnson on New
Year's day by an ignominious flight to Phila-
delphin. This has given rise to the sngres-
tion that another difficully is ahead; that upon
“inauguration day” it has been cnstomary for
tho Setting Sun to attend the Rism+ in his
triumphant course to the Capitol, and that it
may not be agreeable (o the latter luminary to
permit his effulgencs to be eelipsel by the su-
perior splendor ol the former. I apprehend
no difficulty on this score. WMr. Johnson
will scarcoly, after what has ocourred, com-
monea negotiations’ upon this delicate and
grave point. Mr. Adams put on a stiff upper
lip on the 4th of Maroh, 1829, and did not at-
+tend (nor did he offer to attend) the ceremonies
of Jackson’s inauguration., oubtless there
bave been otharparallel cases in ou: history.
But besides all thia, L learn that General Grant
has intimated laconically to his Man Fri-
day that ho desires to break up and for-
ever desiroy the Plebeian custom of out-door
inaugurations and elaborate “Inaugurals.”
Ho will therefore ba sworn in, together with
the Vice-Freasident, in the Nenate Chumber,
without any parade. President Johnson’s
presence can therefore be yery well dispensed
with. A principal reason for this change of
Lase is that the comtnsilman i8 “'no orator, as
Brutus is.” His speec refutory to kissing
the calt-skin, it is thought, will be exceedimiz]]]y
brief, 1ot bigger than a pi:ce of chalk, of sufii-
cient dimensions, however, tor niarking down
cartain important and profound politica max-
ims, such as “Let us have Peace!” ‘[l fight
it ut on this line it it takes mea all summer!”
!*Congress knows more about these matters
than I do myself.” I have not given thens a
thought.” “I have seen the horse Dexter fre-
quently, and think tha lhkeness perfect.” 1t
would be manifestly outside the pale of deco-
rum to assemble hundreds of thousands of
eacur npectators in front of the eastern portico
of the Capitol, and dismiss them thua abraptly.
Tbe inside track is, thercfore, indispensable,
whiere the President eleot inay, as suacinetly
as he ohooses, announce his line of murel,
and leave elucidation and embsllishmont to
Mo rcus Schuyler Brutus Colfax, who is really an
orator of nature’s own making.

A Plain and Forcible Statement of the

Financial Advantages of the Southern
Etates,

The Washington correspondent’ of the New
York Express writes:

Letters from the West state that the strin-
gency in commercial: circles there is greater
thau it has bean since 18537—that the country
18 over-gstocked with goods, and thatths farm-
ers refuse to send their grain to market in con-
sequence of the decline in prices since 1867,

At the South the aspect is more cheerful,
The high price of cotton will put $2350,000 000,
for that product alone, into the pockets of the
*‘reconstructed”’ of that secetion, to say nothin
of large amounts for tobacco in Virginia, Nort,
Carolina, Maryland, AMissouri an Kentucky,
and for wheat and corn in the same Htates
and in Georgia and Tennessee. The whole

Another year of equul prosperity would put
the Bouth in » comparatively sound condit on,
although, of course, thero'are and must be for
many years numerous cases of individual suf-
fering—as ot persons in advanced life, totally
ruined by the war, their houses and furniture
destroyed, and all theiv investments of money
cowpletely worthless. When wo consider that
the accumulated savings of two huopdred
yeara huve been destroyed al the South, we
cannot cease to wonder that hLer rocuperation
should be as rapid as it is, -

“~the immense importation of foreign
goods, cloths, silks, velvets, laces, jewelry,
wines and other costly merchandige, the South
now takes comparatively little. Her consump-
tion is muinly confinea to the necessaries of
lite, and will be for some years. Hence her
recovery from losses will be more rapid. , The
Bouthern people, with few exceptions, never
were a luxarious people, in’ the sonss that the
New Yorkers aund Parisians are. They cher-
iehed for the most part the homely virtues of
their ancestors, and lived well upon the pro-
duce of their fialds, their forests and their
rivers — ontent with roomy housos, wood-fires
and old-fashioned furniture. Henoe, in their
present depreszsed condition, they are more
contented than a stranger wouldy guppose it
possible for them to be. Wo hoear of Few sui-
cides there, and the number of insane persons
in Virginiais o half the number in Maine,
regard bemng had™to population. 7

In its best days there was very littlo money
in circulation in the South, Now there is still
lees, In the commereial panic which seems to
be apkron.cum , the Sonth will therefore suff.r
less than the North frem any contraction of
the currency that may precede the restoration
to prosperity. In the South there are no real
estate speculalions, sven in the environs of the
cities; no artificial values given to tovm-loes or
embryo Palmyras or Babylons. Feslinalenie
is eminently the ruls thera, so far as renlestate
1§ concerned. They are not a aregarious peo-
ple, but love elbow-room above everythin g
Citles they regard as necessary evils, and as
such not to be encouraged unduly beyond mod-
erate dimensions. For the greater the ity the
greater the evil.
. 1tis very evident that business at the North
is overdone; that there are too many non-
producers ti:era, too many merchants, too
many traders, too many agents, foo many law-
yers, tonhmny doctors, toe many persons, in
short, who stand merely as intsrmediaries be-
tween the producer ani the consumer. One of
the New York journals estimates that there are
two hundred thousand people ont of work
within sight of the spire of Trinity Churech.
Within an equal distance of the Btate Honse at
Boston there are doubtless fifty thousand more,
and another ffty thousand in the interior of
New England. = Most of these unfortunate
persons are auxious tor emaployment, but cannot
obtain it. Even the high tariff, which &o en-
riches t he great manufacturers, doos not put a
morsel of bread or an ounce of meat into their
mouths,

What visible outlet to all this suzplus Iabor
is afforded, unless at the South? The' West,
for the prosent, is pretty well filled up with la~
borers of all descriptions, and thousands the e
are oub of work, The Houth, then, is the only
yacant field easily accossible on this continent
for the unemployed masses of ths North.

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THE TROUBLES BELO II’;;ﬂA VANNAN,
SENER
The Negroes on the Ugeechizo Reinforoced
and Compelling the Quistly Dispesed
to join Them—The Lntoit News froma
the Scene of the Trouble:

The extraordinpry condition ¢f affairs on the
Ogcechee planialions, below iavannah, con-
tinnes not only withou! abatenent, but with
an oxcess of lawlessness anj oulvazo that
promises to make what is alveas'y serious most
alarming. The measurcs adopiad for the sup-
pressing of the outbreak seent! so far, to have
most signally faled. In tho meantime, the
inhabitants, men, womon and children, have
all been driven from their homegy ‘their houses
gutted or delivered to the flamha, and the re-
sults of the entire year's Is.hc_ﬁ'.' and capital of
one of the werlthicst districls of tha Boulh
either destroyed or appropriated by the insur-
rectionists. Tho following resiima of tha facts
of the case, from the Bavaniah Ropublioan,
gives a clear idea of Lho origin and character

Disturbances of n more or logs flagrant ehar-
acler have existed in the settlement for several
months past, and for more thhy a g'am- the ne-
groes, who have been permittéd to hire valu-
able plantations and live upon ihem with little
or no work, have been organizing and propar-
ing for some kind of unfriendly demonsatration.
But the boginoing of the present tioubles muy
bs said to be the eppearands, n week or ten
days ago, of an armed band at ane of the neigh-
boring plantations, the firing upon the senti-
nels, the driving off of the residents, and the
forcible removnl of the erop, consisting of some
twenty-fiva hundred bushels of rice. A num=
ber of these desperadoss could be identifled,
and upon infermation filed, wasrants were duly
iseued and placed in the handsof the sheriff of
the ecounty for their arrest. The sheriff, with
a emall posse and a guide or two, visited the
plantations and arrested a emall party and
marched them to No. 1 Atlantie snd Gult Rail-
road for the purpose of taking the train and
bringing his prisoners to tho fity. They were
not long at the place belore Beveral hundred
armed negroes appearod, resgned the prison-
ers, and with muekets pointed at the officers of
the law, took away their ards, inoney, pa-
pers, &c., &c,, and with & threat asainst
their lives 1f they ever returned, order-
ed them _te leave on foot. Every manner
of indignity, except J:reraonﬂ vivlence, was
offered the sheriff and his paﬁty They were
told that no legul processes should be served
in their neighborhood, that they had posses-
sion of the country and a govirnment of their
own, and no white man or officer of tho State
should moelest them _with impunity. The or-
ganization, it is said, numbers from eight hun-
dred toa thousand—perhaps even greator—
and all are thoroughly armed and provided
with ammuuition. They have officers of every
grade, and means of intercommunication that
are almost equal to the facilifies of a regular
signal eorps.  The original aby on the plan-
tation and carrying off the o tvas o, small
affair, and has become mery in & genc-
ral outbreak and the appearance of hundreds
ol armed negroes in the fald for action.
