THE REPORT OF THE DEAN.

Mr. President and Gentlemen of the Board of Trus-
fees—:n placing before you the apnuul report of the
Facu'ty of the Aiedical College of the state of South
Carolina, 1or the sassion o' 1808-09, wo regrel Lo say
fhar the attendance of studouts h:s no* been s fall
as usual, Upon reflection, however. 1his sbounid nut
excile surprise, or discourage us, in view ¢fihe fu-
{ure. >everal causes have conspired ¢ preducethis
result, which were nit fore-eon, and, th.refore,
conld not have been auticipaited.

Ope of there causes has besu ibe gontivued de-
pressed and unsettiea condition of the outh, nyei-
culturslly and financioaly. Fr m this we trost, we
shall soon brgin to emerge, and, at uo distant day,
resp thie fruils of returuing proeperity.

Another cause was the unex;ected re-iznalion of
Lwo ot the p dguat were not
tende: ed until stter cur annual unvouuciment had
been published and widely rircnla‘ed, a:d sola‘e in
the geasen that 1t was impossible t issne anotier
cirenlar. In isct, these re-ippaiioos bec me so
widely known th t the impression g tabro d that
there was some donbt as to the ope iug of this col-
lege at the us«ual time. Foruuvately, the vacant
chairs were filled in time (o countersct, to some ex-
tent, the crroneous impression that ha i gone torth.

A third canse, oporatin+ in the samo direc oo, is
the fact that & pumbe-r of madical cnl.rges bave not
only reduced their fees below the ususl standird,
but rubdliclv jovited bencficiarizs, alwost without
limit, und offsrea 1o others eredit tor a partor the
out re amounnt of the fers for atienvance en their
lectures. Under this cum' ination of ¢:reu vetanee-,
it is not surprising that the cioss bas been 1atier
smalicr than usus'.

1he arranzement with the City Counetl, by which
the members of the faculty have been ap oinred vis-
iting amd conrulipz physicisne to tho cily ho pl-
tals, with the privileg - of delivering clinical le tures
to the elnss, in copaectiop with the cuses under
treatment in the wards of the husp tal, has worked
tarmomously and well, and greotly to the advaulage
of the studen s, Luring the se-sion, regulae clial-
cal loctures bave been delivered on il praclie of
wedicine, rarzery and the d seasus of wownen, by the
respective profis.ors of these braucies, Also, &
peneral elinic has baep delivered 1y the physican
1n charge of the hospital, to al! of which the eludents
bave becn admtted free of charge. In aduition to
thege vaiuible means of instruction, there have been
s larger numher ano greater variey of important
surpical operations before the class thar lor mauy
yeurs previons, In this conpeciion we bes leave lo
embrace the present opportunity of returuing .ur
tvanks to the rity an-hontiea and th- chief of the
health department, £or the a?vantages thus affocded
our college and also to Des. F. P, Porch r 8. L
Lockwood und J. Somers buist, physiciuos in charge
of the hiospitals, for their unitorm col’ (esy sud un-
remittin  offurts to render avatlabi to the faculty
and -lndents all the mat.riz! at tbeir disposal. A

of this g t canno fail to add
largely to the advautages ol this ins iration as « e.do-
ical school, and will Joubtedly be highly appreci
ated by tbose who mav be drawn here m future for
the purpose of prosecu ing their medical studles.
