TEE MEDICAL COLLEGE.

Commenceiment Day—_Report of the
“Dean—Address by the Hon., W. D.
Porter, &c,

The close of the annual eaurse of lectures of the
Medical College of South Oarolina was celabrated on
Haturday. B the reoy tatives of the Byard
of Trustees, there were present quite n number of
the physioans of the city, and a limited audience, a
fow of whom were ladies. The exercises comsisted
of the reading of the report of the Doan, and the
delivery of an addreas before the gradustes by the
Hon. W. D, Porter. After the exercisos were over
the studonts and their friends repaired to the greeon
room and spent some pleasant momontsin diink-
ing healths, 0 interchanging sentiments of hope
and cheer. The following is

THE BREPORT OF THRE DEAN.

Mr. President and Gentlemen of the Board of Trus-
tees—In plasing belofe you the avnual report of the
Facnity of the Medical Uellege of the htate of Ronth
@ureiioa, lor the session o' 1848-G0, we regret to any
thar the atlendance of studeuts hus not been as fuil
as usuil. Uponrefleotion, however, this shouid nut
excite surprise, or disceurage us, in view of the fu-
ture. teveral causcs have comspired t predaee this
result, which wors nt foraicen, and, i retore,
could mot have been aniicipated.

Ons of theve ciuses bus been the continued de-
preased und unsettled condition of the -outh, agrl-
oulturslly aud financially. Fr.om this we ust, we
shall soon begin to emerge, and, st no distant day,
reap tbe frmits of returning prosperity.

Another causo was the unexpected’ re-ignation of
two ‘of thie professors. These resignations wore not
tende:ed until atter our amnusl unnouucement had
been published and widely circulaied, and sv late in
the season that it wam imupossible to igsue suother
ciroular. In fack, these rerignationes becyme so
widely known th't the mmpression got abro d that
there was some doubt as to the opering of this col-
lege at the unsual time, Foriupvately, the vaeant
chairs wero filled in time 1o counternot, to some ex-
tent, the crroneous impression that ha ! gone torth,

A thurd cause, operatine in the same direo ion, ia
the fact that » number of medioal colieges have not
only reduoced their foss below the ususl standrd,
but publiclv inyited benefiviaries, almest without
ok, und offered 10 others credit for o port or the
ent re amouut of the fees for atlendanee en their
lectures, Under this eum' ination of ¢ircu fstanoces,
it is not surprising thet the class has beon 1ather
smaller than usual,

1he arrangement with the City Council, by which
the members of the fasulty have been ap;ointed vis-
iting umd censulimg phyeicians to the city ho-pi-
tals, with the privileg.: of delivering clinical le ‘tures
fo the elass,in copnection with the cuses under
trealment in the warda of the hosp tal, has worked
harmomonsly and well, and grestly to the advailage
of the studen.s, Lurlng the sersion, ropular olimi-
cal lectures have besn delivered on Lhe practice of
medieine, sargery aud the d seasos ot woinen, by the
respective prof:srors ot thess branches, Also,
genocal cliniec has been delivered ty the physlcan
‘in charge of the hospital, to all of which the students
bavo beon admitted free of charge, - In addition to
these valuivle means of instruction, there have been
8 larger number and greater varle'y of importaut
faryical onerations before the elass than for many
Yeard previous, In this ceanecuon we beg leave to
embrice the present opportnnity of retnrniug our
tuanks to the city authoritiea and th- chief of the
health department, for tha advantages thus afforded
our college. und aleo to Dra, ¥. P. Porchr, 8, L,
Lockwood aud J. Semers Buist, physiciins in charge
of the hospitals, for their unilorm contesy and un-
remittin: efforts to render availlabiu to the facuity
and ~tudents all the material at their disposal. A
continuanee of thie srrangement canno fail’to add
Iargely to the advantages of this ins.ftution as » @iin-
ical school, and will undoubtedly be highly appreai-
ated by those who may be drawn here n future for

the purpose of prosreuting their medieal studies,

Of the genticmen of the clasain attendavuce on our
-insiruction, ropresent.tives from the Stites of North
Carolius, South Carolina, Georgia, Alabamaand Flo-

rida, we are happy te ray thot. by their uniform at-
tentien and close wpplication t . their duties, as
avineed by their presence at all the regular l-etures,
the avatomical rooms, and ocilufcal lecturas at
the hosapitals, they liave won the cordial approba-
tion ot the Faculty., Thelr intercourss with us has
bean marked vy unilform courtesy ana gentlemanly
bearinz, They commenced at the ontset with a
#ood will and energy which hus never flagged, aud,
we feel assured, that & persevering coutinuance in
the same course in the fulure presccution ol their

rofes fonal studies cannot fail to secure them am
