CONGRESSIONAL.

THE REPEAL OF THE TENUBE-0F-OFFI0E ACT
PASSES THE HOUSE -GRANT MAKES A BLUNDER
AND WANTS TO BETRIETE.
WASHINGTON, March 9.-IN THE HOUSE,

Sbenok introduced a bill reducing to one act,
and amending the laws relative to internal
revenue. He explained that tho bill embraced
all the modifications and alterations suggested
and passed at tho last session, thus making
the bill as perfect as possible. It was referred
to tho Committee of the Whole, and ordered to
bo printed.
A resolution appointing a joint committee on

Indian affairs was lost.
The following select committees wero order¬

ed : On the census, to consist of nine; on re¬
trenchment, of four from tho House and the
same number from tho Senate; on the Pacific
Railroad, to consist of fourteen members; on

patents, nine mo hers. Thc, Reconstruction
Committee was renewed b a vote of 109 to 42.
The bill repealing the Tonm e-of office act was

passed by 143 to 16. The nays were : Arnell,
Boles, Farnsworth, Ferris. Hotchkiss, Jenokes,
Lawrence of Ohio, Maynard, Schenck, Smith,
Stokes, Taffy, Tillman, Ward, Whittemore,
Willard. After which the House adjourned to
Friday,
IN THE SENATE, several propositions for the

removal of political disabilities were referred.
Osborne introduced a bill granting lands to

build a steamboat canal in Florida.
Bills were introduced, authorizing the con¬

struction of bridges Over the Mississippi above
the mouth of the Missouri, and for prohibiting
the sale of gold by the Treasury.
The following message was received from

Grant :
"I have the honor to request to be permit¬

ted to withdraw from the Senate the message
requesting the passage of a joint resolution to
relieve the Secretory of the Treasury from dis¬
abilities imposed by seotion eight of the aet of
Congress approved September 2d, 1789.

(Signed) C. g. GRANT."
Sumner moved lo lay the message on the

table and that it bo printed. Sprague moved
that the request be granted, whian was
adopted, after which the Senate adjourned.

STARTLING STORIES ABOUTTHE FILIBUSTERS

Présidant Or«nt Polle the Wires-A
Tong Charleston ian and a. Confede»
rate General tako a lin.nd-Thc Ameri¬
cans to ne Meld Ifanales*.

There are «? macy persona iu diarieston
who are now, or who have bteu, engaged in
tho Coba trade, that great interest has been
shown in regard to everything that relatos to
the progress ofthe Coban insurrection. We can¬
not say that the popular feeling has altogether
been on the side of the "rebels," for men have
contrasted the moreilees manner in which the
Southern "rebels" were treated with the ex¬
pressions of profuse sympathy which the
North can find for " the rebels" in Cuba and
Crete. Tet there has been a restlessness
among the people whieh betokens the awaken¬
ing of the old spirit of adventure and ro¬
manos. This is particularly tho case among
the young men, and for weeks past it has been
rumored that expeditions in aid of the Cuban
insurrectionists were fitting ont on the Geor¬
gia and Carolina coast.
We have not been able to obtain suoh infor¬

mation as would justify us in saying positively
that any of these expeditions have actually
reached their destination. Indeed, a too
great publicity would awaken the vigilanoe of
the Spanish spies, and make a successful land¬
ing difficult to any bot such men as those who
ran the blockade of Charleston so often during
the late unpleasantness. We may, however,
without compromising anyone say that Captain
Frank 15 juneau, one of our most skillful mari¬
ners and bravest men, has safely arrived in
Cuba. Of him no more must be said at this
moment.
A few days ago some surprise was excited

by the arrival in Charleston of General Jordan,
formery chic! of staff of General Beauregard.
This officer moved about very quietly, and no
suspicions as to his real objeot were entertain¬
ed until it was found that ho had disappeared
from the city. The report is, and we have no
reason to doubt its correctness, that General
Jordan has sailed for Cuba.
Bat this is not all. From what has leaked

out since the departure of General Jordan it is
understood that he is in full aooord with Presi¬
dent Grant, and is anting with his knowledge
and consent. The new President has already
said that Spain is entitled to no consideration
at the hands of the United States, and he is
known to be strongly in favor of the acquisi¬
tion of moro territory. Cuba would be a dainty
morsel for the Radicals, There would be half
a million of negroes to vote, and legislate and
play "Old Harry ' with the prosperity of the
island; and there wou d be as many white men
to rule by martial law, to New Englandize, and,
finally, lo reconstruct. No wonder that Grant
should be in favor ot acquiring Cuba. It is
true that there may be a lion in the path, bnt
an excuse can be found for the suspension of
diplomatic relations. This could not better be
done than on the plea that Spain was insulting
and injuring American citrons. This may be
the reason why General jordan, it is said, has
been assursd by President Grant that if he
falls "into the hands of the Spaniards no* hair!(
of his hoad shall be injured, and that no Amer¬
ican who takes part in the insurrection shall
be improperly treated by the loyalists.
This is the story as it comos to ns, and we

should not be surprised if there were more
startling developments in the course of the
next few weeks.

Calling the Teas »ad Nays-The W»y
the Money «oes-Ho Adjournment yet.

COLUMBIA, S. C., March 8,1869.-The House

of Representatives to-day exhibited a curious
scene. From 12 M. to about 4:50 P. M. was
spent in filibustering motions on the second
reading and passage of the first section of the
bill to aid the extension of the Union and
Spartanburg Railroad. One of the most trou¬
blesome features in the new constitution of
the State is that providing that the yeas and
nays of tho members of either house, on any
question, shall, at the desire of any two mem¬
bers present, be entered on the journals.
Under the old constitution the call for the yeas
and nays required the rising of seven members.
It was then a more difficult matter to raise the
call. Now the whims or caprice of any two mem¬
bers can put a check for days, or oven weeks,
upon the most important legislation. To-day,
while proceeding with the oall, some member
would rise and ask leave to explain his vote
On the question of granting leave the yeas and
nays would be demanded, and in the midst of
this eil! another member would rise and ask
leave to explain his vote on the question of
granting leave, when the yeas and nays would
also be demanded on that question, and so on
ad infinitum. In this way the House was kept
calling thc yeas and nays for four or five hours.
The result no doubt will be another postpone¬
ment of the tune for adjournment, and the re¬
scinding of the resolution to adjourn on the
40th.

IN TUX HOUSE, to-day, W. J. McKinlay moved
to amend section 1 of the Spartanburg and
Union Railroad bill, by striking out the word
"whenever." in the first Une, and inserting in
lieu thereof the words "if upon the 1st day of
January, 1871," satisfactory evidence is given
to the Governor that $100,000 has been sub¬
scribed, then coupon bonds of the State to the
same shall be delivered to the president.
Nothing was done with this amendment,

although there was filibustering for several
hours.

THE NEW C'AJDINET.

HOW THE ANNOUNCEMENT WAS REOTifVED IN
CONGHESS-A POLITICAL BOMBSHELL.

COMMENTS OF THE NORTHERN 1°RB8S ON
THE APPOINTMENTS.

Tiie Northern paper« «rs filled xith amusing
details concerning the announcement of Presi¬
dent Grant's Cabinet ministers to Congress,
and the excitement and consternation attend¬
ing the event. The correspondent of th3 New
York World, writing on Friday, says :
The six cats which President Grant let out

of the bag to-day, jumped into the Cabinet with
marvellous celerity and ease The Senate did
not even nay boo to them, but stroked them on
the b&ok, auowed them to bo good pussies, and
permitted them all to stay snug. Tho appear¬
ance of these remarkable grimalkins was, ne¬
vertheless, a surprise to ' everybody, the mern*
bore of the Senate included. There is but little
doubt that the President kept bis proposedCabinet nominations seem from all save his
wife, and, perhaps, from ono or two of the ap¬
pointees, until after the official envelopes which
he sent to tho Senate haddmen opened in the
prosonco of tho wholo .jody. Gentlemen
in Washington, who ^fc»e prominentlycanvassed for Cabinet place s, certainly profess¬
ed to know nothing abnuetthe matter. The
crowds at the inauguration ball last night
beard not an authentic whisper breathed con¬
cerning it, and among tho thousands who
flocked to the capitol this* forenoon to await
the tidings, there was not one man who knew,although there were many who were willing to
bet that this man or that man would be ap¬pointed. The Senate, called to order at noon,continued in open session until precisely four¬
teen minutes before two o'clock, when General
Rawlings, of the President's staff, appear¬ed, and announced tltat he had two
messages in writing from the President
addressed to the Senate, These commu¬
nications having been conveyed to the Vice-
president's desk, the Senat«, on the motion of
Mr. Edmunds, went into executive session as
soon as the galleries were cleared. The nows of
General Rawlings* arrival was almost instan¬
taneously conveyed (trever? part of the capitol,and General Rawlings, coming out of the main
door of the capitol, after he had delivered the
two sealed envelopes, was set upon at once byseveral acquaintances, who begged him to re¬
veal what tho envelopes contained. ''Upon myhonor," said the General, "I know as little
about it as you do." Just then the venerable
but profane editor of thc «New York Tribune
happened to be conversing with the Hon.Elihu fi. Washburne in tho ïoom of the House
Committee on Appropriations, at the other ond
of the capitol. The third person in the room
was the derk of the committee, Mr. R. J.
Stevens, who, having hoard what proved to be
a reliable rumor, that Mr. Washburne was to
have one ol tbe debatable secretaryships,told Mr. Washburne what hé had heard. Mr.
Washburne averred that ho had received no in¬
timation that a Cabinet placo would be tender¬
ed him, and that the report probably had no
foundation. Before this asseveration had fair¬
ly left his mouth, a fourth person entered the
apartment in baste, and informed "the father
of the House" that he had actually been nomi¬
nated as Secretary of State; Mr. Washburne
received the assurance with some remainingdoubt, and Hr. Greeley, without uttering a
word of congratulation, turned omi went out of
the door. I >the meantime the Senate, closet¬
ed behind, tosed doors, had silently listened
to the dei a's reading of rbefjttominations.

ed to confirm the nominations. When Mr.
Bone's name was read. Senator Howe involun¬
tarily asked, "Who is Bone?" Whereupon
Mr. Cameron arose and described the antece¬
dents and character of the Secretary of the
Navy. "Well," said Mr. Howe, resignedly,"let him pass, the League Island job will, of
course, be all tho safer." Washburne's name
was the hardest to swallow. N» senator was so
insensible as not to recognise the motive
which must have prompted the President to
asssign his best and bravest friend to a posi¬
tion for which he is considered to be quite unfit¬
ted. But grave senators smiled sardonic
smiles when they thought of snob a boisterous,
ungovernable temper as Hr. Washburne's hav¬
ing to deal with affairs so delicate and supremo
as those of the Department of State. Mr. Fas¬
senden, turning to his neighbor, was under¬
stood to observe that "it was just to expect
that a Secretary of State should at least be
familiar with the English language. Mr.Wash¬
burne, when he made a speech on the floor of
the House, almost invariably tripped in bis
Byntax; but perhaps, as ho was never troubled
by too great familiarity with his own language,foreign languages will not trouble him at ail."
Mr. Fenton said of the nomination of Alexan¬
der T. Stewart, that "it was a surprise." In¬
deed, it was a terrible surprise, not only to
Fenton, but to all Fenton's friends.

Mutterings ot trae Comiala; Storm.
The Connecticut men bewailed the loss of

the secretaryship of the navy on the ground
that the State had earned a sort of prescriptive
right to it. fdr Buchanan, said they, appoint¬
ed Mr. Toucey, a good Connecticutter; he
served four years.

,<4mat, m Mr. Washburne. has «elected
a man of sound integrity, pTtl«*^ength of
character, an unflinohioK Bepublicao, and one
whose long and fruitful career as a pabilo man
in eve y way Ats him for his now duties. After
Mr. Washburn*, the appointment of ex-Sena¬
tor Cresswell, of Maryland, appears most satis¬
factory Be la well known to mott of the prom-

inent public mon' now in Congress, and they,with great unanimity, applaud the selection.
Hie appointment, however, won also a surprise.Ho ia looked upon as an extreme Radical Re¬
publican, and was strongly recommended bythe Radical element of both Houses ot Con¬
gress. Tho appointmedt ot Mr. 8tewart WSB
apparently the greatest surprise of them
all. He was considered as out of the list
of probable candidates, and public sentiment
pointed to either Fish, Piefrepont or Gris¬
wold as the only men from whom New
York's representativo would be chosen. Con¬
gressmen and others could scarcely believe
that Stewart was the man. Many had made
up their mindi that Boutwell would succeed
Mr. Mcculloch, and tho general desire for li i a
selection made tito nomination of Stewart a
koon disappointment. But it seems that Presi¬
dent Grant had offered tho portfolio of the
Treasury to Mr. Boutwell, and that gen tleraanbad declined to accept. He gave as his rea¬
sons that ho desired remaining a member of
tbe House of Representatives. Tho othor
nominees are comparatively unknown. The
Massachusetts people speak in high terms of
Mr. Hoar, tho new Attorney-General. They Bayhe is an able lawyer and an ardent Republican.Ohioans do not appear very enthusiastic
over General Coxae Secretary of the Interior.
Mr. Borie is probably the loast known man of
the seven. He is an excellent man, and will
be generally acceptable. Mr. Borie was in the
city, and when he heard of his appointmentlett immediately far his home in Philadelphia.
A ramor prevails that he will not accept, and
will so inform the President to-morrow. This,however, cannot be traced to any trustworthy
source. Some surprise is felt in the absence
of Wilson, of Iowa, from the Cabinet. There
is an impression prevailing that he will yet be
called upon to assnme control of one of the do-

Attorney-General, is also satisfactorily receiv¬
ed in " respects, Bave that the people of Mas¬
sachusetts expected and hoped for another
man and another position. Mr. Waahburna,there is good reason for believing, will remain
in the Department of State for but a short
time. His appointment is said to have sur¬
prised him as much as it did anybody. Mr.
(stewart was in the room of the sergeant-al¬
arms ot the Senate when the announcement
was made, and seemed much affected by the
intelligence, although he had been apprized of
the fact early in the day. He waited on the
President this afternoon, and accepted the
Office with the promise that he would use his
best abilities and energies to promo.o the in¬
teresta of the government.
On the reception of the news in the House,the confusion became so great that a recess of

ten minutes waa ordered, and the"subject waa
eagerly and excitedly discussed among all
classes of members.
The feeling in Washington is not, perhaps, a

There
baa never beiore been a Cabinet formed at the
beginning of an administration, which did not
contain at least one or two men ot first-rate
standing and recognized eminence in the
politics of the country. Take it all in all, the
new Cabinet is "fearfully and wonderfullymade." The only hypothesis by which we oan
explain its formation is, that General Grant
means to be the candidate of the Republican
Earty for a second term, and will tolerate in
u) Cabinet no statesman from whom howould have anything to fear as a rival.

The Cabinet as a whole will not commend

itself to the favor of politicians, because it has
not been taken from their ranks; nor are the
men who compose it sufficiently well known to
the public at large to command in advance the
full confidence ot the community. But in tho
very freshness of its character, in the fact that
its members are business men rather than pol¬iticians, and are likely to make the practical in¬
terests of the country their first care, we Bee
ground for bel evmg that the Cabinet will, byits practical working, vindicate the wisdom ot
its selection.

The Cabinet of President Grant, though

promptly confirmed, will puzzle the politicians.With nil their guesses and conjectures, cover¬
ing what was supposed to be the whole field
of probabilities, not one of them, nor all of
them together, hit the mark beyond ono or two
members. They were all on the wrong tack
in assuming that, after the established prac¬
tice, the Cabinet wouldbe chosen from the moat
conspicuous lights and managers of the dornt
nant party, such as Wilson, Stanton, Curtin
md Old Ben Wade. This rule of selecting fromthe head politicians of the party was more
strikingly illustrated in the original Cabinet of
Abraham Lincoln than in any other, though
the folly, of snob selections waa sufficiently
Eroved by poor Pierce and Buchanan. The
armomzing of the different personal oliqnesaf the party has been the governing idea of

this practice, and it was nndsr this delusion
that Linooln committed his greatest mistake.
He thought that by gathering his rivals in the
Ohisago Convention about him he would
reconcile them to the situation and with each
other; but from the beginning to the end,with their selfish intrigues against eaoh other
and against him, they were n constant souroe
of trouble to their ohief. Indeed, had not
Lineolu been a marvel of amiability, patienceand resignation be could not have endured
such annoyances for one bummer.
President Grant has not followed this foolish

and mischievous practice. He has not chosen
to have a set of politicians around 'him, whoro'ghfc aarnime tho right to chalk oat his polio v,
aa in the oaae of Pierce; or set themselves jap
as his masters, as in the case of Buchanan; or
who would be likely to raise a hornet's nest
about his ears in their plots aud counterplots
for the succession, as in the case of Lincoln.
On the contrary, we see in this new Cabinet
that Grant has given the managing Republican
politicians a wide berth ; that he has chosen
his men for business and as his subordinates,
and with not the remotest idea tbatrthey are
to be his mi ..tere or his coequalsm the admin¬
istration. ile has utterly ignored the Cabinet
theory of McClure, and bas soleetod his
men as his fr ends, his assistants and his sec¬
retaries, and each mainly in reference to the
Bpocial duties ot his department; Bat the
moral of this Cabinet is that it is President
Grant's Cabinet, and that he intends to be the
master of his administration.

[Tram the Baltimore Oasatte ]
The names will be reooived by the country

with profound astonishment, and, if we mis¬
take not, with mingled feelings of bitter disap¬
pointment and deeper indignation. All who
trusted in General Grant, and very many of
those who mistrusted him, had hoped that he
would realiza the critical condition in which
the country now stands, and that he would
summon around him men of recognized ability
and patriotism. He has thought proper, how¬
ever, to name for his Cabinet officers individu¬
als who are only known to tho public as profes¬
sional patriots and shifty politicians. There is
not one among them who bears an established
oharacter for disinterestedness, or who is enti¬
tled to be classed among statesmen.
