The consideraiion of the Mississippi bill was
resumed, bul laid aside for the Tenure-of-
office bill, which, after a strong debate, was re-

. ferred to the Judiciary Committee by a vote of

ninety-five to seventy-nine, only ten Demo-
crats voting nay.

The Land Commissioner—The BMount
Pleasant Ferry Company—Laid Over
Bills—Miscellaneons Business,

CoruxBr, S.C., March 23,—To-morrow be-
ing the closing day of the essiou, searcely any
other business will be transacted bat the rati-
fication of acts. Nodefinite hour lias been fixed
upon for the adjuurnment, The day's ses-
sion may therefora cratinue to a late hoar,

The proceedings in both houses to-day may
be very briely summed up:

Bome excitement was occasioned just before
adjournment by a dispatch received from
Charleston that Judge Carpenter had given a
decigion against the Pillsbury party. The
Judge was denounced on all sides as a traitor,
and the opinion yenerally expressed that he
never was a Republican. Threats were made
that at the next s2ssion of the General Assem-
bly the charter of the Cily of Charleston wonld
be legislated out of existence. On the other
band, Cain, of the Benate, and DeLarge, of
the House, exhibited the most serene satis-
faction, saying they knew it could nob have
been otherwise, and that the Validating act
turned out just as they predicted—a signal
failure. The Governor is mow sppealed to to
take the matter in hand.

It is greatly to the interest of this State that
well mapaged manuficturing establishments
should be sustained. ” Every failure is a draw-
back upon others; every success invites ad-
ditional capital and energy.

He has thus shown that the period of
preparation in themill ut Graniteville, and his
subeequent study of cotton manufectures at
the North and in Earope, has made him one of
the best informed manufacturers in the
country. He certainly lhias no euperior, and
not a single rival in the South,

These fucts give great confidence of success
in his mew enterprise. I have no quesion
th:t the mill he will pus up will be the best,
thonyh not the Jargeat, in the South. It will
be put up at a low rate compared with the
nsual cost of such & mill. Iuwill ba well con-
gtrusted. 'The machinery will be the best
adapted for the purpose. Mr. Gregg's past
experivnce is a guarantea of these things. It
will give a new impetus to manuficturing in
this State, by which we may bope soon fo see
its water power, 80 abundani yet 8o littlo known
and used, driving thousands of spindles, fur-
niel ing support to o large population, and con-
centrating an amount of wealth and enter-
prise which now can hardly be imamned.

1t becomes the citizens of the Btato, thero-
fore, to take an active hold upon this enter-
prise, Iuto what can our planters better pot
their surplus funds, the safo investment of
wihich 15 Lo so many of them so great a ouzale ?
In what way can sny citizen do more tor the
genera) interest of the State ?

I nnderstand that Mr. Gregg can secure
one-b It of s capital in Baltimore and at tho
Norts. Surelythe remaginder can be obtained
1n tins State and Georgia. Would it not, in-
deed, be well to secure as mnch of it from our
own peoplo e possible 7 Why let others reap
the profts and carry the spois from this
state?
