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THIE AGRICULTURAL CONVENTION,

Second Day’s Proc:e;ll_'lngs—l‘ull Report
by Mail.

|FROM OUR OWN CORRESPONDENT.)

Covrumsia, B, G, April 29.—In the Btale
Agrieultural Convention this morning, on the
subject of cotton mills and manufaetories, Mr.
Lawton, of Charleston, after presentation of
the report of the Committes on Manufactures,
adverting to his investigation of the subject in
England, France and Germany, aliuded to
lise vusi weaith accumulated in those coun-
tries from the manufaclure of cotton fabrics.
No one, he eaid, who had not visited those
countries and the New England States could
well conceive the vast importance of the groat
ataple of the south to the nations of the earth.
The conclusion he drew from all he saw was
that we had not availed ourselves of those great

rivileges which Almighty God appeared to
Euve designed for us. We have all the material
necegsary for the fabrication of goods that
the wuél requires, and yet™ we confine
ourselves entiraler to its production. They
could not expect any people to rise to
eminence or distinction who solely conflne
themselves to one Eursnit, whether it be
digging gold from the earth or pearls from
the ocean. It is utterly iuconsistent with the
order of affairs, It does not appear to belong
to our creation. No two fices look, no two
leaves look alike in nature. T'he commands of
God appenr to order that we must diversify
change and adapt the means of prosperity that
other people do. He thought the production
of cotton alone had beon our ruin, and he main-
tained that it these ten Southern States paid
becter attention to manufactures and mechan-
jcism they never could have been subdued.
The Bouthern Btates were crushed by the whole
power of the world. Thos2 they were feeding
with their cotton came against them. The
rate of interest in Liverpool was two per cent.
per annum, In his own city, Charleaton,
when he left in August last, it wae two and a balf
per cent, a month, and very difficult to be ob-
tained at that. He told them in England that
they had taught him a lesson, and when he
went home he would endeavor to persuade his
peoople to grow lees cotton and manufacture
as much ag they could. 1'wo or three days ago
when he saw drays going through the streets
foaded with cotton marked Graniteville, he was
inepired with hope, anl muany ot them he
trusted would yet see the day when our cotton
manufactures will compete in the markets of
the world with those of France, Germany and
England.

Mr., Lawton then gave an inleresting ac-
count of a viait to the great spool thread man-
factory of Mr, Coats, in tland. Their
buildings, he said, occnpy an immonse space,
The proprietors are gentlemen of refinement
and taste. He was conducted through every
department of tbat immense manufacturing
eatablishment, They have the most beautifvl
machinery, perfect engines, and every poseible
means of turning the thread. They don’t use
raw cotton. They buy their yarna chiefly in
Bolton and Manchester. I observed to Mr.
Coats that his yarn had been familiar to me
from my early life.

To show the imnmense wealth accummulated
by these people, Mr. Lawton said they employ
sixteen hundred hands in one day. I was con-
dueted throungh Mr, Coats’ magmficent green
house and his hot-house, where they had plants
from every portion of God’s earth. Among
others was the glorious o!d palmitto. They
were enabled to spend upon these hot-houses
and green-houses £30,000 sterling, or $200.000.
I suggested to Mr. Coats that the time is
coming when the Soath must engage largely
in manufactures, and told himif he would
come to Columbia and use some of his capital
we would furnish him with the best cotton he
wanted. Ourpeople muost diversify their la-
bor il they desire to have a position among
tke nations of the earth; organize companies
and estaklish cotton menufactories, and they
will bring wenlth.%_pmhmn. nd also bring.
us back to what o uth Carolin: was once.

Mr. Baxter, of Newberry, in response to the
invitation ot the Convention, gave some inter-

1 ’kings of the New-
beiry Emigration Bociety. He paid a high
compliment to General John A, Wagener, and
said he was instrumental in turning the atten-
tion of these people to the matter of emigra-
tion, They yere already impressed with the
necessity of an increased amount of !abor, but
it was found wholly impracticable to aval
themselves of any arrangement made by the
Btate throungh General Wagener, as head of
the Emigration Burean. A number of gentle-
men contributed a small kmonnt of money, to
be drawn out #8 each subscriber desired labor.
The “’“‘“’.{nh“ been tnrned cver numerous,
times in nging forward between two and
three hundred laborers. Each member of the
socie'y pays in fifty dollars, but can take more
shares if he desires. The money is ased to
bring the laborers, who in time retumn it to
the society. They had now in their employ
an edu;:a.ted .Ggrmm, Mr, . Brig, in::n, who
:geuks our or five languages, an proeur-

facilitiea they never bhad before. The
society has a oredit, as an emigration society,
in New York. Itis known that laboreras com-
ing to us will be cared for on the way and when
thayreaohhemaomd cared for until l.ha{igeﬁ
employment. that the agents in New York
feel no hesitation 1n eending a.ualhborm tp
the society, because they know they will not

return with complaints of ill-usage or want ot
attention. The society is doing & good work
and meking a reputation. ‘They bad now or-

ders on file from General Beanregard, desiring
Inborers 1o be sent to him through our socciety,
to the Btate of 'exas, They have more orders
than they can fill. ! ¢

This sociely is a nuclens aroind which might
cluster kindred and auxiliary societies to carry
out & great He did not know that
this body could turn its attection to a more
important subject than that of uring an
increased supply of labor. He did not care
where it came from, whelher from Germeny,
Great Britain, New York, or Massachusetta, so
that it comes here as labor, bricging the oapi-
tal and muscle,

Dr. E. B, Turnipseed, of Newberry, con-
corred ip the statements of his colleague, and
added that he had a number of Germans on
his place. '[hey were Fooﬁ farmers, ensy to
learn, and assimilate with oar people, kind to
animale, and it was just the labor to suif their
coontry. It bad gone abroad that negroes only
are adapted to our country. 'This was a great
mistake. The Germans stood the heat as well,
ifnot better, than the negro. .

Mr. Boinest said he introduced the first tor-
eign labor into Newba District after the
war. He becamo satiefled, after two or three
years, that the laborers he was then working
would not , and a little more than a
twelve month ago he wrote to a friend—a mis-
sionary among the emigrants at Castle Gar-
den—to secure him s good German faply for
his place. This was the ning of the emi-
gration society. divided his farm into three
seotionp, and put two sections in charge of
colored laborers rempeotively. The third he
gave to the Germans. His nee was that
the white laborer was'at work every day, doing
everything or snything he was asked or re-
quired to do. 'The negro contended that he
bhad nothing to do nol immediately conpeoted
with the working or gathering of the orop,
This was the beginning, and the reault hag

the beliaf that thin enternriaa will hs prose-
cuted with success. Iam one, sir, who have
confidence in our people and faith in the fu-
ture. Wisely adupting ourselves to the new
order of things and availing ourselves of the
elements at our command, I believe it possible
tu piace thno prosperity of our Btate npon a
basis more firmn anl durable than that upon
which it formerly rested. PBut this, sir, cannot
be accomplished by the putting forth of ab-
truse propositions or the simple adoption of
regolutions. More than the elogquence of words
we need the eloquence of action; morc than
the wealth of intellect we need the wealth that
springs from material devolopment. Mr, Pres-
ident, to wobtain success in this movement,
and tu help on the industrial regeneration of
the Btate, wo must adopt practical instrumen-
talities, Bir, the human mind is go constituted
a8 to require something real, something tangi-
ble, to arouso its enthusiasm, t0 quicken
its energics. Hence my proposition at once
to erect your bumildings, and at once to
hold your fairs. Let this be done, and
we form a nucleus around which onr efforts
may gather, and from which vitality may flow.
It we expect to succeed we must raise the
tands nemssar{. and goat once to work.

Mr. President, when the temporary chair-
man stated that the life of the State rested
upon this con rention, he stated what was true.
Lot us resolve to make this movement a snc-
cesas, to lhe end that we may bring back to tao
Btate an era of prosperily and plenty. Sir,
when the poet saye :

L ntPirIl‘, independence, lot me share

Lord of the lion heart and eagle eye,'’
he exprassed a sentiment that finds a response
in every elevated nature. Now, gir, if we
would catol that spirit, if we would reach the
height of a lofty iudependence, we must go
throngh temples resounding with the hum of
machinery, and pass on through flields white
with cotton and waving with grain.

Gentlemen of the Convention, in the provi-
dence of God the political cross has been laid
upon our shoulders, and we rest under the
ostracism of our own country. Buot God has
given us great natural advantages—-has given
us a genial climate and a teeming soil. Brave-
ly working and wisely using the elements
within our grasp, we oan mould them to the
enduring interests of the State, and make the
future of Bouth Carolina prosperous as her
past ia rich in the noble devotion of her men
and the matchless spirit of her women.

Mr, Pregident, I hope the Convention will
entertain the resolutions. )
