The goveroment seems to share
with the officers the expectation of war. Great
activity reigns in the argenals. That of St,
Petersburg alone has cast, bored and grooved
more than 450 4-pounders and over 150 9-poun-
ers, on the new system, at the rate of two a
day; and 100 heavy guns have been rified.

—1he commissioner of interoal revenue,
with the approval of the Becretary of the Tren-
aury, will shorcly issue a circular to the vari-
ous officers of the revenue departmon’, in-
structipg them relative fo incomes derived
by snbjects of foreign governments upon capi-'
tal inveated in this country. Chief Justice
Chage recently decided upon the cirenit, in
Baltimore, ‘that the government could not
witkhold the five per cent. tax from foreign
snbjecis; hene) the circular will be issued in-
struoting officers not to collect the same. The
amount herelofore collected will be refunded,
and aggregntes n considerable sum, one olaim
alone being about $150,000.

—A dispatch was received in Washington on
Wednesday by the Brilish minister from the
English consal at Havana giving an aceount
of another Spanish outrage on the high seas,
According to this dispatch, o Bppnish war ves-
sel hailed an English brig at sea, and the lat-
ter refusing to stop, was fired into by the
Bpaniard and sunk. This is the" substance of
the dispatch, which Mr, Thornton immedistely
sent to his government over the eable, As the
dispateh is extremely meagré, not stating
whether the iuformation respécting the out-
rage was received origiually from the Bpanish
man-of-war or from some survivors of the
sunkén brig, ‘the authorities hore scarcely
know whether to credit it or not.

—The party consisting ot ex-Governor Ward,
of Nbw Jersey, Colonel Forney, Generai Van
Wyek, of New York, and others, who started
on a Bouthern trip two weeks ago, Lave re-
turned to Washington. They went as far as
Florida, stopping at the principal cities and
towns on the way., ‘I'hey all concur in the re-
port that the induostrial prospects have im-
proved. They say the negroes are working
better this year than laat, and the whites gen-
erally seem to be more industrions, and the
orops look well. T1he people are anxious for
Horthern immigration, and millions of acres
of good lands are offered to capitalists. The
party were everywhere well received, and rail-
road companies proyvided spevial cars on the
trains for their acoommodation free of charge,

—Of the erop prospeots in Georgis, the Au-
gasta Chroniole says: *‘‘Wa regret to learn
that the cold weather of the past week has
vexy poaterially injuored the orop prospectsin
this portion of the Btate. Tre cold esaterly
wiizds which bave provailel for severnl days,
and the slight froets of Friday and yesterday
morning, have cansed the ootton to die out,
and on the light sandy lands great fears are
flolt that the stand will be destroyed. .

—The death of Prince Aloxander Bergey vitch
Mentschikoff, of Russis, is aunounced by a tole-
grum, This distinguished prinee and soldier
was born in 1789, entered the imporial service
in 1805, accompanied Alexander I as aide-de-
camp durivg the campnigns of 1812-14, was
subssguently promoted to the rank of General,
but resigned in 1828, when the Czar definitiva-
ly abandoned the ocause of the struggling
Greeks. Under Nicholas he served as ambas-
sador to Persia, and afterwards took part in
the war against that country, captured Anapa,
but was seriously wounded at Varna, and sub-
sequently devoted himself to the development
of the Russian navy. In 1858 he was sent to
Constantinople to urge the claims of Nicholas
in the affairs of Turkey, but only succeeded in
promoting a speedy rupture, the result of
which was the Crimean war. He commanded
both the land and naval forces in the Crimea,
lost the battles of Alma and Inkermann, but
distinguished himself by his energy io tho de-
fence of Scbastopol. He was superseded in
March, 1835, by Qortschakoff, and was ap-
pointed by Alexander II commander of Cron-
stadt. At the time of his death he was Admi-
rnl of the Russian navy. »
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Northern Men in the South,

Mr. John W. Forney oame, saw, and wrote
a letter to his twb papers—the Washington
Chronicle and Philadelphia Press —in which
he related his experience of Charleston and
SBouth Carolina. With his face glued to a
window, he passed through as much of the
State a8 is traversed by the Wilmington and
Manchester and HNortheastern Railroads,
and was able, of course, to familiarize him-
self with the ocompogition of the soil, the
peculiarities of the climate, and the inside
and outside nature of the pecple. Twenty-
four hours enabled him to do what his com-
patriots failed to accomplish in thrice
twenty-four years, and, in his own opinion,
Forney is mow a marvellous proper person
to applaud or abuse the South. With
one hand he pata approval of tha fer-
tility of the land and the quiet which every-
where prevails, With the other he waves ap-
proval of political pickpockets and condem-
nation of the old slaveholding aristooracy.
Bitter and sweet, truth and falsehood, are
curiously combined in his Charleston letter,
But throughout the whole there is one
girain of which he ‘never tires—a lugubri-
ous lament that ¢the old residents have no
‘‘gocial intercourse with the Yankees.”

It would be easy enough to give reasons
hy there might be adioe

and not by his neighbors or the epistolary
Forney. Mr, A, B or C has no right to be
the personal friend of apy man or set of
men morely becausé'he was born is ‘this
Place, or was not born in that. The new
comer may he aotive and enterprising, up-
right in all My @ealings, an excellent per-
‘80n to know on the wharf or in the count-
ing-rogm, and yet not one with whom his
buginess acquaintances would desire to have
their wives and children familiar. It'is of
little consequence whether his birth-place
is in Louisiana or Massachusetts, The
man must prove himself or be proved by
others, and even then it will depend upon
individual tastes whether he will be admit-
ted to that social interoourse .whioh Mr.
Forney craves. There are very fow North-
erners, it is true, who become our familiar
griends. This is because of the general
worthlesdness of the Bohemians who geok
to overrun the State., The New York Times
sponaka of ‘‘the adventurers who have gone-
‘‘into' the Bouth,” and Harper’s Weekly
says: ¢“One wonders that the South does
‘“not rebel anew® when he oconsiders the
‘“‘miserable vermin who have been sent down
‘‘there as government officials;” and {he:
Ohicngo Tribune, another Radichl ‘sheet,
denounces ‘‘the carpet-baggers—the stroll-
‘“ing, pilfering political dlacklege of the
“North,” by whom the South is “ridden
“and robbed.” - And it is these *‘adventu-
‘‘rers,” these ‘‘'vermin,” and these “black-:
“legs,”” whom Mr. Forney would have us
clasp to our breasts as fit companions for
eister, wife and ohildren. No thank youl:
Mr. Forney. . i i

As we said, this is a matter whioh every
man must regulate for himself. Each one
should and will choose his own companions
and select his own friends. ' There ia
free trade in friendship, at least, and, the
principle here shall be to think of a man as
we find him. ' - '
And we have no fear that the bughbear of
“‘gocial exclusiveness” will have any effect
in preventing the influx of Northern oapi-
tal. If & Northern man, or any otherman,
‘domes to Bouth Carolina, it is because he
g8ecs & chanoe of making money. Not one
will come for the sake of going into *go-
‘‘oiety.” 1t is & plain ealoulation, o simple
question of dollarg‘and cenie—as it ought
te be.' The sweetnees of the Bouthern fire-
side will not congole the stranger for fail-
ing trade and oconsequent loss of onpital,
Nor will the absence of this private iamti-
macy rob fortune of its oharms. The
merchant, or the broker or the professional
man who immigrates to this Btate, does
po bevause he belioves that he will make
more progress here than he ovuld do
at home; and he will jot, if he has any
sense, bo deterred from' coming by any
dread of being barred out from some par-
tioular class of “‘soolety.”. Astime rollson
the new arrival s understood and appreci-
sted acoording to his worth, and, if he is
not, the loss will be to others rather than
{o himself. When he has become, in.

There have, undoubtedly, been
movements looking to an immediate organi-
zalion of an armed forced of some kind.in
different localities ; but we accept the
statement of the Adjutant-General Lhat
this was done without authority, snd ecall
the sttention of all persons to that, portion
of the militia law which declares * that
“‘there shall be no mililary organizations or
“‘formations for the purpese of arming,
¢drilling, exercising the manual of arms or
“military manceuvres not authorized under
tthls aot.” s

We also again express the hope that the
aclive organization of the militia will be
'postponed for many months Lo come. It is
not necessary for any public purpose, and
oan do mo good, while it must cause grave
alarm and may lead to serious riot and dis-
order.
