The South Carolina Meidwal Assoviation,

We nre glad to sce that sleps have been
taken by the medical men of the State for
the reorganization of the South Carolina
Medical Association, asoolely whioh is nec-
essary for the advancement of the profes-
sion, as well ns for the proper protection of
its inlerests.

The South CarolinaMedical Associalion was
instituted in 1848, in pursuance of a ¢all mnde
upon the profession by the Medioal Booiety of
Bouth Carolina, the oldest soociety of medi-
oal men in the State. It went into opera-
tion at once and was carried on with suc.
cess, meeting annually, uotil the breaking
out of the war, when the mepetings were
discontinued. During the period of its
active working it acoomplished much good.
The various members of the profession,
had frequently the opportunity of free
ecnsultaticn end coamferemcv. Messures
| wero instituted with & view to sustain
and elevate the tone and dignity of the pro-
fession, to encourage and improve medical
eduoation, to proteot the public from impo-
gition, to develope soience, and to bring
.prominently forward the medical and botan-
ical resources of the State. All the South-
ern States but South Carolina have, since
the war, reorganized their medioal assogia-
tions, and were represented in the Ameri-
oan Medioal Associatlion which held recently
its annual convention in New Orleans. It
was very desirable that the sssociation of
this Btate should be reorganized at onge,
and at therequest of various county societies,
the South Carolina Medioal Society -has
issued a oall to the profession“genarally to
assemble in Charleston on the 20th inet. to
revive the Bouth Carolina Medical Associa-
tion. A large number of favorable an-
swers to the oall have already been received,
and there is every reason to expeot a full
and enthusiastio meeling,.

It will be the ohject of the assoociation to
give frequent, united and emphatio expres.
. sion to the views and aims of the medical
'profession ofithe Btate; it will, it is hoped,
‘make more efficient the existing means of
cultivating medioal knowledge; it will en-
deavor to promote the usefulness and main-
tain the honor of our medical men; it will
*strive to enlighten and direot public opin-
ion as to the duties, rceponsibilities and re-
quirements of medical men; it will encour-
age emulation and friendly intereourse in the
profesgion. With these purposes in view,
'the suecessful reorgan’zation of the asso-
-nialionl'niust be. generally "desired, and we
hope that the attendance will be both large
and influential from every part of the State.

We nnderstand that arrangements have
boen made by the profession to extend a
hearty welcome to all visiting delegates.
