Tho great Uommerc'al Convention ai Mom-
phis adjrurned sine dic on Saturdsy after-
noon, after passing rosolutions of thanks to
the cilizens and press of Memphis, Among
the olosing proceethngs wero the adoption of
resolutions requesting Congress to puot the
telegraph lmes nnder tho control of the Post-
master-Goneral, and proposing the crection of
bridges above the moulbs of tho Missouri and
Ohio rivers, the formar o be of *not less than
400 feet spnn and che latter mot less thin 890.

I'rom Ll full reports of ths proceelinge o)
tho Oommaercial Qonvention, oa Wednesday,
pnblisherd ip the Memphis papers, we make thio
fellowing cxiracts :
