THE OITY COUNCILL,

AROTHER SUCOESSFUL FLANK MOVEMERT.
ABSENCE OF 1W0 OF THE TERKIFLE TEN.

Great Dlnuppelntm_aut Among the
Oflice=seckers, &Ko,

Long before the hour of meeting of Council
last o 7ening, an anxious crowd had assembled
at the City Hall to witness the entertainment
expected to come off. -

In general, the crowd seemed to be in very
good humor, bul here and there wera groups
of anxious faces discusging the probabilities
of a quorum and the prospects of the various
candidates for the lonves and fishes, As on
previous ocoasions, only a sufficient number
were admitted to ocoupy the seats in the
Council Chamber. The faces of those who
were unable to gain an entrance wore a look of
indescribable chagrin, In the ante-room sat
ex-Mayor Olark and Mr. J. H, Jenks.

A few minutes before eight o’clock, but two
of the terrible ten had arrived—Aldermen
Barrow and T. J. Mackey. All the meats
around the Council Chamber were occupied,
and whispera passed round that there would
be another fizzle, At eight o’clock the follow-
ing additional Aldermen entered and took
their seats: Aldermen E. W. M. Maokey,
Greene, and E, P, Wall, L, Fg Wall, Hampton
and Bmall, colored. The absence of two of the
faithful—Thorne and Erown—caused some
consternation among the brethren, who feared
a ruso by the minority. Their apprehensions

wero allayed, howoever, by the entrance of the

Majyor at fifteen minutes past eight o'clock.
On taking the chair, the Mayor ordered the
Clerk to take the nnmes and report the number
of Aldermen preaent.
Tho Clerk announced eight members present.
Alderman Barrow rose and offored the follow-
ing resolution :

Resolved, That Council do now adjourn to
meat at eight o'clock to-morrow evemng, 27th
instant.

Alderman 1. P, Wall (smiling.) That mo-
tion not having been seconded, I move that we
do now adjounrn.

Alderman E. W, M. Mackey. Imovethat we
do now adjourn until Tuesduy evening next.

The question was then put and carried.

Council then adjourned, to the no smsall con-
fusion of the expectant and huugry crowds
who have been anxious to serve the city nnder
the new administration,

The report that Howard, one of the colored
Aldermen, was one of the ten was imcorrect.
‘We are anthorizad to say that he has no sym-
pathy with the aims of the majority, and does
not concur in their views.

U. 5. CIRCUIT COURT--CHIEF JUSTICE
8. P CUHASE, PRESIDING.

The. court opened at 10 o'clock yesterday
morntng, Chief Justice Chase and Judge Bryan
presiding.

At the opening of the court the Chief Justice
delivered the folluwing opinion:

CIROUIT OOURT OF THE UNITED BTATES. DISTRICT
OF BOUTH CAROLINA—RIOHARD ARNOLD V3.
ATEAMBHIP MONEEA—IN ADMIBALTY—APPEAL
FROM DIBTRIOT COURT,

_The libel in this onse claims compensation
for injuries to three horses shipped by the
libellant at New York for Charleaton in the
steamsbip Moneka.

If the responsibility of the veasel is to be de-
termined by the general law of common carriers,
it is n L questioned that the libellant is entitl-
ed to a decree,

But it is claimed that there wasa apeoial
contract concerning the shipmeut of these
horaes, which relieves the earrier from re-
sponsibility,
On the other hand, it ie denied that there
wa8a sny such special contract, and it is ‘nsist-
there was that the injuries were caused
by negligence in transportation, to which the
apecial contract did not and could hot extend.
The proof of a special contract is not alto-
gether eatisfactory; but I think the weight of
evidence fairly warrants the conoclusion that
there was one.

But the evidence does not show that the
ahipper took on himself anything more then the
riakis which wre mmcident to & voyage in & Be&-
worthy ship, conducted with reasonable care
and skill.

It may be well doubted, indeed, whether the
olioy ot the law will permit the carrier to re-
iove himself from risk, created by his own

omission of suilable provision for the voyage,
or by his negligence in the managemeént of the

ship.

]LPminenI: and learned judzes have condemned
any relaxation of the common law rule per-
mitting common carriers to limit their re-
aponeibility %_v stipulation, and though this
relaxation 18 how Well es!.u.bliahed, it has never
bLeen carried by the Amerioan courts to the ex-
tent of allowiug them to exonerate thomselves
in this way from the consequences of thewr
misconduct or culpable neglect,

The true rule wad stated by the Bupreme
Court of the United Btates in the case of the
York Compuny va. tHe Central Railroad, Itis
in pubstauce th's ;: “ I'he responsibility intend-
ed by the common law can only be restricted
and qualified by exprees stipulation for the
restriction or qualification. But when such
atipulation is made, and it does not cover loas-
es from negligence or misconduct, it must be
recognized and onforced.” The only question
in the present case, theretore, is whether or
not there was misconduct or negligence on the
part of the officera of the steamer., This is a
qge;stiop of fact, and I bave carefully consider-
ed it.

It is not necessary to enier apon any minute
roview of the testimony. It is enough to say
that the horses were shipped on the 26th of
December. Btalls were constructed for them
between decks at the expense of the shipper,
After the horses had been placed in the stalls,
and after the reguln.r time of starting, the
steamer continued to take in cargo till aboub
dark. This cargo seems to have been stored
between decks, and my mind cannot resiat the
impression that it wos carelessly stowed. Cer-
tainly it became loose, and portiona of it, in-
cluding some kegs of nails, tumbled against
the stalls. A heavy piece of Limber was also
left loose between decks. The stalls were
broken; one of the horses was killed; another
go injured that he died a8 soon as he was land-
ed, and the third also suffered serious injury.

t i8 a fuir conolusion from the evidence that
these injuries were occasioned by the luose
atick of timber and the loose cargo. I cannot
doubt that the exercise of proper precaution
in siowage would have prevented these inju-
ries. Norcan I doubt that the omission to
exercise qmper precaution must be imputed
a8 onlpable negligence to the officers of the
ship. I think therefore that the libellant is
entitled to a decree, and as both parties have
deolared themselves satiafled with the sstimate
of damage made by the District Judge, which
geems to me also perfectly just and fair, the
decree of the District Oourt will be affirmed.
