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THE IRISH CHURCH BILL TR THE HOUSE OF LORD3.
LONDON, Juno 14.-lu the House of Peers to¬

night;, in anticipation of a debate on the Trish
Church bill, there waa a full attendance of
Lords. The galleries and lobbies were crowd¬
ed, and in the streets a great throng, of people
collected. Ia the House many petitions were
presented against the bill. Earl Granville
movod the bill pass to a aeco-id reading. He
declared he bad always thought the Irish
Church .waa an anomaly and failed to fulfil the
position for which it waa intended;' that it was
a groat injustice, and should be legislated on
in a reasonable, wiso and moderato way. He
traced the history of the Suspensory bili
of last year, and said the resignation
of the Disraeli Ministry showed their
acoeptanoe of the deoiaion of the conn-
try in favor of disestablishment and disen-
dowment. After explaining the provisions of
the bill under consideration, Earl Granville
continued. The government did not desire to
saver the spiritual connection between the
Irishand Engliah Uhurohes« He would leate
the exp ana-tion of. endowments to his col¬
leagues. He declared there waa nothing in
the aot of union to prevent the passage ot the
bili. He did not understand that aot, but
maintained it was not unalterable, nor should
it be allowed to stand in the way of a measure
deemed necessary to the majority of the peo¬
ple and constituencies in Ireland. The bill had
no effect OR royal supremacy. After referring
to the threatened opposition, and commenting
on the bigotry of past times, he appealed to
the bench and the bishops to weigh well their
course. Nothing was more suicidal than
to point to the principles on wbioh the Irish
Church stands aa that on which the English
Church iato stand, for this step was not the
prelude ta the disestablishment of the latter.
He appealed to the Opposition to consider the
dignity of the House, and, after due protest,
allow the bill, endorsed by the voice of the
country, to pass. The- House of Peers has
great power for pood, but there is one thing it
dood not possess. It has not more power than
the House of Commons. It has not power to
thwart the national will. It was said the
method of conducting the bill in tho House of
Commons was offensive, and the Lords bad
been advised to be conciliatory in their pre¬
sent declaration. He well knew the 'value of
conciliation, but there was no necessity for it
here, for he would assure the Lords that,
thoagh the Liberal party adhere strongly to
the policy of the bill,, they would gratefully
welcome and carefully consider any alterations
of the detail proposed by your Lordships.
Hore than this he could not say.
Earl Harrowby moved that the second read¬

ing of the bill be postponed three months. He
opposed the .bill aa revolutionary, and in vio¬
lation of the Coronation aot and the act of
anton. Tho circumstances are insufficitnt to
Justify its introduotion. The result would be
to diminish the number of Lieh Protestante.
It waa no act of Justice. He repudiated the
idea that its. rejection would be running conn-

to and expecting tibié House of Lords to reject

Lord Clarendon said he did -not reciprocate

the feeling,ot Earl,Harrowby as-to the résult
of the bill. Similar forebodings were express¬
ed in regard to the 'Reform and Free Trade
measures. He believed the sentiment of thc
ooustry bad been fully tested on the topic. It
had been discussed for the past year and a
half, and was so thoroughly exhan ted and un¬
derstood that he was unable to say anything
new on it. As a Protestant he sympathized
with his Catholic fellow-countrymen in Ire¬
land on the wrongful position in which they
were placed. He never felt it stronger, than
when he saw* a crowd kneeling outside of a
hovel with a haniisome parish church dose by
unattended. He believed Ireland was the
question pf the hoar. Her condition had be¬
wildered government after government. The
universal assent of the country, and the im¬
possibility that such a state of things should
continue, imposed on Mr. Gladetou o the duty
of settling the Irian Church grievance.
The Duke of Rutland oppased tho bin, be¬

cause it overthrew the rights of property, vio¬
lated the religion of the majority of the peo¬
ple of the United Kingdom, and destroyed the

. union of the Church and State. He denied
that the Cbnrob was a badge of conquest, and
affirmed that the voluntary system wouM never
answer. s"

Stratford Redcliffe objected to many detOMg

of the bill, but warned the House not to eaori-
.fice the Substance for the shadow. He believed
the passage of the bill, as it nowstood, would
.result in irreparable injury io the Church, and
would hot improve the condition bf Ireland*
The relative position of the two Houses of Par¬
liament, however, demanded a second reading,
after wbioh the Upper Boneo could amend ob¬
jectionable features.
Lord Romilly regarded the idea that, the bill

Tiling* n gricultnral Prospect of tb«
Cotton Crop-Negro Labor.

The well informed correspondent of thé New
York Times, writing from Lexington, Gk.,
says :

I nm satisfied from what 1 bave seen andheardTouring my tour through the principal
cottou-produülo« ooumiea of Georgia, that the
total number of acres planted in cotton this
year is not greater than in 1868. If there is any
difference, I think it is lees, owing to the de-*
crease in the supply of farm labor, and to the
prevalent idea that a smaller «rea of land well
prepared, carefully planted, liberally manuredand thoroughly cultivated, will produce more
than a larger space cu tivated in the old way.In cousequence of the very backward spring,the heavy raine retarding planting by severaldays, and tho.cold days and nights when the
seed was coming up stunting the young growthand killing a considerable number of the ten¬
der plants, 1 do not think, even if tbe seasons
from now to gathering time should be propi¬tious, that the crop will be aa large as was that
of last year, nor will it be as profitable to tbe
Blauter, if it be as large, because the planting
ie crop of 1868 his cost much more in im¬proved preparation, fertilisers-, and higher

wages for labor. When the seed for this crop
was planted, cotton was selling at twenty-five
to twenty-six cents per pound. Itwas on this
figuro a ages were raised, aud should the pricethis fail go much below it, the cotton planterswill, I fear, experience what happened in 18G7,and find that it is unwise to place all one's
eggs in one basket.
As a general thisg, the agricultural popula¬tion haVe staked all their available means on

this crop. They bought in many instances
wildly, every imaginable fertiliser that was of¬
fered for sale; they purchased improvedploughs, harrows, seed planters, guano dis-
tnba:ors; they renewed their plough stock,and. (hus exhausted their supply of green¬backs. Many did more. They have boughtthese things On credit, sud have pledged their
crop to their factors, who have indorsed their
paper. They have resolved to "make a spoon or
spoil a horn," and though I believe tbat with
ordinary good weather they will make a very re¬
spectable medium sized spoon, I have no ideathat they will make anything magnificent.Several planters whose ootton has "died out,"and who have had to replant, are appreheosiv )
that a spoiled horn will bo the result.
Should this year's crop be a failure, the dam¬

age would be incalculable, not only in its im¬mediate pecuniary results, but in the discour¬
agement it would give to improved agriculture.The stupidest opponent of * book-iarming,"who believes that deep ploughing ' kills thelaud," and that fertilizers **aint no acoount,"would achieve a lasting victory, and patentsteel ploughs and superphosphates would beunsaleable at any price.The most sanguine anticipation I can make
consistently with truth, is that Georgia will
produce as much cotton this yea r as she did
tn 1868;' and to realize this the weather mustbe genial, and caterpillars, army worms, rust,
xe., Ac., must keep Ont of the way. 1 have
seen some very flue, some very poor, and agood deal of moderately good cotton, during
my tour. I have seen no cotton this year aaQue as it Was this time twelvemonth. But thepreparation ot the soil is vastly superior now,and the cultivation of the plant is incompara¬bly better.
I have great pleasure in recording tbe bene¬ficent mutuality of the entente cordiale betweenthe white employers and the black laborers.With-one or two exceptions, I have not heard

any complaints from either race, and I took3onsiderabte pains to investigate this very îm-

ve seen thousands et-negroes, end a moremeerful, contented, industriomi and hopefuljet of laborera 1 have never seen. They are

luHtry than at any time since they became
Free. For a couple of years they worked aa it
labor waS a temporary nuisance, from which
they would speedily be relieved, and as if till¬
ing the soil was a necessary condition toa
share of the laud. AU the older and steadier
plantation hands regret, the almost universal;retirement of tho female negroes irom field ser-
rice; and despair of being able to change this,
»eoanse they avow the insufficiency of their
mthority tom ike their wives and daughters
'hoe the row."' This regret is not unnatural,
rhe mon ere obliged to support » number of
women who do absolutely nothing. They can¬
not sew, and if they could they have not sew¬
ing to employ their time. They know nothingbut' tann labor, and that they refuse to do,whatever may be the necessity for their help,
yr however urgently their own families' inter¬
nets require their services. I think, too, that
it these unemployed'"ladies" had somethingto do, that hog-pens, hen-roosts, garden vege¬tables, &c., would bo loes frequently shorn bf]¡heir fair proportions. .., ^But» "take lima for ail that/' iftho negro for
any canse should abandon the shovel and the
aoe. and abandon cotton culture, "we ne'er
shall look upon his like again" as a cotton
worker. It ia practically impossible tor white
aion. however acclimated or industrious, to
titivate cotton Welt in Southam ' Georgia, or
in fine hot temperature of the '.'cotton belt.'"

groes working along, ander ...a broiling san,which to me, under an umbrella and doingaothing. was almost insupportable. They did

THE HUOHES-CAMEROJV DUEL.

Another Account.

The following more detailed aoconnt of the
duel on Saturday last between Mesera. Hughes
and Cameron is from the Rijbmond Dispatob:
On Saturday morning at about four o'clock

the parties left Petersburg on a special car at¬tached to ibo freight trait? ca tho Norfolk andPetersburg Railroad. They made their wayslowly, and by one o'clock they reaobed DeepCreek Crossing, about six miles from Norfolk.Here they found carriages in waiting, in which
they proceeded down the banks of DismalSwamp Canal.

THE FIELD.
Tho spot chosen lor the meeting waa nearthe tow-path of the canal just beyond the divi¬ding line between Virginia and North Carolina.It was an open, dry space in the swamp, andchosen as the firat suitable place which the

party had approached.. ¡j v

PBEI.IMLNAIUE8.
The field having been reached, preparationsfor action were commenced. Both principals

were provided with duelling pistols, and each
one had bia surgeon. The positions wer* se¬
lected, and ten paces, the^istanoe, marked off.
The choice of weapons to oe used fell to Mr.
Hughes. The pistols carried by him were the
same used in the Wise and Clements, Wise andAylett, and Daniel and Elmore duels. Theyaro owned by Mr. Sutherland, of tins city, andare from the celebrated maker Constable, ofLondon. The preliminaries being arranged,the pistols were handed the principals, the
terms of the duel were explained, and all wasdeclared ready.

THE DUEL.
The two men stood opposing each other withtheir weapons in hand, each one displajing a

coolness remarkable for so critical a moment, n
The words of the second could be beard,"Gentlemen, are you ready ? Firel" Scar celyhad his hps uttered the last word when the
report of a pistol drowned the sound of the
next. It was Cameron who fired. He hasmissed his man, who in a second or two after¬
wards fires his pistol. Cameron wheels half
way round and exclaims, "I am shot, but I amhere to give satisfaction " He walks a few
steps and is laid upon the ground by his sur¬
geon for examination.
He was found to have been wounded in the

left breast, the ball passing about two inches
below his heart, and around the body for sev¬
eral inches. The wound was not considered
serious. We have two reports concerningCameron's ball-one to the effect that it whizzed
by Hughes' left ear, another that it passedabove bis head. rihis, however, is immaterial.
Again, there is some difference ot statement
as to what followed. One report has it thatHughes exclaimed. "1 am sati« fled."
Another one, which agrees with the official

statement, which we give belo w, is that Hughes,being asked if he was satisfied, replied, -'I de¬
mand another fire." The* physicians havingdeclared Mr. Cameron not able to continue the
duel, another. fire was not deemed necessary.

THE RESULT.
After this the seconds drew np and signedthe tallowing domm ont. which has been given

us in view of correcting the different state¬
ments likely to arise:
"Mr. Wm. E. Cameron received a fleshwound immediately over the lo «er lobe of theleft lung, which diBabied him entirely, accord¬

ing to the statement of his physician. Mr.Hughes having demanded a aeoond fire, wasinformed by us that Mr. Cameron waa unable
to receive another fire. Mr. Hughea havingreceived satisfaction the meeting is, therefore,adjourned.

Thia season I hope to do betterstill, for I have put an equal quantity of landin corn and provisions as last year, and aboutfifty sores more in cotton, making two hun¬dred acres in this orup, bub I have used morefertilizers and have applied about three hun¬dred pounds of the same to each acre, which 1think will increase the yield fully fifty percent., and well repay me.All around me there has been more laud putin cotton than last year, arid more fertilizersused, and if we have a good season there willbo much more cotton made; for I ean harvestall that I can raise, and you may be certainthat no man will leave any in his field as longas it is worth twenty-eight cents per pound.I do not think" the cool spring bas injuredmy crop at all, but rather did it goon, for itkept it' back until it gained strengtb, and tbehot son has made it shoot up splendidly, and 1

now have as good a stand as I ever had duringmy seventeen years of planting;
The negroes in this neighborhood, of all

sexes, are working well-better tban they havedone since the war.

TBEPLUNDERERS OE THE WAR.

Some Knrther Statement» lu Record to
the Booty Gathered In Sooth Caro»
lina.

A correspondent of tbe Cincinnati Commer¬
cial writes: »
The three boxes of collected treasure recent¬

ly brought fortb from tbe vaults of the WarDepartment at Washington are the property of
citizens of Camden, South Carolina. The goldand-silver, as well as the principal portion of
thé Confederate notes and bonds, belong to
the Old Camden Bank. The valué of the dia¬
monds and silverware has been very greatlyover-estimated by your Washington correspon¬
dent.
Upon the approach of Sherman's army uponCamden, the citizens of the village collected

their jewelry, silver and plated ware, and de¬
posited tho Rame m the safes of the Bank of
Camden. The safes were loaded in wagons,and tbe owners thereof sought safety for their
treasure in flight; but the foragers-enterpris¬
ing fellows, who were always about a day'smarch in advance of the army-came aponthem »ot far from the Catawba Biver, and
compelled a surrender. ' -.*
The captors ware composed of two detach¬

ments, one from ino Third Brigade, Fust Di¬
vision, Twentieth Army Corps, and the other
from the Fourteenth Army Corps. It wa* ¡the
usual custom of the foragers to confiscate and
divide captured property, but as some disagree¬
ment sprung npaa to tho proper division, nei¬
ther party reeling- disposed tb surrender their
acquired baukmg privileges, it was decided to>*^vgavau»'isei*esonopiuosiati'aw aaa* xyasost'lfthir11ebal of tbe Army of Georgia. The safes were
opened by that ofiäcer and found to contain
gold and silver, Confederate bonds and notes,and the diamonds, silverware and jewelry of
the citizens. By order of General Sherman the
mules and wagons were appro)united for the
nae of the army, and the other property was
boxed up and forwarded to the War Depart¬
ment at Washington, upon the arrival or the
army at Goldsboro*, N. C.
You are certainly mistaken in your state¬

mentm saying that as tbe toragers and "bum¬
mers" came np to the bridge they wcie baited
and thoroughly searched, and the articles
found upon them boxed up and sent ta Wash¬
ington, No order was ever issued to search
the "bummers." It would have required all
the army wagons connected with Sherman's
army to have hauled the plunder collected in
one day by the "bummers," and abandoned
the next. *or was tMs property, as i general
tbtog. taken from tho dwellings of the inhabi¬
tants, but it was found iu the field* or the
swamps, where it had been concealed
hy the owners. Property thus captur¬
ed was brought into camp at night, and after
being exhibited, was, in very marty instances,abandoned. If the people on the line of march
had remained at borne and treated our soldiers
with common civility, very few such depreda¬tion* would have beep committed. Ia South
O iroliua it was a very common thing for chiv¬
alrous ladies to call our soldiers vandals and
Northern hirelings. Or coarse, neither offi¬
cers nor soldiers tell very: solicitous concerningthe safety of their wordly effects.

IMPORTANT DECISFON IN EEOAED
TO EUIIDING ASSOCIATIONS.

[From the National In toll)gnnrer, June 10.1
In the Court of Equity of the District, JudgeOlin presiding, an important decision bas boenrendorod, which, in a great measure, definesthe legal status of what are known as build¬

ing associations.
It Booma that ono Hatter, a member of theFirst Co-operative Building Association of tbiscity, having obtained an advance of moneyfrom that association on the terms and con¬ditions usu 1 with building societies, andhaving "executed a deed of trust on his

own property to secure the repayment ofthe loan, with all accruing premiums,fines, forfeitures, &o., subsequently become abankrupt, and his assignee in banktuptcyfiled a bill in equity, asking for an injunctionbo restrain the trustees, under the above-mentioned deed of trust, from selling under it,as they had advertised to do, for default modoby Hatter. The assignee claimed, under thebankrupt law, he, the assignee, and not thetrustees, ought to sell under tile circumstan¬
ces. He subsequently filed a supplemental billto have the dead of trust set aside, for the
reason, aa war allege i, '.. at the premiums,fines and forfeitures, Ac, of the association
were UBnriona;*nd that the contract betweenHatter and the association was null and void
on account of such usury in the transaction.
An injunction was granted in the first in¬

stance, which, upon tbs coming in of the an¬
swer of the defendants, was modified so as toallow the trustees to sell and bring the moneyinto court. A motion was then mode to set
the esle aside, and after argument on the sub¬
ject and a very full discussion of the prinoi-{des involved, the court yesterday overruled
he motion to Bet aside the sale, and oidered
the case to be referred to the auditor to state
the accounts.
In the course of his decision the judge re¬marked that there was no usury in the trans¬

actions of theae building associations, in
which, nuder their rules, thay enlarged the
original debt of the borrowers by charging
premiums, fines, penalties, ¿cc., and that the
transactions themselves were perfectly fair and
legitimate.
