—Edward B. Eetobhum, the forger, who a few
days since was brought from Sing Sing to New
York city on a writ of haheas corpus, and his
discharge demanded on the ground of alleged
informalities in the sentenco, has been remand-
ed to prison by Judge Barnard, and the writ
dismissed, for the reason that the prisoner
himeelf was opposed to the proceeding, and
believed his punishment just and merited, and
that be hasno wish to cheat justice by escap-
ivg through a techuical defect. He preferred
to pay the foll penalty of his crime, already
. nearly expiated, unless his prison door be
unlocked through executive clemency. The
effort for release had been made by the friends
of the prisoner, and the question was whether
a pure, naked confession, withont complamnt
or indictment, is sufficient to send a man to
State prison, and keep him there for a term of
years, The prisoner, it will be remembered,
was sentenced by Recorder (now (Rovernor)
Hoffmap, .on the 80th of December, 1865, for
a term of four yearaand six months, he having
pleaded guilty to one indictment. Beveral
other indiolments weie found by the grand
jary, and, of course, are still hauging over him.

— A correspondeont of the San Francisco Bul-
letin givesn long and interesting account of
the lepers’ settlement on a peninsular of the
Islard of Molokai. The place is very cifficnlt
ot zcéess, and when & leper has ence been con-
ducted thither he never returns. The sottle-
ment was established a little more than three
years ago, and daring that time three huodred
and seventy lepers have beon cared for, of
whom eighty-four have died. Of the two hun-
dred and pighty-six remaining oases are per-
80ns rangiog mage from six to eighty years,
and the term of their affliotion varies from less
than one year to fifteen years. The husb nds
and wives of those stricken with leprosy fre-
quently hive with them and often for a long
time without contracting the disease. The
sick are generally quile cheerful, for, although
thoy are aware that their oases are hopeless,
leprosy is a painless disease and all their
senses become go benumbed that they lose the
fecling of self-loathing which one would sup-
pose they mnst have 1 their horrible condi-
tion. The correspondent deseribes the scene
in the hospital for the worat cases with almost
naureating particularity, but it is only neces-
sary toimagine the most loathsome condition
of thehuman body to understand what their
condition is. Once the lepers gave a grand
ball, which, as here desoribed, was a most
rbastly mockery of pleasure.
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At the meeting of the State Agricultural
Convention, held in April last, it was re-
solved that the various counties of the State
be recommended to form immigration sooi-
etics auxiliary to the gentral association in
Newberry. This was a highly proper re-
commendation; but we are notaware that
the different counties have dome anything
to give it effect.

The unreasoning
distrust of the Southern people which ex-
is18 on the continent of Earope, the effect
of a decade of calumny and falsebgod, will
gradually die out; but it is not wise to
chosse the rugged road when there is a
broad and even path leading to the same
goasl. We shonld direct our efforts in rela-
tion to immigration to those points where
the feeling against us is the weakeat, and
where we can obtain the industrious and
hardy men, without whom we oannot quick
ly prosper. In Bootland and Ireland and
England, for example, the prejudies is. not
nearly asstrong ag it is in Germany; and, if
we offer greater advantages than are offered
by the Northwest, we oan go into {he labor
market in those countries and obtain Just
88 many immigrants as can be obtained by
Illinois, or Minnesots, or any Western
State.

- But oan wo offer to the Bcu‘ohmln, the
Irishman and Enplishman greater advan-
tages than are offered by the Northwest ?
We think that woean. There are hundreds
of thousands of mores: of good land  in
South Oaroline which hive hardly & mar-
ket value. The femces are roiting, the
fields sre ohoking up with weeds, sorub
oaks or pines are takiug the place of the
fleecy cotton or golden corn. There is no
demand for these lands, and they oannot
be worked because we have not the labor-
ers, or, perhaps, the ready money for wages
and supplies. Land is the one thing that
we have in abundance. Labor is the only
thing that will mike our land valmable.
Land, then, of whioch we have too much,
must be made to procure labor, of which
we haye not enough. The value of land is
in proportion to the population. As popu-
lation Incresses the land rises in price, and
it is not too much to say that to-double the
white laboring population of Bouth Caro-
lina would be to.treble or quadruple the
value of the land. This will hardly be de-
nied, and the whole propositicn resolves
itself into this: Are the psople willing to
LWEive away to aotual white settlers o por-
Uon of their lands, having the certainty
that the remainder will, in & year or two,
be worth more in_sotugl money tham the
whole tract is worth now ? T e

BTRETTON. A Novei, by Henry Kingsley. New
York : Leypoldc & Holt. Charleston : Holmes®

The style of Mr. Kingsley is rugged and

rough without being strong, and we fail to
find in his spasmodio and jerky literary
method an evidence of a mervous force
which only permites itself te be unoouth and
rude. The plot of Stretton is patohy and
queer; the five heroes are a mixture of
muscalar Christian, Apollo Belvidere and
country bumpkin; and the grammar re-
minds ene ocoasionally of the famous re-
sponse—‘‘Her ain’t oalling we; us don't
“belong to she.” But one page leads
to another, and one chapter to the mext;
the lurid brightness of the Indian mutiny
follows the squalid horrors of London and
the sweets of English country life; and the
book ia worried through to learn what comes
next. It has no apparent objeot, unless it
be to show the frankness, honesty, vigor
and strength of ‘‘a team' of men who, in
spirit, are boys all their lives. In this
Mr. Kingsley has failed. The ¢‘team”
is not well in hand, and the constant mky-
larking and squabbling of these men-boya
ie anything but amusing. Stretton, never-
theless, oan be travelled through withont
any great, weariness or exoessive mental
damage.
