THINGS IN EDGEFIELD.

The Condition of the Crops —Wonderful
Effects of Fortilivers — Prospects for
Corn—Wheat gnd Oats in Good Order—
Meloms and Peaches —The Ninety~
Bix Hallroad--Church Matters in the
County.

[FROM AN OQUAFIONAL COBREEPONDENT.]

Ermwoop, EpGeriELD, B, C., July 3.—The
mercury has ranged from eighty to ninety.six
degrees in the shade for the past thirty days.
This warm wealher has worked well for cotton
and other vegetation generally. Cotton is at
least ten days earlier than this time laat Jorr,
We gonerally have, during the month of June,

the past years a cool spell of weather lasling
from tbree Lo five aays, and frequently longer,
baut the past month we had no cool weather,
having bad all in the month of May, and at one
time, Now this regular weather, of the right
temperature, has cansed cotton to grow rap-
1dly up to the present time, and to form well,
8o the cotton crop in our county at this timo
is all that we conld desire, and bids fair for a
large yield, even double what it was this
time last year, especially where fertilizers have
been used extensively. I bave seen much cot-
ton two feet high full of blooms and jorme.

The seventy-five nore field, with the ten tons
of fertilizers upan it, noted to ¥ m in my last
letter on 2d ot June, looks now a8 if it would
even make more_ it an the one hundred bales,
98 everything has been favorable. I note
another tield of one hundred and fifty acresin
cotton, lying nearthe Columbia and Auzusta
Hailroad, in that portion ot our county known
as the *Ridge,” being a hittle mixed with sand,
apd haviog had pu: upon it the present year
about fitteen tons of tertilizers, b:ds fair for one
hundred and twenty-five bales, and msy go
one hundred and fifty bules, with everything
to favor 1t for the pext nminety days. Now to
think, forty years ago, these same lands could
haye been bought for fifty cents per acre, and
the one handred and fifty acree wounld nct have
made, witbout fertilizers, fitty bales of cotton.
Now this goes to show wiat tertilizers have
done for different portions of our county, and
should speak trumpet-tongued to us to hold
on to our cheap lande a litile longer. :

Our corn crop b ds fair also for a good yield,
bat within tbe past month corn has been
somewhat neglected in the quantity of work 1t
should have bad, as tho last rige in cotton has
mostly caused this neglect in giving the extra
time to cotton; and what astonishes me, it still
continues to advance; but I suppose the chect
will come, at least by the 20th of August
:tnext, a8 new cotton will be in market by that

1me.

L'he grain crop has been housed in excellent
order, and wili prove a larfn yield of both
wheat and oate, but not much of the former
has been prepared ss yet for market, a8 the
labor in the farm could not be spared tor the
thrashing of grain, only 1n small quantities for
immediate use. But Luis month of hard lapor
will give the laborer a respite, and with it hme
to attend to minor business,

The fruit and watermelon season is just
openiog with us. The peach crop will be
very small in the upper portiou of the county,
but in the sandy Portlun there will ba a good
supply. Apples will he more abnndant.

ur great watermelon »rower, 8a .nuel Marsh,
notable 1n the history of Edgefield’ for the past
thirty years, as being one of the bpeat melon-
growers in the county, has, the present year,
concluded to divide his ciop, putting half in
cotton and balf in melons. thinking that it
would pay as well. Mr., Marsh has taken the
premium for his ine melons for a number of
Yyears past in this county.

THE LIVE STOCK QUESTION.

Our Frospscts for Meat—The Destruc=
tion of Cattie and Hogs by Negroes—
A Berioums Maitter for the Considerntion
of our People.

[FROM AN OCCABIONAL CORRESPONDEXT. |
FAIRMOURT PLANTATION, BARNWELL Counry,
July 7.— Che numerous correspondents of your
admirably conduoted journal keep you so well
informed as to the condition and prospect ot
the cropa of corn and cotton, I shall say but
little about them. They look very well here

at present and promise a fair yield, provided
the seasuns continue to hold out, and if we
can prevent the negroes from stealing cotton
88 much as they did laat yeir—Afrst by bas-
ketfulls and then Ly whole bales—we ghall
be able, perhaps, to gather a reasonable
amouut, according to the number of acves
planted. It is too early, however, to prediot
much with regard to cotton, 1t being lable to
80 many contingencies between now and frost.

The cattle and hog crops deserve, I think,

more notice than they receive, and I wish to
ireot particular attention to the subject of

gtockbkull.ing-the destruction of cattle and
ogs by negroes. ~

It m{mu kmownn that bafore the war, when
the negroes were under guardianship and con-
trol, cattle and hoge were raised in abundance
in Bouth Carolina, and no plantor or farmer
who managed properly, except in a few looali-
ties, ever bad to buy beef, mutton or bacon;
and from the section of country where 1 reside,
tbhe surplius of cattile raised was gent in droves
to the Charleston market. But since treodom
has given the negroes better opportunities for
stealing and rratifying thejr animal propensi-
ties, 1t 18 impossinis, except in a few neighbor-
hoods, to raise even a tithe of what is necded
for home consumption. It the predatory hab-
ita o1 the negroes did not keep consiantly re-
ducing the stg;:k. their natural increase, in this
section, would in the counrse of a fow vears be
sufficient Lo supply the whole ‘Btaies- the price
of beet and pork would go down so low that
any freedman, with ordinary indusiry, wculd
be able, with a piitance of his wages, to buy at
the markets of the towne and villages all that
he would require. But the mass ot that peo-
pie have not foresast enough to take that view
of the matter, nor will they deny ihemselves
even if they did; for with them the present is
everything, and they will kill the last cow or
hog to gratify their appetite, and that, too,
with the most unmercitul and remorseless dia-
regard of the right of meum and fuum; taking
the last cow of the poor, unoffending widow,
who depends apon the last of her stock for the
soanty allowance of milk which she
ber little ones,

THE TEMPER AND PURPOSES OF THE PEOPLE,

Spirit of the Country Pross.

The following extiacts from articles inthe
State papers on the subject of taxation justify
the anger of our people, while they shiver to
pieces the chief statements made by Governor
Beott in his st long letter.

FAIGFIELD ADVISES RESISTANCE.

The Winasboro® News advises the poople “to
pay only such o portion of the tar as the
real value of the properly calls for, and carry
the question to the courts.” It says further:

There is not even the appearancs of justice
in the present mapner of assessipg the value
of property. The Board of Equalization can
tax just as they see fit, if they oan exercise any
such puwer, as they have presumed to fdo in
Orangeburg, a8 raising the assessment 800 per
cent. Under that decision the house of a gen-
tleman returned by him at $8000, and surely
that is & high value, will have to pay a tax on
$32,000. In Fairflold, land for which the owuners
have been anxious to get $4 au scre, has besn
asseased by the County Auditor at $6, to which
b0 per cent., or $3, has been added by the Btate
Board of Equalization, making '$9 per acre in
all, Xs this justice ? Another tract of land
belenging to the estate of N. Wirick, was re-
turned at $100, at which price it had been sold,
and which those who are acqusinted with the
naked old field say 18 mjre than its real value,
bas been assers-d at $300.
