LowpoN, July 35.—In the House of Cem-
mous, this evening, the Irish Church bill, as
amended in the Flouse of lLords, came up for
consideration. There wes a full attendanca of
members. and the zallerics were crowded with
spectators. ¢ ;

Mr. Gladstene, on rising, was .greeted with
loud cheers by the Liberals, and with derisive
shouts from the Tory beaches, He waid, with
respecl to the amendments which had been
made to the bill, that the Government pro-
vosed to restore the preamble and the date ef
disestablishment ae they appeared in the crig-
inal bill; they would agree to the amendmer ts
relating to curates’ annuities and to the pro-
tection of annaitants, with some modifications;
but all other.amendments they should eppose,
with tbe single exception of the grant of half
& million pounds in lien of private .benefac-
tions mnde before 1660. :

Mr. Disraeli followed. He sgid that although
tho abstraet principles of the bill kad bsen re-
peatedly dieemased, there bad been little dis-
cussion on the details of ite provisions.” He
hoped that the.amendments wade in the House
of Lords wounlil.receive the calm considezation
of the Commons.

_Mr. Gladstone then movsl that the iHeunss
disagree to the preamble s amended.

Bir Bomadell Palmer said, although nota
_supporter of conoarrent endowmenty he con-
gidéred that, under the oircumstances, the
granis for reeidences to clergy of the great ma-
jonity could mot be refused- out of that fund
which, contrary to his ideas, they had declared
was wrongfully taken from the great majority
and used for the religious purposes of the
minority. Unless some proposal of this kind
waa agreed to, they would never establish re-
ligious equality or satisfy the expectations of
the Irish. They should not allow their anti.
Oatholic prejudices to refuse thie small boon to
the great majority. f b

The, House then divided, and the smend..
ment of the House of Lords with respect to
endowments was disagreed to by a vots of 846
against 222; the majority for the government,

The amendment in regard to the appropria-
tion of the surplus fands was also digdgreed to
by & vote of 246 againet; 164.

Mr. Gladstone then moved the restoration
of ihe ornginal date, namely, the ‘1st day of
January, 1871, for the dissclution of the legis-
lative union between th.e Churches of England
and Ireland, and after some discusseion the date
was restored withont a divigion.

The House then adjourned.

Loxoon, July 16.—In the House of Com-
mons, to-night, the consideration of the Irish
Ohurch bill was continued.

Mr, Gladstone approved of the amendment
granting half a million of ponrds for private
endowments made prior to 1660, but moved to
dispgree to the provision continoing the Ulster
grants. :

Mr. Disraeli thought a olear nndergtanding
ought to be armv d at. If the policy ofthe
government, had for ite object religions equali-
ty, it dould not ba obtained by humiliating the
Irish Church, and leaving it to compete with
the mosdt apcient hierarchy in Christendom.

The protest further
states that the passage of the bill was a violent
stretch of the'power of Parliament, which de-
etroys .confidence in all property, and espe.

The protest sets forth the impossibility of
putting the disestzblished and digendowed
"Church on the footing and organization of the
Catholice, and that this grievance caused the
alienation of Irieb Protestants from the loyal

Several letters of inquiry baviog been ad-
dressed ¢ this office in reference to the pur-
chaso of lands at bankrupts’ sales, I would ask
the favor of publishing in your journsl, tor the
mformation of all concerned, my reply.

It is not my intention to make ‘puréhases st
bankrupt saies for two reasons, viz: First,
the wite’'s dower is a cloud upon the title.
Second, the primary object of the Land Com-
miseion is not to take advantage of the imme-
diate neceesitiea and uofortunate situation of
the people by competing at public gales for
any person’s homestead. On the contraryy I
[wm glad to see that the friends of bankrupts
generally throughout the 8tate have generons-
ly come forward aod contributed either small
or large sums, accordieg te their means, to
save the family homeatead, thereby encourag-
ing and giving the bankrupt one more oppor-
tunity to retrieve his fortames, remain a citi-
zon of the State, and continue to asest in Lhe
development of its resomrces. Bome of the
noblest, most enterprising and useful men of
this or of any o' her Btate have become’ bank-
rupts in their time. 'Fhe moat valuable and
estimable citizens are lhable to misfortudes,
and I cousider that the Btate that ya¥es her
true interest onn never consent to be & rival for
their destruction and final overtbfow. The
policy of the Land Commission is not to de-
populate the Btate, but to use every stimulant
withiu it power and province to build it up
aud incresse its working force for ite falleat

development. This office worke on the side of
the people.
