New machinery was ordered
from New York, and machinists were ported
with it. The manufactory buildings angd all
the outbuildings were enlarged and improved.
An elegant mansion was constrncted for
Mr. Fowler's use. The grounds were taste-
fully laid out, ornamenied with trees,
plants and flowers. The natives, instead
of karboring jealously at his enterprise,
induslry and taste, on the contrary made h'm
their oxemplar. The charges which have
been wronghtin Tepico through' tho civilizod
and humane influence of Mr. Fowler are
wonderful to contpmplate, and moro, he has
secured.the regards nnd respect of Lozada,
tho Indian monarch and his powerful people
for the United Btates and its citizens, He on-
courages Lozada toresist the encronchments of
the General Government. In another year,
Isnac V. Fowler will say good-bye to his Tepis
friends, to Lozada, all of the fimed and once
infamous district, and return to New York
e ty. i
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Monufactures at the South.

People everywhere are beginning to open
their eyes to the marvellous advantages
which this Southern land of ours possesses
as & manufacturing region. The coatrast
between the doleful talk of the New Eng-
land mill-owners and the cheerful reports
from the ootton factories of Bouth Carolina,
Georgia and. other Southern States, is too
marked to long esoape the attention of the
keen sighted oapitalists of the North. A
Magsachusetts msnufacturer has recemtly
declared that it oest. a4 least sixteen cents
to manufacture fabrics which ;wounld not
bring in market more than fifteen cents per
yard. Whether tkis be true or not, certain
it is that either because of real loss, or in
order to seonie a high protecfive tariff on
foreign goods, the whole Yankee manufac-
turing interest is just now making particu-
larly wry. faces. Formerly, as is well
known, the profits of cotton manufacture
were very great, and it may now be that
the complaint is owing rather to a reduo-
tion of these large dividends than to the
alleged total deprivation of profits. In any
event, however, itis gratifying to know that
the depression, real or affested, whioh pre-
vails in New Eagland, is not felt in any de-
gree by our own mills, and. that even re-
cently established collon fagtories in the
colton producing region are paying quar-
terly dividends of five per cent. upon initial
experiments. New England manufacturers
must look to i, or their ocoupation will

soon be zone, They must choose between
contenting themselves with amaller profits,

transferring their mills Southward, or turn-
ing their capital into other avenues. In a
few years the people of the entire South
will be supplied with cotton fabrics manu-
factured ,where the cotton is grown, and
possibly Southern mills may find a large
market also in the North for their goods.
In the face of the united opposition of the
great West, and of a South steadily and
surely inoreasing in wealth and power, the
‘!industrisl kings’” Down East cannot hope
much longer to bolster up by speoial legis-
lation, at the expense of consumers, the
pleasant monopoly which has so long kept
them sleek and fat.
