It appears",'th IT--i oro, that the u most doliv
ery that onr supply admits of is 14 000 bales
per week, whim tor the same period last year
it was 21.000 bale*; against tbie it may be said
that the trade bold perhaps 30 000 bales of
American cotton in stock; but on the other
hand they have a far smal er supply of Bu zil
to dsBW from-tho stock being 56 000 bales,
Against 129,000 bales but year, lt mu t not
be forgotten, however, that the price of Ameri¬
can cotton is fully 2d. per pound above the
avertige price in the autumn of last year, and it
remains to be seen whether tbia. will bring a
sufficient etriogent action to hear upon con¬
somption.
The position of Surat cotton we consider aa

relatively not so strong as American; there will
be also a serious deficiency in it, but the pro¬
portionate contraction of consumption will not
need to oe nearly so great as in long stapled
cotton. We moline, therefore, to think that
the present difference ot price between Ameri¬
can and Surat cotton will increase as the sea-
eon advanoes.
With regari to the growing American crop,

we are happy to report favorably. The weather
has. been good Abe past two months, and has
nearly' repaired the injury done by a cold and
backward spring; still the crop is later than the
last one, and has yet to pass through a critical
time; so that it is quite premature to hazard
estimates of yield. The area planted is be¬
lieved to be hvrsrer than last year, bat the labor
available no greater; there has been, however,
an abundant use of fertilizers, which may in¬
crease tbe product, even where the labor em¬
ployed is no greater-
However the cotton question is viewed, the

prospects in tbe immediate future are melan¬
choly for the consumer, and it cannot be doubt¬
ed that during the coming wmt er, if not before
then, a vast amount of machinery must be
stopped m Lancashire. We therefore turn
with pleasure to a more pleasant subject, viz :
the efforts now being made to introduce Chi¬
nese labor into the Southern Stktea, as bearing
upon the future production of cotton. For
several years there has been a laree Chinese
immigration into California, where from 50,000to 100,000 of that lace are now settled, and
they have proved themselves suoh excellent
laborers SH to have dtanlo'wl the native Ameri-
oans from several branches of mduatry. timco
tho opening of the Pacific Railway several hun¬
dred of those people have foun 1 their way into
she South, where tbe planters are eager to re¬
ceive them, and now contracts are being made
for the transportation of considerable numbers-
There seema little doubt "hat the stream of
immigration will steadily flow on, and before
many years are over supply the South with a
Jarse accession of valuable labor. We do not
suppose that this new element can affect per¬
ceptibly the crop just growing, but before
many years are over we hope and believe- thai
great results will be obtained.
Without such labor we would have little

hope'for the Sooth increasing its crops of cot¬
ton materially, for the negro race te. believed
to be diminishing, and will not bc induced to
.norh laboriously even, with » high rate of wa¬
ses. The oniôàman, oh Ul« other hand, is
fond ol' money and wUhnfe t» ?fonnard-to'ac-
nuireit, and we believe his 1*00? v7ill ulti-
^raately be found moró eôrviceablo than that of
the negro. . , ,,Thin is the solitary ray of hops that now
shows itself on the dark horno*; we trust it
will be tbe harbin er of a brighter day for this
harrassed and suffering irsjîa
