They hound .on their eatellites, and theae
drag with them'a body of oolored men who
would always be quiet and orderly were
they free from the: persussions and threats
of the knaves who stand in authority over
them. The danger of a collision between
the whiles and blacks grows out of the pas
sienate hate of less than s soore of vieions
negroes and vagabond white men. -What
they desire and what they intend may be
learned from the leading artisle, headed
“Spoiling for a Riot,” of the Missiomary
Record, of Baturday. This ariicle is print.
ed in full in another column. It is the
work of R H. Cain, ablask man, the editor
of the Record, pastor for & long time of the
largest colored congregation:in' the oity,
«nd still a Btate senator from Charleston.

This article is nothing less than an art-
fil appeal to the passions and prejudices of
the oolored people, It tells them that they
are a pesoetul and law-sbiding clags, but it
reminda thers Lhat *thero is not & drop of
coward’s blood in the velis of the Soutb
Caralina negro.”
