JU UHIED AJJIVB.

Shoe aclu g Affair ist ConrorrT, W.H.-A Mari

A terrible* accident occurred at Concord, N.
E., on Friday last, the facta of which wero as

follows:
George A. Dow, of the firm of Dow, Ken¬

nedy &. Co., well known master masons, was
engaged with two or more men in digging a
well on the premises of Colonel George H.
Hutchins, on Merrjujaao-stieet. Up to noon
every thing had gone oh woil. The workmen
had reached a depth of about thirty-eight feet
Aa far SB the abaft descended .the plank curb¬
ing wea pnt in by air. Dow in pei sou. His
wife asked him in the morning if be did not
conaider it a' dangerous undertaking. He an¬
swered "Yes, somewhat, bat I havo no fears,
for I aboil build all the eui bing myself."
At the time of the accident, wbioh occurred

abont quarter-past 8 o'clock, Mr. Dow was at
tbe bottom of tbe well at work npon the curb¬
ing. Hia assistants were at the top letting
donn lamber ' abd too «. As tbe' clock struck
three he sang ont pleasantly to the Tuen above :
''Throe o clock, and all's well; weare golfing
along nicely." These were the last words be
was beard to speak. Boon after wards there
vf&a a rambling in the bottom of the well and
tho men looked down and eaw that tbe bottom
waa ono confused mass of broken curbing and
carib. As tbe rumbling sound commenced
they heard Mr. Dew's voice, bat could not dis¬
tinguish bis words.
Tho alarm was at once given, and hundreds

rushed to the spot. Mr. Lyman lt. Fellows,
with bis gang of men. who were engaged ou
the sewerage work on Main-street,were prompt¬
ly on' the spot, and Mr. Follows directed af¬
fairs Until the snivel of Captain A. B. Holt,
who assumed tho obsrgo atibo request of iii!
present. At first it was attempted lo lower a
man with a backet end windlass to commence
exhuming at Ibo bottom. A Mr. Patch was
tho first to get into the- bucket ; but ho bad
not been more than half way let down when
another caving began, and It was found that
his lito was not s afb in the well.
Patt of the crowd then commenced digging

sway the surface of the groand noir the top or
tbe well, and. others began tho constiuotion ot
new curbing, to be let down inside of tbat
which remained whole. Tbe work was prose¬
cuted witb-all tho i api di te and earnestness
that hundreds of Btrong men Irom all classes
of society woro capable nf exhibiting. At five
o'clock the first piece of new onrbiDg, fifteen
feet in length, WAS successfully let down.
Other pieces were got in with cou si dei able dif¬
ficulty. At about three o'clock thia morning,
arter neatly twelve' hours unremitting ana
dangerous labor, ibo body of Mr. Dow. was
discovered At tbs dopth of sum» thirty-fvUr
feet. Ho was in an upright position and
lifeless. The question then arose ss to how
tho remains could be extricated. The men
had reached the bottom of the lowest sec¬
tion of curbing, and as each piece excepting
tho first two .had to bo smaller than tho one
preceding, lt was* evident that still another
section would have to bo mach more cont reel¬
ed. The work was then pronounced very dan¬
gerous by engineers, wno' said that another
caving.w..j ¡ikely.to occur at tbat .timo, and
vhich would inevitably corry death to ali. in
tho shaft. Still, brave men. whoso heroic
deeds will long be remembered, came forward
and calmly volunteered to go to tba bottom
and relievo thoso there *»bose herculean labors
bad almost exhausted them. Alarge orowd of
people were still eol'eoted, representing all
classes of citizens. Ladies were present dis¬
pensing coffee and refreshments. A rope was
placed at a suitable distan co from the well to
keep back tbe eager crowd, whoso pressure
upon tho oarth was likely to induce, another
caving. Just outside of the rope ai cod rellofs
ot strong men-ten times de, many as could
possibly bo wanted under any ciroumstancea-
all anxious to Join in the worlft'tJ T ÍU\¿¿S'
Tho yiotnity of the weU wa5f^lteinUrtlgbt.ed up with lamps, while lanterns were thicklybung in tho trees near sky.' in id! directions

tho houses were lighted, showing tbat tho peo¬
ple could not sleep ander tho excitement of
the occasion. All night long heavy teams were
rattling to and from tho spot, carrying away
«ravel ana bringing book lamber, and toole,
be scooe was a sad and painful one, whose

impression will not soon be forgotten. The
next step towards recovering tho body was to
construct another KO J ti on of curbing, which
coold be only two feet square. This was lot to
the bottom, directly over tho. remains, so as
io endoso thom as ft settled. Iben commenc¬
ed the toilsome and difficult labor of roraoving
the earth from the body. Only one man At a
time could work inside of the curbing, tod the
dirt had to be removed with a trowel, H waa
?ix o'clock this morning before tho rem nins
could be drawn up. The bead was pressed
against one side of, the weal* and death by
suffocation and compression must have been
sudden. One hand was placed on the inp of
the head end A hammer wa* grasped in the
other. Physicians wore on tbs spot, who were
unanimous in pronouncing life to be extinct.
