SOLUTION OP THE PROBLEM OP
TrJE AGE.

rVky TLmdpy Byro» Separated Arena
ber Hatband.

ftse latest sensation in the literary world is
the publication of an article in which Harriet
Beecher Stowe tells anew the story of the

separation of Lord Byron from his wife, «nd
charges him with a crime almost loo monstrous
to name. The article will doubtless sell well,
and we believe it to be as true in its description
of the causis of the Byron scandal. as Uncle

Tom's Cabin was in its description ot Southern

life and manners. Mrs. Stowe, it must be said,
professea that she bad her informaticn from

Lady Byron.
The New ïork Tribune, of Wednesday, pub¬

lishes tbe essential portions of Mrs. Stowe's
article, lt says :

Interesting and graphic as in the recital, the
ne» facta positively established are not so

man; as might have been expected. That
Lord Byron waa a libertine all tho world knows.
That the worst any «ne could say of Lady
Byron was that she was faultily faultless ber
husband was the first to aamit. The present
story cannot, therefore, add anything to tho

general appreciation ofLady Byron'scharacter,
nor can it do more than add one, albeit tho
foulest shade of darkness, to a character which
the woild haB already accepted as very black.
Mrs. 8towe now sets forth that the separa¬

tion between the poet and his wife was n >t due

to his brutal treatment,, beginning, as she

herself tells us, at the very church doors, when

he exclaimed, "Madam, you will find you have

married a devil," and continuing all the \eare

of their wedded life, but to Lady Byron's dis¬
covery of an incestuous intrigue between her
husband ead bis own sister (his half-sister
really.) which began before their marriage,
and continued under her roof. This horrible
statement rests simply on Lady Byron's asser¬

tion that she hod discovered evidence of it,
although Mrs. Stowe adds that it is now well
known lu England, and leaves it to be inferred
that the guilty sister had herself made con¬
fessions to the aggrieved wife.
It remains to cay that Lady Byron's reason

for making so frightful a revelation against
her dead husband was a belief, urged by her
frieLds, that it was necessary to exhibit his
true character to check the'popular and per¬
nicious li/fluence jr bia writings; and that Mrs.
Stowe's reason for now bringing the whole
matter belora the world, ia a desire, aiuce the
publication of the Countess Guiociob's Mer
moira, to vindicate the memory cf the wife
against the slanders of the mistress. Besting,
ss the revelation doss, on the statement efl
Lady Byron twMrs. Stowe, without any men¬

tion of particular», or productiou of corrobora-
tory proof it is quito possible that the world
may be disposed as readily to believe that
Lady Byron might have been deceived a» that
her depraved and licentious hu>biod was a

monster. Both on thia point and on the pro-

Êrieiy of tho publication in any even', wo are

kely to have an abundance ot discussion in
literary circles.
According to Mrs, Stowe's statement, it was

at Lord Baron's own command that the sepa¬
ration took' place, Lady Byron implicitly o .ey-

lng him, deeming: him mad. She asserts also
that a child was "ojrn under the circomslances
alleged to have existed, which fortunately died
young, and soon afterwards thc sister passed
away, yielding np her latest breatn in Lady
Byron's arms. Such are. (he statements em¬

bodied in Mrs. Stowe's apologia for Lady
Byron. This is tho fearful mystery which is to

explain her apparent coldness and her unbro¬
ken silence towards the man she had loved so

dearly, and whose tender farewell, iu imper¬
ishable verse, had drawn te irs from tho cyni-

patbizing maidens of Eogiand und America.
It may be doubted, however, whether, in the
looseand-unmetnodioal waym which the s'ate-
ments have bee 1 sot forth, they will compelí
belief, or whether, supposing them to bo irre¬

futable, it was necessary for Lidy Byron's
fame that they should be brought to light.
Several journals have commented upon the

publication, and generally with great incredu¬
lity and a positive e eviction of tho .impolicy
and úselesiness of the accomplishment ol Mrs.
Stowe's indelicate task at this late day. The
New Tork Post says:
Manifestly it seems strange, uot to say un¬

accountable, that Loid Byron, uoowmg his
wife to be io possession ot tms damning Be¬

eret, should have driven ber from his pres¬
ence, wbiob wus m all probability the surest
means of bringing about its disclosure. We
are ako without any ii.format.oj as to the
means by which Lady Byron herself carno to
know it-, and can only infor thu it was sus¬

pected mere!y during their mimed life, and
not positivelyknown by her till the sister, dy¬
ing, confessed it. We say this is inference,
and no more. Tho most unaccountable pjrt
of all, however, is that with the iercs, foll light
of contemporary criticism poured upon Lord
Byron's whoas career, so that every fact and
circumstance of his domestio life was known
to all tue world, the child living four years
under Lady Byrons char .o aud nurture, no

whisper of this dark secret should ever have
roached society. No mystery of our times is
more remarkable than ibis.
For the vindication of historic truth, this last

publica (ion may be judicious and profitable,
bat Lady Byron's reputation had better been
left ns it-was. Gniocroli's ridiculous apotheosis
of the erring nobleman, when she loved not
wisely bm too well, has utterly failed to change
one line of the verdict of posterity upon bis
character and his rano. In like manner her at¬
tacks upon Lady Byron have not induced any
wed-disoiplinoi mind to doa ot that she was
more sinned against than sinning.
The New York 1 imos has a criticism of Mre.

Stowe's article, in whiob it says :

Every detail of her story is contradicted by
the circumstances attending tho separation of
Lord and Lady Byron. She is wrung in her
quotations, wrong in her dates, wrong in the
account which she Rives of the mode in which
Lady Byron quitted her husband's roof. She
speaks of Lady Byron as having lived two
years with ber husband. The troth is that
they were married on the SI of January, 1815,
and oa the 15th of the following January they
were separated. She states that Lord Byron
wrote a note to his wife, ordering her to leave
him. "He could not and would not," says
sirs. Stowe, "have her about .bim, and when
her child was only five weeks old he carried
this threat of expulsion into effect." This is

quite contrary to the actual facts. The child
was bora oh the 10th ot December. Lady
Byron went to her father's house at Kirkby
Mallory In the ensuing month, lor the benefit
of her health. She wrote a letter from thence
to her husband, which haB'always been')
Seemed a strong presumptive proof that Lord
Byron was guilty of no gross offence to ard
her; Leigh Hunt, Captain Med win and Tom
Mooro read thia lefter,. .A writer in a recent
number of Blackwood's Magazine rec Vila their
^alimony with rogaróHo it. Leigh Hunt says
that it "waa written in a spirit of good humor,
md even fondness, which, though- oontaiaing
lothing bat what a wife ought' to write, and is
the betf r for writing, was, 1 thought, almost
too good to show." Moore describes it as "m 1
)f playfulness and affection." Captain Med¬
lin states that it begun "Dear Dock." A few
lays afterward Lord Byron received another
letter from his wife's motlier, inviting him to
Sirby Mallory. The very next let tor be rec e iv-
3d was one from ber father, informing him
:hat Lady Byron had left bim forever. Let it
ie remembered that Lady Byron parted from
1er husband on good terms, that she wrote to
nm in a very affectionate manner, and that
vi tn out seeing bim again she soddenly cast
lim off. These are facts which have never
wen disputed.
