Tho Tiger and his Victims—llow  his
Claws nre Cant—An Inshile View of n
Famous Saloon

Tho epecial: eirrespondent of Lho Boston
Post sonda that papor the following giaphie
description of play and playera at Baratogn:

BaraTood Brnixas, August 16, —There is one
loalure of hife at the Bprings which excites the
horrified reprobation of the oulwuardly moral,
wenrs o gurb of mysterious Mecination in the
thonghts of the innocent, and 18 yet 8o open
and devoid of those gorgoons and ghastly obar-
aoleristics with which romancers bave invest-
ed it, n8 lo rank with {lio legitimateattractions
of tfn_e place, Saratoga in Pm-cmmunus n
money: spending rlnce. The facilities for dis-
puaséesing onesclf of filthy luere are perbapa
a8 greal hore ns anjwhere on the coniinent,
with’ the oxception of Waehinglon during a
session. of Coogrees and Wall-street all .the
year round.

loog stay, But for those who do not dlecover

being carried on in striclly commercial style,
withont place for sentiment or nonsenae.
