ilORDER AIT WHITAKER'S STATION.

a nut tuü -Tüiúóh Nows wo glean Iho follow¬
ing particulars of a moat diabolical murder at
Whitaker's Station, North Carolina, on the
Wilmington and Weldon Railroad, Tuesday:
On the 18th instant, one Albert Stratfoot, a

negro magistrate, visited Whitaker's, and while
there insulted George Griffin, a white man,
some twenty-abur years of age. deputy agent
at the depot, as well aa clerk in the store of J.
H. Cutchin. H trat foot boasted of tho black
man's snpremaoy, and personally insulted Mr.
Griffin, whereupon the latter summarily pat
the negro out of his office.

Btratfoot reported the affair to another negro
magistrate-one Matthew Allen-who issued
an order for the arrest of Griffin, the said or¬
der being placed in ihe hands of two negro
constables specially deputised, named John
Bimmens and Thomas Wioman, aaid order
reading that tho writ to be'returned to Mat¬
thew Allen on the morning of the Oath instant
at 9 o'clock, with 6r withont the body of Geo.
Griffin.

,
Hr. Griffin bad received an intimation

that the case had been repotted, but on Mon¬
day night he learned that one or more negroes
were in tho vicinity prepared to -take bis lifo.
On Tuesday morning, about 7 o'clock, be was
standing in the counting-room of his store,
VTbon tho two negroes in ques lon, accom¬
panied by two others, entered and pre non ted
bim with the order. Mr. Griffin remonstrated
against bis arrest, declaring the monnor infor¬
mal, and told the negroes that ii they would
Bend for .Mr. John Cherroy, deputy sheriff for
tho county, and who resided only a few miles
distant, he would accompany them.
'At this juncture one of the negroes seized a
pistol belonging to Mr. Griffin, wheo tho latter
turnea and confronted him, when tho negro
deliberately shot the unfortunate map, tho
ball entering jost below tho heart. Mr. Griffin
kt onoe started towards tho re a ldc nea of Mr.
Cutchin, Bomo twenty steps distant, and while

going there three other shots were tired at him,
iking effect io bis back. Ho met Min. Cutchin

at the door, remarked that he was killed and
fell upon tbe floor and immediately expired.The negroes who bad committed the aol
took all tho anns they could find ta tbe storo
and immediately left. Information was con¬
veyed to the proper authorities at Tarboro',and a searobr Is boina institutéd for tboso Who
committed the aot, though wo learn when last
coon some dozen of thom were together troll

A ehoi ; a cry; general commotion.
On Bunduy, August 8, iu tbe prosonco of a

numerouscongregatlou, thiBsacrilegious Bcono
was onactod in tho Cathedral Church of lier-
lin. The Bov. H. Hoinrici was standing before
tho altar reciting tho Belief, when a young
man, rising ftom a front seat and interrupt¬
ing tho clergyman, gavo him the lie, and at
ouco'disoharged a pistol at bis breast. The
i,ext moment he nasin tho bands of the Bex-
ton, and quietly suffered himself to be led away
to the vestry. A portion of tbe congregation,
seated at a distance, having only beard the ro-

port and soon the curling smoke, without any
di finite motion nf what was going on, imme¬
diately bogan to movo toward tho door, mid
created cousiderablotumult;butthoso near the
altar, who had huon witnesses of tho daring
attempt, iotuiiicd their seats. In preserving
tbeir composure they but imitated the uoblo
example of (lie olcrgyman whose lifo bad just
boon placed in such Jeopardy.
Tho Bev. H. H ein ri ct was unhurt; nor bad

the moral firmness of the mau whose body tho
ball had missed been shaken. No sooner had
tho trying interlude, tho details of which Boom
to bave beon obs rved with terrible distinct¬
ness by thoso near, oomo to an end, than tho
intended victim calmly resumed reading tho
Creed, nud with redoubled fervor proclaimed
that belief the uitorauco of which had imper¬
illed bia life. After thia thc services nero :on-
tinucd in accordance with tho prescribed ritu¬
al. Tho Bev. H. Hoinrici loft tho altar, when
the Bey. Dr. Kogel ascended the pulpit and
preached a sermon, in which ho introduced a
piâsago expressive of his thanks to God for
tho miraculous escapo of his clerical brother.
Quiet bad boon spoedily res to iud, and the
greater portion of tho congregation, agitated
ns they were by tho moat poworlul emoliors,
left tbo church only arter tbe final benediction.
ID thomotntime tho criminal had been con¬

ducted by a policeman to the nearest station
and examined by a superior officer. To all lh<*
questrota put to bim he roplied w:th the ut¬
most frankness and compcBuxe. He said :
"My name ia Blland. I am nineteen

of age, a Protestant, and the Bon of a
blacksmith in tho village of La ik,' County of
Lower Barnum, a few miles from Berlin. My
parent H sent ruo to a grammar-school, wishing
me to beoome a candidato for the ministry in
tho Established Church. But my eyes wore
soon opened to tho cieed I was expected some

day to teach, and my dislike was increased to
disgust when I perceived that many of those
professing to believe it were liars at heart. 1
refused to pursue a career which had become
so hateful to me, and resisted all attempts ot
my parents to fotce me lo pereovoro."Eventually, 1 saw myself I ft by them to my
own devices, and began to study art-the
dramatic art, I mean. I wished to become an
actor, and to preach to tbo public in my own
way, bnt tbe religious mendacity rampant
around mo gave me no rest. Bomo I saw ut¬
tering deliberate untruths, while others, know¬
ing thom to be such, listened with contemptu¬
ous indifference. Gradually I taught myself
that some striking deed was indispensable lo
rouse tho public mind from its apathy an d chase
away the mists of superstition.

"Ï, therefore, determine*! to seize tho first
favorable opportunity that offered for shooting
a clergyman whilo tn ihn act of uttering his
accursed perjuries. I baye done it. I have
myself en Ht tho ball and done my best to render
tho shot fatal. I om sound in body and mind,and scorn tho Buggestiou that I have acted
under the disturbing influence ot temporaryinsanity. I perfectly kuew what 1 waB about,
and am convinced there aro many able to com¬
prehend the disinterestedness of my purpose,though thoy may, perhaps, not appro vu the
method chosen to compass it. My design was
to shoot Mr. Heinrici, and I was'prepatcd to
pay the penalty of the deed."
Much in substance waa the étalement of the

reckless. miBgnided young man. Inquiries
seem fully to confirm his words. His having
missed at a distance of three paces al first
Save iiso to the surmise that ho had tired wit'>
lank carlridg«; lint it in.ouly too truo that

there was a ball tn the barro). Tho cnn rsc ot
tbe ball bas boen exactly traced. Passing with¬
in an inch of the clergyman's head, it penetrat¬
ed the open balustrade of tho gallery in which
the Durn Chor-celebrated for IIB vocal per-
formanoea-waa stationed, and grazed the
check of one ot ibo choristers, a boy of twelve.
The little fellow, although bis check instautly
bogan to swell, did not leave Uro church, but
sang bis all.ittou part to tho end. Tho Prlnco
Adalbert, the only member of tho Boyal family
present, when tho service was over hastened
to express his sympathy to tho olcrgyman and
tho littlo chorister boy. <

THE GREATFIRE INBALTIMORE.

The Baltimore-Bun, of Thursday, gives tho
following account ot a fire which bioko out in
bat city on Wednoaday:
About ll o'rloek yestorctay morning a fire

broke ont tn the oakum factory of Messrs. B.
B. Hanna A Co., on,the north side of Thames-
street, between Ann and Wolf, which Boon
spread to the surrounding property, involving
a loss much heavier Ihau bas been occasioned
by fire tn this oily for mam years. Tho oakum
factory was ofbiiok two stories high, and was
entirely consumed. From it the flames spread
wilb great rapidity tu tho lumber yard ot John
W. Randolph, adjoining, on the corner of Wolf
and Lancaster streets, the Urge amount of lum¬
ber in which was entirely destroyed. Fanned by
a moderate wind,the flamee soon communicated
to the buildings in .the neighborhood, and m
a brief space of time nearly every house in the
blook bouuobti by Thames, Wolf, Lancaster
and Ann utrcets was on fire. With the excep¬
tion of two tho houses wcro all small, with
shingle roofs, which had been dried almost to
tho condition of tinder by tho late exoeseivo
heat. The houses were mostly occupied by
Germane, th ffo being in some of them several
families, and none, perbaps^without two or
three. Among tho property destroyed was the
extensive machine shops or Messrs. E. H. Fra¬
sier A Co., on 'i hames street, with all their
valuable contents, including six uew steam en¬
gines ready for delivery. Messrs. Hill & Bist
had an iron foundry on the same premises which
was considerably damaged. The paint and oil
store of Mr. John sYolch, and the ship joiner es-
lishraent of Mr. Charles Morris, also on
Thanics-streot. woro entirely destroyed. The
Copenhagen HonsT, on Thames-street., near
Ann, suffered greatly. It was occupied by Mr.
Peter Schmidt, who lost most of his furniture
and stock, or had it BO greatly damaged aa to
be mostly unavailable. The dwellings of Her¬
mann Vanderborat and Henry HouUman, on
Thames-street, were nearly entirely destroyed.
Dwellings Nos. 282, 284, 286, 288 and 290. on
Aroh-Btreet. were entirely burnt out. Tbe fire¬
men bad' only arrtVod op tho gitiuiifl aller the
breaking out of tbe fire, and worked energeti
cally, devoting themselves -to deluging the
houses with water, and in tbis manner many
poor families necessarily had. their furniture
much injured boforo it could be removed.
At 1:30 o'clock a nam ber offiremen stationed

on Lancaster-street, in the rear- of Bandoph'slumber yard, and wno badbeen dir coting their
energies to saving a row of framo houses and a
email Methodist Churab, known as the Ran¬
dolph Chapel, were driven from tbeir positions
by tho angry sheet of flame, wbloh, sweeping
across ibo street, quickly enveloped the bull¬
ing. A fow minutos later the roofs of six two-
story and attie dwellings on tbe northwest
corner of Lancaster and Wolf streets were
wrappod in flames, but by tho efforts ottho
firemen only tho corner bouso waa destroyed,
tho other h o usos burning no lower than the
attics. Tbe efforts of the firemen working
in Lancaster-street w%j lo prevent,'if possi¬
ble, tho fire from trotting to the rows of
smat: dwellings on Happy-alley. This alloy
was filled with small frame tonements, and
it waa evident tLat if tbe fire gained
theascendeuoy in that locality the destruc¬
tion would have been carried far up Lancaster
and other streets. The firemen were reward¬
ed with snooese. Lancaster, Thames, Ann and
Wolf st reola, daring the progress ot tbe fire,
presented a ead scone. Thrown into every
odnceiyable ebano nore piles of f omi lure,
crockery, window sashes, shutters and bod-
ding, and occasionally there could bo eneoun-
totod groups of women and children lamenting
the Budden deslruetlon of their once happy
homes. 00 rapidly did' tho flames communi¬
cate with the houses on the east aide or Ann«
street, that aérerai famillea were nuable to re-

any of their furniture eave on the first
floors. The roofs of a largo number of houses,
many of than! autant six squares from the
scone or destruction, ware set on fire by burn¬
ing nieces of timber, wafted from the tomber
yard of Mr. Randolph. Several firemen and
cit irena were slightly injured by bricks and
«leesa of timber failing rrotn tba burninguildiDgs. Mr. Hanna, owner of th« oakum
factory where the fire originated, waa so badlyinjured by a quantity of brinks miling upon
him, that be had to be conveyed to bis borne
in a hack.
