THE COAL MINE HOLOCAUST.

.
Accomnt of the Morrible
Affair.

A Connected

. [
The story of the Yenneylvania disaster grows
mo and more borrible as tho details are
gradually brought to lizht. There is o pari of
it—tbe clo:ing momente of Lhe awlul agony ol
those two hundred mon—which ¢ m never be
described. Even the maouer in whieh the
enlastrophe originaled is manly a malter of
conjectare. Inall human probability, vot ono
of that wretehed comprny survivei to tell tho
eecrets of their prison-touse, and 8o to the
actual borrors of enflering and death is added
Lbe gloom of an imponetrablo myatery. The
New York Tribunoe sums up the facts in the
following clear and connected narralive;
The colliery in which this terrible accident
occared is_entered by a perpendicular shaft,
feet deep, on the side of a mountain,
m the botiom of it, 40 leel heluw'the sur-
foce of the valley, run two main qnllarlna.
sloping opward, one aud the othar 1900
feet loog. Bmaller passages aud chambers, 59
in pumber, branch off from these. There is no
access to the open air éxcapt by this eingle
shaft, which had to serve ail the purposes of
i hoinl.-walv for Lhe workmen and ihe coal and
& chanoel tor the ventileling current whilia in
all mines muost be cop:tdntly forced by ma-
cbinery through the variona gallerlea” and
drifts. The smdea of the shafl were built up
with wooden snpports, and a wooden partition
ran perpendioularly through its whole length,
dividing it into two passages, onc for the up-
ward, the other for the downward current,
Right over ita moulh stood a great wood-
on building, cintaning the machinery for
hoisting and for breaking, sorting and cleaning
the coal. To assist in cresting a ourrent of
air a firo wae always kept burning 1n a fornace
at tho foot of the ubnﬂ. and from thia it is
esupposed the wood-work must have caught.
On Monday morning two hundred men went
down that shaft to reanme work after s long
atrike. They wero followed, about 9 o'clock,
'by one of the mule-tenders, with bay for s
beasta, As he reachiod the boltom™ Le was
beard to cry “Firel” but what he saw we
never shall know, for in an instant a fierce ool-
omn of flame roshed up the sbaft, canght
the bresker as if that bad been a house of pa-
per, and wrapped the whole struoture in
sheots of fire. The mouth of the pit beloh-
ed forth destrnotion, Hundreds of tons of
coal in the shutes and bins were soon in a
wliita {:Iow. and Jropped with the falling
beams into the abaft. It was seven or eight
hours before the engines whioh were hor-
ried to the ascene of disaster from all the
neighboring towns aucceeded in extinguishing
the burniog mass, Workmen had flocked to
the spot from the entire mlni:}g r:ﬁnon.rer it
was kuown that tao hundred of their brethren
were imprisoned among the deadly vapors of
that awlal pit. The robbish was cleared away
frym the mouth, and filty experienced miners
volantered to uit.cmpt thie It was
nox about 6 in the evening, To test the pori-
tyof the air a dog and & 'hﬁ‘hleﬂ lamp were firal
lowered into the shafl as far as they would go.
At the end of five minotea they were drawn np,
the dog was alive, the lamp still burping, A
miner named Ubarles Vartue then wont down
to reconnoilre, but about half way from the
bottom he found the shaft blocked with fallen
timiers, Two fresh yolonteers wore thion low-
ered with hatchots, After tnnt_v thinutes
they wera drawn \ms.min, faint Apd breathless.
They bad penetra sevcnly or eighty yards
into a gangway, filnding thres dead mufes, and
coming at last to a closed door, They hame
mored at it aud waited for an asawering
souud, but no answer 6ime, and through the
cravices poured cloude of sulphnrgus vapor—
the fata) *'black damp.” Beveral other parties,
in the courso of the evening and night, made
nltum}:ta to penetrato int) tho gangways, but
with litile more succoss, Few could remain
moro than flve or gix minntes, and wheo
drawn op they were all speechless and ex-
bausted, Bavoral wére bromght back by their
companioos entirely ioeensible, ' Two brave
fellows, Daniol Jonea and Thomis Williams,
were bronght back desd, Thero was no hope
now msh.ng of the m!nms remained alive,
