Thoso
wounds oxtended downward and were about
8ix inohes deop, ' Thero wukialso a large, deep
gash in the right hip, sud in othor portions oé
the body pumeroys bruises. The wounds on
the Lead and bip wero doubtiess inflicted with
any axe or & boo. Any onc of the wounds
would have caused” donth. The body had
flonted down the Ashloy River with the eobb
tide. It is bolioved that (ho murder was com-
mitted in the uppor portion of the ecily, and
then thrown into tho river. Who the deconsed
was, who wia the murderor, snd where the
murder was committed, are yot to be ascer-
taincd, and there seoms tb be no dlue that will
lend to the obtaining of tho desired informa-
tion.”
