John Chinaman aa a Railroad Builder.

Chinaman oocupied a prominent position. He
it was who commenced, and it was he who
finished, the great work; and, but for bia skill
and industry, tho Central Picifio Railroad
might not now have boon carried eastward of
the Sierras. The ex pei ic nee of this undertak¬
ing bas proved that the Chinaman is an admi-
r i bio railroad builder. His labor ls cheap, his
temper is good, his disposition is docile, his
industry is unflagging, Ina strength and en¬
durance are wonder!til, and his mechanical
skill is remarkable. There are Chinamen in
the employ ef the Central -Pacific Company
who aro more c.'over in aliening roads than
many while men who havo been educated to
the Irnsings, and tbrsa Mongols will strike a
tr nerrina for a longer distance, with the un¬
assisted oyo, than most whito moa oau with
the aid of instruments.
A good deal of nonsenss has beon talked

about tbe Chinaman's wanto! atamma, and his
inferiority to tho whito laborer in-point of
strengt h and capacity for work. Tho Central
Railroad has pretty thoroughly settled that
point; for numerous experiments have boen
marlo during its construct ion, with á viow to
teat tho teapeotive capabilities, of the two
races. On one occaaion, a party of Txishmon
and a party of Chinamen wore ' pitied against
each other in blasting a hard rock for a tunnel."
Bets wore freely ? mido. that tba whito men'
would come out winners; bat» at tho end of the
da y. when tho work ofAaoh party was measur¬
ed, >t was found th it John Chinaman bad bur¬
rowed Tort her into tho rook than his antago¬
nist and was, moreover; leas fatigued.
Ibo bands of Chinese now organized by tho

Central Company are ne finé railroad builders
aa can be found anywhere. The officers of tho
.Union Pacific Road wore amazed itt the work'
these fellows did, and it is by no means im¬
probable that our Eastern friends will endeavor-
to secure some of these trained gangs for the
next railroad onterpriso in which they may en*,
gage. Many of fbe Chinese "bosses," or heads
of gangs, on tho Paciflo Railroad, are very in¬
telligent men, and a few days since wo woro
present when ono of those entered a car
and engaged in a conversation (hen going
on, speaking good English, and showing an ox-
tonaive acquaintance with railroad matters.

It is well tbat wo should bear in mind tho
great assistance that the Chinese hare aiTorde J
to the Pacific Railroad, and that we should re¬
member tho'difficulties which their presonco
dissipated. The training which they have re¬
ceived on that road bas givon to California *

largo body of men peoaliarly adapted to this*
de seri piton of work, and lt bus rendered com¬
paratively easy tho carry inc; out of other en¬
terprises of ino samo character. They will,
firobably, be largely employed in he construc-
ion of the California, and Oregon Railroad,
now about lo be enteied upon j and, while, Iheydo not provont ihn ot gagemont of whito mon,they will facilitate) enterprises which might bo
impracticable, lacking their aid. Tho, China¬
