There wns a Aili and Important Cabinet
meeting to-day, to consider thc subject of tho
seizure of thc Cuban privateer Hornet. Some
of the Secretaries favored her release, but lt
was Anally decided that her case came clearly
within thc scope of thc neutrality lawB, and
that she must bc detained. Tho SpanlBh
Minister ls highly elated to-night at the're-
Bult of the conference.

It has been ascertained from authentic
sources, and may be definitely stated, that the
following aro the views, in substance, enter¬
tained by thc President, and sure to bo car¬

ried out by the administration, with reference
to the questions involved. The shipment of
arms and munitions of war to either party en¬

gaged in thc Cuban struggle is not prohibited.
The revolutionists have an equal right to buy
and ship arras with thc Spaniards. It ls upon
thc fitting out of naval or military expeditions
that thc neutrality laws operate. It Is an en¬
tire mistake to suppose that thc United States
officers have ever been instructed to stop the
shipment of morchandlBC, even though it bc In
the form of articles contraband of war. Thc
owners and masters of vessels mn ;t In all cases
take their own risk. But if any expedition,
whether of armed men or of armed vesselB, or
if any vessel fitted out and intended for naval
warfare, ls started from our ports, then the
question of our duty as neutrals, or as a friendly
power arlBC s-, and even ifwc had acknowledged
the independence of Cuba, our duty and our
rule could bc no different until we lind directly
and publicly espoused ono Bide of thc quarrel
by making war upon the other.

WASHINGTON, October 0.
As comments have been made in the news¬

papers affecting the administration in connec¬
tion with thc recent gold panic, and much In¬
terest ls expressed on the subject, the Wash¬
ington m;ent of the Associated Press called
upon the President to ascertain whether there
was any foundation for the insinuation or di¬
rect chargea against the administration. The
President conversed with tho,utmost frankness
on thc subject, and said ho had not thought
proper to publicly contradict thc statements
concerning himself, os he had done noth
lng whatever to influence the money market
or to afford any advantages to private parties,
While In New York ho had many voluntary ad¬
visers, but he repeatedly said to them that thc
administration always held itself In a position
to act as lt seemed best, and (rec to make any
change of policy for thc public Interest. lu
thc course of conversation ho stated that,
while on the eve of going to Newport,"-James
Fisk, Jr., came on board the steamer at New
York and Bald to the President, that Gould had
sent him down to ask that he would privately
give them a little .intimation as to what the
administration was going to do on thc financial
question. The President replied that thc giving
ofsuch information would not bc fair, and asked
Fisk whether he did not think BO himself. Fisk
admittod it would not be fair. Thc President,
then Informed him that, whenever the adminis¬
tration was going to chango Its action or policy,
the Secretary ofthe Treasury would give notice
through thc newspapers as usual, so that
everybody might, at thc samo time, know
what lt was, thus excluding any possible
charge of favoritism. On tho monning of the
panic, Friday week, Secretary Boutwell com¬
municated to tho President the situation of
atlAjre In New York, when tho President said,"8clU%000,000 of gold." The Secretary said
that ho h»d come for tho purpose of sugges¬ting a sole tf $3,000,000, the idea of sellinggold thus appou-iug to be in tho mind of each
at the same time. A. few minutes thereafter
the order was telegraphed to New York to
sell four millions of gola, n may bo repeatedthat thc President had Informed no ono whom¬
soever of tho purposes ofthe oo»|nlBtration on
financial subjects, and the Batae remark ls
equally true as to the Secretary of the Trea¬
sury. 'i- . ;There was a full Cabinet meeting to-day, but
no developments have leaked out.

THE CUJIAlf PRIVATEER.

WILMINGTON, October 5.
This morning thc case or the Cuban priva¬

teer was carried before General Allan Ruther¬
ford, United States Commissioner of thc Dis¬
trict of Cane Fear. Judges Person and French
appeared for tho government, and Geo. Davis,
Esq., and Judge O. P. afeares for thc defend¬
ants. Thc parties were arraigned on the
charge that they did nccept and exorcise a
commission to serve a foreign people in war,
to wit: the people of Cuba against tho people
of Spain, a country with which thc United
States are at peace, and did flt out
and arm, or did procure to be fitted
fitted out and nrniA within thc limits of the
United States, a certain ship or vescl called thc
Cuba, with Intent that tho sold vessel shall be
employed In tho scrvico of tho people of Cuba
Lo cruise and commit hostilities against tho
people of Spain, and did enlist and serve on
board of said vessel, with intent to cruise and
commit hostilities against the people of Spain,
n violation of tho statutes of the United
states, and the acts of Congress of April 20,
1810.

.deaned them on parole on their personal as-
nirance that they would not attempt to leave.
