THESTRIKEE ALONG THE WHARVES.

Mecting of the Longshoremen—Cessa~-
L tion of the Strike.

—_—

The strike of the members of the Longshore-
men's Protective Union Association because their
employers would not pay them two dollars and
a half for working from 7 A, M. to 5 P. M., and
forty cents for each hour's work after 5 o'clock,
has ceased.

Early yesterday morning they crowded around
the steamers where the men who were not mem-
bers of the assoclation were at work, and attempt-
ed to persnade them to desist, but did not resort
to threats or force as on the previous days. In
this way they spent the day until 12 o'clock.

At half-past 12 o'clock, about one hundred and
twenty-five colored and eleven white men, head-
ed by Alderman T. J, Mackey and the Chief of
Police, proceeded from the wharves to the City
Hall, inside of which they assembled, .

Toby F. Clark, colored, president of the associa-
tion, moved that Alderman Mackey take the
chair.

The motion was carried and the Alderman took
the stand, and thanked the assemblage for the
honor conferred upon him. He felt assured that
all present were determined to assert thelr rights

| without interfering with the rights of others. He

belléved that thelr demand was right, and advis-
ed them to stand firm; In unlon there was
strength, which assertion he {liustrated by the old
story of the old man and his sons and the bundle
of faggots, which conid not be broken when unit-
ed, but were easlly snapped when separated.

The speaker harangued them in this strain for
some time, and then told them while- they be-
lieved that they were in the right, and were pre-
pared to fefend their rights, it was well to con-
sider cwhile and see if it was not best for’ them
to think also of the. rights of their employers.
Do you not think, said he, that it wonld be best
for this strike to cease and all hands go to work ¢
1If the employers and employees both give away &
little, the'matter can be easlly settled. He then
proposed that the longshoremen should either
agree to_ work from seven A. M., tosix P. M., for
$2 50, and recelve forty cents for each hour they
worked after six o'clock, or to recelve twenty-
five cents for each hour they worked during the
entire day. Now If you decide todo this, and
then notify the shipping agents of your terms,
and they refuse to accede to them, stand out
sgalnst them, and every true man will contribute
to support you while you continue to do it.

Atthe conclusion of the speakers remarks, Toby
F. Clark, colored, president of the assoclatlon,
said that the provisions of the constitution of the
assoclatlon were in condlect with the propositions
made by Captain Macker. As for himseif he was
willing to accede to them, but before any action
was taken he wonld like to consult with some of

!} the members, which he did, and then stated that

there were a large number of colored men pres-
ent who were not members of the assoclation,
and he desired that no action be taken until they
left.

At the reguest of the chairman all who were
not members of the association left the hall,
leaving about seventy-five colored amd eleven
white men.”

During the consultation the chairman drew
up the following resolution, which he presented:

Resolved, That the s of the Longshore-
men's Protective Union Association agree to work
from seven o'clock in the morning until six in the
evening, provided that each man, (except the fore-
man, who shall recelve three dollars per day,) be
paid two dollars and a half a day, and forty cents
an hour for each hour’s work after six o'clock;
but they will not agree to work on shiphoard

lon.

1. A. Gllllard, colored, moved to amend the
resolution 50 as to read from “‘hall-past 7 o'clock
in the morning,’" &c.

After iderable the resolution
was adopted as amended, with only three dissen-
ting volces.

The chairman then requested the president of
the assoclatlon to appoint a committee of five to
walt upon the employers and present the resolu-
tion.

The president announced himself, T. N. Martin,
J. A. Gilllard, A. J. Taylor, colored, and Wm.
Willis, white, as the committee.

The meeting then adjourned, and the commit-
tee, headed by Alderman Mackey, proceeded to
walt upon the employers,

A conference was held between the committee
and the shipping agents, the result of which was
that the agents decided to employ the longshore-
men upon the conditions embraced in the resolu-
tion. .

At night a meeting of the association was hield,
when, after much debate, the constitution wes
amended so a8 not to confiet with the following
agreement, which was presented and unanimons-
Iy adopted: -

CHARLESTON, October 6, 1860,

The terms of settlement agreed on this day be-

tween the Longshoremen's Protective Unlon and
the shippers, are as follows:
1. The Longshoremen agree to hegin work
punctually at half-past Leven (71) o'clock In the
morning, and stop at six (8) o’clock In the even-
u:s;olhe hour from twelve to one (12to 1) o'clock
to be allowed for dinner.

2. The Longshoremen are to receive for a day’s
work of nine and o half (9t5) hours two dollars
and a hall L$2 50,) anid every mdditional hour or
part of an hour that they may work before hall-
[mst 7 o'clock A. M. or after 6 o'clock P. M., to,
;lc pald for extra at the rate of forty cents an

our,

3, The employers are to call the roll of hands at
a quarter-past seven (7%;) o'clock, and if any man
fails to answer to his name, they will proceed to
engage another in his place, but if the absent
man reports himself by half-past seven, he shull
be put at work. And If & mau comes gfter the
hour of half-past seven, and Is set to work, he
may be docked Ly the employer at the rate of
forty cents an hour for time lost contrary to this
agreement.

4. The shipping agents are not to employ any
raw hangds, not members of the Unlon, ln stowage
on shipboad, except in case of emergency, and
only In that case will the Longshoremen agree to
work-alongside of such hands,

5. This agreement to npglf only to ekilled labor
of the Longshoremen's Protective Union, em-
ployed on shipboard. TOBIAS F. CLARK,

The president delivered a brief address to the
members, and arged them to stand falthfolly by
the agreement and not bring reproach upon the
union by any conduect unbecoming a good cltizen;
and that above all things they =hould always be
promptly at work, and pay & just regard to the
interests of their employers.

The association then adjourned.

THE FIRE LAST NIGHT,

Severnl Persony Injured.

About seven o'clock last evening, a fire occur-
red at the furniture establishment of Mr. R.
White, on the east side of King street, and secoud
door from Market street, by which a considerable
amount of property was destroyed.

The fire originated in the third story of a Lrick
bullding in the rear of Mr. White's store, used by
him as a storehouse for furniture, The flames did
not burst out for some time after the alarm was

sounded, yet there was 4 (ense smoke, which 3

only {ncreased the ainica@e¥ experfenced by the
firemen, who were promptly on the ground, In
locating the fire. When Its locality was ascer-
tained, another difficulty presented ltself—that of
getting to the fire with the hose pipe. Finally,
two or three lines of hose were run through the
furniture store, from King stréet. Hose was also
run through the honses and lanes on Market street
and on top of sheds In front and rear of the burning
building. Everything was now ready to play upon
the flames, but no water came through the hose
for several minutes, during which the fire gained
considerable headway, and for a time, threatened
the destruction of all the adjacent bulldings.
While waitihg for the water, the members of the
hook and ladder companies tore open the win-
dow shutters of the storehouse, and in a few,mo-
ments thereafter there were several streams of
water playing in upon the flames. In an hour's
time there was not a Spark to be seen.

The entire interlor portion of the storehouse
with its contents were destroyed. The furuniture
burnt was valued at about twenty-five hundred
dollars. It was insured in the London and Lan-
cashire Company. The building wasalso insur-
ed in companies represented here by Messrs. Col-
burn & Howell and Mr. J, H. Honour. .There was
some damsge done by water to the houses
through which the hose was carried.

The fivemen worked steadily and faithfully, and
bat for the Inaceessible position of the fire would
have quenched It [n 4 few moments. As it Is
they accomplished all that could be done, and
but for the efficiency displayed -we would have
torecord the destruction of several bolklings,
and the loss of tens of thonsands of dollars' worth
of property, Insteud of one bullding and a com-
paratively trifting loss of property.

The colored firemen were at the fire ina few
moments after the alarm sounded, and worked
heartlly, especlaliy the members of the Comet
Star Fire Company.

CASUALTIES,

We regret to state that there were a number of
accidents during the fire; among them the fol-
lowing:

Mr. John A. Moroso, elty editor of the Courler,
while cimbing up towards the fire, slipped and
fell from the shed to the ground, & distance of
about fourteen feet, dislocating a Anger of the lef®
hand and recelving several severe contusions on
the head, He was removed to the drug store of
Messrs, Raonl & Lynah, where the finger was set
and the other injurles attended to, The Injuries
sustalned by Mr, Moroso, aithough severe, are not,
weare glad to state. consldered dangerous. We
hope soon to record his recovery.

A white man whose name conll not he ascer-
tained, recelved a severe cut on the head from a
falling brick. He was cared for at the drug store
of Messrs, Raoul & Lynah.

Mr. John G. 0'Nelll, a director of the Vigilant
Fire Company, while superintending the working
of the engine, which was at the well at the
corner of Market and Meeting streets, fell into
the well. He was immediately rescued from his
dangerous position and carried to the drug store
of Dr. Baer. 1t was ascertained that Mr. 0'Neill's
shoulder blade had been dislocated by the fall. A
physlelan was sent for and the shouider set.

A coloredd man named Thomas Haynes was
run over by an engine, the wheels passing over
his stomach and hip. Hei5 very much bruised,
but it is thonght that & few days of rest will re-
store him,

The wounds of none of those who were injured
can be called of a dangerous character, and It is
more than probable that all will be able to re-
sume thelr usual lwbors at an early day. We
sincerely hope so. Messra. Moroso and 0'Netll had
to be carried to their homes, The c¢olored man,
after o short rest, in the store of Messrs. Raoul &
Lynah, was able, with assistance, to walk honié.

He would have our shoe
houses, (some of whom manufacture thelr own
goous, or a great portion of them,) stop this and
boy thes in Baltimore. He wouldl have our dry
goods jobbbers, (who import a great portion of
their foreign goods,) stop this and buy them in
Baltimore. So far as domestic goods are con-
cerned, we would llke to have the Courler’s man
polnt out any advantage Haltimore Las over
Charleston [n offering [nducements toeven job-
bers In Savannah or Wilmington. Itis well known
to business men that there are few goods manu-
factured in apd around Baltimore. Shoes and
boots, an lmportant {tem in the trade, are manu-
factured almost exclusively East, in the nelgh-
borliood of Boston. They can be ahipped to
Charleston as cheap as to Baltimore. So with
other American-made goods. Why should not
Charleston be made the distributing polnt for the
Souath, instead of Baltimore® Haltimore has been
consldered a good coffec market. Coffee and
sugars can be imported as cheaply to Charleston
as thege. The Dlue Rldge Road will open tous
the Cinclonatl and Loulsville meat and grain
markets. Our own “City by the Sea," Mr. Editor,
is naturally the distributing point for the Atlantie
and Gulf States, the Courler’s man to the contra-
ry notwithstauding.

This senson’s business has been double that of
any other season since the war.
