No Sales and Small Attendance—The
Georgetown Rallrond—An Interesting

KINGSTREE, October 6.

Monday was sales-day here, but no sherifi’s
sales took place, in consequence of private ar-
rangements between the parties. The in-
coming-cotton crop will no doubt enable many
to pay debts and prevent a sacrifice of their
property. The crowd in attendance was cx-
ceedquI_v small and nothing of special interest
transpired.  An eflort was made to get upa
public mm-thhr_; in the interest of the George-
town Railroad, but it was thought desirable to
postpone it, on account of the unusually small
attendance of citizens from the county. The
road was recently sold out at sherifi”s sale for
£377, and is now In other hands. A new com-
pany is about to be organized, I understand,
and the friends of the enrer{)risu are hopeful
that it will be pushed forward to completion.
A connection with the Central Rallroad at this
place is talked of.

In the case of trespass to try titles, about
which I wrote you some time since, Judge
Green has renderced a decision awarding the
storehonse, with the ground which it covers
only, to Cohen & Co., the defendants, and all
the rest of the lot, with outbuildings, &c., to
Ward, the plaintiil. This decision recognizes
the validity of the sheriff’s sale, which was a

uestion involved, and rests l?lﬂl‘t the point
that “one store” was advertised and entéred
upon the sales book, instead of store and lot.

About £25,000 of taxes have been colleeted
so far in this county, leaving o balance of only
about $4000. This mongrel State government
is truly an expensive machine, requiring a per-
fect army of officials, *both white and color-
ed,” to run it, all of whom must have [at sala-
ries of course, That “mdn wants but little here
below,” does not npglito the *‘truly loil,” and
in the expenditure of the people’s money a sys-
tem of reckless extravagance Is exhibited by
all officials, high and low.

The farmers are still busy with cotton pick-
ing. and, though the crop will probably fall
short about one-fourth in consequence of un-
favorable seasons during the spring and sum-
mer, they seem enconraged by the prospect of
a falr yleld and good prices, A good deal of
cotton stealing is complalned of, and this
seems likely to be a standing trouble so long
as Sambo remains too lazy toearn his living
by honest labor.

The merchants are bringing on their fall
stocks, and look for a brisk trade soon. Nu-
merons customers from the surrounding coun-
try are already coming In, and they will,
donbtless, find what they want, with prices to
suit the times.

Dear Sir—There seems to be no longer any
doubt that Mr. A. R. Corbin, brother-in-law of
Presldent Grant, has staled to your reporter
that he did not assoclate with such men as
myself; that I had not been to his house since
last summer: that he had never communicated
with me respecting gold operatiens; and that
Mr. Grant would not hold an interview with
any such man us myseif,

These statements make It necessary for me

There
seems to be n disposition on the part of the
planters to &hip no more than will serve to
squate him off with his fuetor; and it Is a wise
policy, as the price must necessarily advance
as soon as the present supply on the market is
exhansted, and from the simple fact that there
has not been as arge a yield as would warrant
so great a decline.  There seems to me to be
ample room for profitable speculation to those
who can purchase at the minimum and hold
for a few months.

I rearet to announce the death of Mr., Wil-
linm H. Thomson, one of our oldest and most
respectable citizens, He died from dropsy of
the chest on Sunday night last.

!mrmlcd by a ball from Miles' pistol, which, 1i
5 sald, fonnd a lodging place somewhere in
the corpus of sald Brown, with what final re-
sult is not known.

There was a general jail delivery at Barn-
well last week.  Elghteen prisoners escaped
and made tracks for more congenial quartérs,
The citizens of the place, both white and col-
ored, made hot parsuit, bt only succeeded in
recapturing four. The frequency of such es-
capes demands more stringent measures for
the security of prisoners. An old negro by
the name of Toney exercises the otiice of turn-
key, and whenever a criminal becomes tived
of confinement he simply knocks “0ld Toney™
down and walks out **free and unfettered as
the mountain air.”

CURRENT NOTES.

—Co-operative socleties for procuring ordi-
nary articles of consumption have been very
prosperous in Germany, and have rapldly in-
creaged in numbers. In 1866 they numbered
199, in 1867 316, and ir 1868 they had increased
to 553, There are new in Germany 1558 work-
fngmen’s banks apd loan associations, of
which 675 are in Pressia, 418 In German Ans-
tria, and 288 in Bohemla. Altogether the <¢o-
operative socleties which exist in Germany are
catimated at about2600. They consist of about
1,000,000 members. Thelr business transactions
amounted ln 1868 to 220,000,000 thalers, and
this they managed on o eapital ol 15,006,000
thulers belongieg to themselves, and 42,000,-
000 thalers of berrowed money.

—The wnnesty recently granted by the Em-
peror Napoleorn 111, it Is asserted, was devised
as o trap to cosnare the more prominent poli-
tieal offenders now in exile.  Ledru Rollin, in
@ letter published in the Parls journals, states
that Immediately after the ampesty was
signed, an order was sent to the scaports of
Franee to arzest him on his arrival from Eng-
land, and to hold him in prison until his alleg-
¢l accomplices could be brought back from
Cayenne, Ledrn Itollin says that Le prelers
exile to the prospect of an fndefinite imprison-
ment in o French jail.  The Pavis journals, in
commentjng-on this letler, express the opin-
jou that the Imperial Government should
answer these charges.

—The harvest in England for 1869, according
to an experienced correspondent of the Lon-
don Times, will prove more profitable to the
farmer than it was In 1868. It s asserted that
the large sums expended last year on artifielal
foods have this year been saved, and that the
increased stock of sheep has yielded augment-
ed profits, the wool having fully maintained its
price, while the price of store lambs is thirty
per cent. over that of last year. One remarka-
ble circumstance mentioned respecting food
produce I8 the great disparity between the
price of bread and butcher's meat. The four
poung loal sells at 7d., and beef and gautton at
11d. per pound, the former being intrinsically
of greater valde than the latter. This state of
affairs, It is assertod, is an anomaly which can-
not long exist, ‘and it Is ebgtended that; In n&
probability, bread will slightly advance, an
meat get lower In price, as It Is only reasona-
ble to suppose that, if the short supply of fat-
tening food last year Increasedsthe price of
meat, the abundant supply of this year™ will
cause o corresponding reduction.
—Dr., Francis Lieber has written a long let-
ter to the Hon, Hamilton Fish on “The Ob-
trusion of Foreign Convicets.” He cites exam-
ples of the practice of exporting conviets fo
this conntry, and mentions that twenty-flve
years ago the English Home Seeretary promul-
gated arule to the effeet that every conviel
who had served two-thirds of s wentonee
with good prison condact should be pardoned
on condition that he quitted England, or in
other words, went to some British colony or e
United States.  Dr, Lieber at the thme publlely
called attention to this great offence agalnst in-
ternational ecquity. He has recently learned
that gome of the small German States and
Swiss Cantons repeatedly burden ns with the
eriminals whose crime they find It too Irksome
to punigh, and ample proofs of these practices
can be found in the archives at Washing-
ton. To gunard against these flagrant inva-
slong, Dr. Lieber considers that we need
three things: First, the foul character of the
proceeding must be openly acknowledged and
plalnly laid down in the law of nations, and
every attempted importation of convicts should
be declared by treaty stipulation a grave of-
fence, a most *‘untriendly act,” calling for seri-
ous remedles. Second, a law should be enact-
ed maklng the introductlon of conviets Into
onr country a penal offence on the part of all
aiding in the importation, and providing that
the convicts may be exported to the country
whenee they came, and at the expense of the
government of that country. Third, in the
event of the passagze of sueh a law previous to
the concluslon of the treatles spoken of, the
United States Government should proelaim to
the elvilized world that it will consider the at-
tempted obtrusion of convicts a highly penal
act, and, if governments have anything to do
with It, an unfriendly act in the sense of the
law of nations which requires satisfuction.

had a conversation with Mr. A, T. Stewart, the
eminent dry goods merchant, (whom Presl-
dent Grant nominated as Secretary of the
Panasnre.) to know what effect he thinks the
recent operations in Wall-street Win wave on
the commereial Interests of the country., The
repgrier says Mr. 8. responded as follows :
I cannot regard them as otherwlse than dis-
astrons to our commerclal Interests, In the
first place they interfere with and confuse our
values by rendering uncertaln the price of
gold, Bt to this there is added another rea-
son, in the demornlizing effect® which it must
produce.

1ﬂiﬁ:l.]lpll'0\-'0-‘] of the policy of selling gold
and purchusing bonds with the proceeds, be-
lieving as 1 do that It will never lead us, asit
s probably meant to lead us, to specle pay-
ments.  Such a policy wonld not lead us to
such a result in ten years—no, nor in a hun-
dred. The purchase of bonds with gold glves
the speculators means to carry on thelr opera-
tions. This polley 18 unquestionably of great
benefit to those who have no means of their
own. While solyent men will entirely oppose
this poliey, it will be approved of by those who
ace shaky.
