THEN AND NOW,

A Conirast=The¢ Governors of the Olden
Time=The Present Exccutive—H i s
Enormous Officinl Powers—A Stranger
Wielding the whole Financial Re=
sources of the State=The Evil and the
Remedy.

TO THE EDITOR OF THE NEWS.

Before me are two coples of the acts of the
Legislature of Bouth Carolina. They are for
the years 1853 and 1868, continued into '69, for
cause, no doubt. Icompareand contrast them,
and submit to the planters, farmers, laborers,
producers and taxpayers come of my notes and
reflections.

In 1853 we had a constitution for the State
and one for the United States, which the Gov-
ernor and members of the Legisiature were
sworn to support—the Legislature enacted; the
courts decided, when necessary, the constitu-
tionality; and the Governor. if required, en-
Jorced.
 The SOVEREIGN LAW, that State’s collected will,

Then, the Governor of the State was the
patriarch of his people, who eagerly and Joy-
fully hustened to meetand honor him wher-
ever they might. He had no power, save as
minister of the law; no patronage to dispense;
no offices to distribute; no money of the peo-
ple, with which to corrupt their agents; no
mercenary, juzgling veto to raise and depress
the value of old bank bills for personal and
party ends. He could only recommend what
he thonght good for the State, and pardon
when he thought the sentence of the court too
harsh. Acts of the Assembly were ratified
without his signature, and he never menaced
the courts with a servile Legislature, nor the
people for appealing to the courts for relief
against grievous and unauthorized taxatlon.
He had no State Auditor's office to flll with a
sitting member of the Legislature, with $3500
pay, and a contingent of $1000 added to his
per diem and mileage, beside his hook-and-
crook gatherings, and I know not how many
other offices—the only necessity for which
office I8 to do *“thy master's will” and brand
the homest assessors and fueelolders of the
State with pe_rjury: nor was there then such
officers as county auditors appointed by the
Governor, with an appropriation of $31,500
(ten thousand five hundred more than then
paid the whole Legislature,) enlisted to plun-
der the hard earnings of labor, and rob the
producing clnsses and their unborn children of
their birthright; nor, then, was there ‘‘a Btate
police” of mercenary foreigners to appoint, to
follow you like bloodhounds into your homes
and familles, with an appropriation of u?ﬁw
of yowr money to pay them, and whose
duty ‘4t shallbe to execute the orders ofthe
Governor,” not to obgerve the law, (and their
master's will has been done without warrant
or law in Ahbeville, Edgefield and elsewhere,)
and with power given to arm this force, call
to their ald unlimited numbers to seize, fet-
ter, imprison, murder your citizens, and as-
sess yonr people for millions of dollars. The
soul starteand turns away from the vengeful
record. Then the salary of the Governor was
3500, and allowance for house rent $300, and
500 for his private gecretary. The contingent
funds placed at his disposal was $20,000, “'lo
be accorqlml for by him annnallv to the Leg-
jslature.” Appropriations “of hundreds of
thonsands of dollars were not made then by
the Legislature “to be pald to the order o the
Governor,” nor were millions of State bonds
signed by him, by his own procurement, nor
sont by him to his own appointed financial
agent, unknown to us, it not irresponsible, In
New York for negotiation, without minimum
limit of interest or discount fixed by law. Nor
had hethen control of the treasury of the
State, nor the power to appoint the majority
of the civll officers of the State, nor to appoint
and remove all the millary officers, nor the
power to raise standing armies, officer, equip
for the field, and hurl them upon the veby
people whom it was his sworn duty to ‘*‘pro-
tect and defend;” nor the power to commission
and send out secret sples and informers under
the name of constables to espionage the citl-
zens of this Commonwealth, and then *‘the
purse and the sword were not placed, as they
now are, in the hands of this bandit usurper.

And the Legislature of 185), what of its
acts? Its entire appropriation, the measure
of its taxation, was $i81,050. Of this sum
$74,400 was for free schools; £74.450 for build-
Ing new and repalring old courthouses and
jails all over the State; £28,100 and #7420 for
extragrdinary, charitable and benevolent pur-
poses, and $30,000 more for the military
schools at Columbla aud Charleston and the
Deaf and Dumb Asylum at Cedar Springs,
leaving 266,680 for current expenses of civil
government. Members of the Legislature
then could not hold one single office of honor
and profit; had no incentive to create hun-
dreds and thousands of new ones: fix high
pay for all, and thousand dollar contingents
for many of them, and fill as many as they
pleased by agrecment and partition among
themselves, and basgain with the Governor,
whom they'empowered to make near ull the
appointments for them, to have all the best
ones, and to buy ,votes with what remnined.
Then there was no bond making, no bank bill
buying, nor brokerage, nor bribery; the cur-
rency was of uniform value, all specle, not
debased and of ungertain and unequal worth,
Members had o motive to vote themgselvesthe
Dest, and the State the worst. They appropri-
ated for thelr own per diem and mileage
$21,000, and this was all sufficlent to enable
them to take care of the morals and virtue,
the life and property, the peace and prosperity
of thelr adored State.

How ls It now, In 18687 Another administra-
tion is before us—another Governor—anoth-
er Legislature, Who Is the Governor ! As he
himself says, he came here a prisoner from
the ranks of our unsparing enemles, about
the close of the late war. He ls now our mas-
ter; but few of us know him by sight, none by
the paternal acts which should characterize
his relagn to us—none of the moralities of
peace has he manifested towards us, but more
nearly the maxims of war. The ritle of the
first is to do good—of the latter to infict in-
jury. His Legislature have given him much
more power than the constitution—which he
and they both have sworn s obsorve—allows,
They have, by nct of appropriation, given
him $7500 for his personal uses—$25.000 to dis-
pose of as he pleases—not *'to bLe necounted
for annually to the Legislature,” cxeept sthe
expenses of the Agrienltural Burean of Statis-
tlcs,” (which is trifiing,) is to be pald out of it,
to be disbursed by him. They have directed
various sums amounting to $280,300. He has
under the control of his slen-manual the
Treasury of the State; and what is more start-
ling still,. the Legislature have, time after
time, from the 8th of August, 1564, to the 27th
of March, 1869, inclusive, fnvested him with

the powert eleCtloans and exeeute bonds,

on the faith and credit of all the property of
the people of this Commonwealth, to an
amount the recital of which seems fubulous.

The language of several of these acts I3 that
these bonds shall be negotiated at the highest
murket price by the financial agent of the State,
approved by the Governor, in the ity of New
York, &ec.; and that an annual tax, in addition
to all other taxes, shall be levied upon the
property of the State to pay interest from the
date of negotiations, &e. Now, behold in the
hands'of & stranger and nsarper your credit,
your bonds. Pledging your property and your
labor to be taxed for millions of principal and
many millions of interest and usury, withont
your knowdedge, without your consent, not by
yourselves, not by your representatives; and
reflect, that cvery hour that you labor for
another against your will s an hour of
slavery. And sce before yon, under those
pledges, if you acquiesce in them, and
others like them, your doom, and that of
your posterity and country. Why are these
bonds issued? Why pnt in the hands of
distant strangers, where the State has no se-
curity, no check, and there is no minimum
limit placed npon thelr sale, and all the ex-
penses of the negotlations are to be paid out
of our treasury, and ghe proceeds are to be
taxed by another Stafe because the Governor's
agency is there, and his financial agent or
himself have but to clutch, them and appear
Jiere no more ? But it is repudiation—it is a
blow at the Blue Ridge Railroad to make these
objections. Repudiate what we never agreed
to? Away with the Blue Ridge or any other
railroad or other bond thusobtained. Thereis
“nor life nor hope ” init. Now, the Governor's
secretary gets £2000, though 500 was consid-
ered wantonly extravagant, and the Legisla-
ture of '68 and '69 appropriated to themselves,
for per diem and mileage, 270,000, (and many
pickings added,)—$130,000 at the extra and
£140,000 at the regular session, or about geven-
fold more now than then.

The present government of the omnipotent
usurper has ordered the collection of about
£1,250,000 in ronnd numbers, thongh the ap-
propriation act of his Legislature limits the
amonnt to be ‘‘assessed and collected” to
£1,000.000. But the Governor and Auditar an
Comptroller and Treasurer being the supreme
rulers, and perhaps more supremely enlight-
ened in their own Interests, It I8 supposetl gave
the order for that littie additional, near a quar-
ter million, There is auother part of the ap-
propriation act of 1868-"9 which provides that
all taxes shall be paid in the following kind of
funds, viz: The bills receivable of the State,
United States currency, national bank notes,
gold and silver coin, Bills receivable were
good enough for the State and the people, but
not for the mewbers themselves. Al is this
g0? Turn to page 171, No. 83, Section 6, and
read : If members of the Legislature are pald
in ** bills receivable of this State, it shall be-at
the current rates of exchange.” Again, turn
to acts Legislature, special session 1868, page
103, No. 52, Section 2, and read : They shinll be
pald in bills receivab® to the value of United
States eurrency at cufrent rates ol exchange,
such rate to be fixed by the Treasurer pf the
State—who, 'tls said, kept a little broker's
office, probably on joint acconnt, and dealt out
greenbacks from the treasury for bills reeeiv-
able and exchange added—the bills belng
equivalent to greenbacks in his eredit account,

The owners of the land and the tillers of it
are the main vietims of the ¥mboldened usur-
pations and daring frauds which ravage our
country. They are the power of this State and
of these United States. They have the virtu-
ous, honest, noble, generous purpose to restore
the constitutton and laws of the whole coun-
try; but they must bLe up, combine, and do it
speedily. Do they not, will they not, see
near a million and & quarter of their taxes,
near nine milllons of their eredit and bonds,
now in the hands of these unserupulons nsurp-
ers? Do they not see the Winchester rifles
purchased with their own money loaded and
in the hands of myrmidons and marauders ¥
Do they not see Beott and Parker, Neagle and
Tomlinson, and Corbin and Hubbard chuck-
ling over their apathy and supinencss, and
then yielding up their earnings,and thelr eredit
and their bonds, and their remaining posses-
slons,and their future hopes,and the just elaims
of their children and children’s children, to
aggresston, to frand, and forgery ? The people
of South Carolina who own the lands and work
them, the laborers and producers of the State,
white and colored, are the State, These enor-
mitles are perpetrated on them without thelr
knowledge or consent, and no principle of law,
human or divine, will bind or sanction their
obedlence to them. The Anderson Intelligen-
cer advises youto gain control of the State
government; the Winnsboro Times, the York-
ville Enguirer, the Abbeville Press, all agree,
and the latter says: **Let us strike at the root—
reforin the government—and we release our-
selves of our oppreesors.” How can we get
control, reform or strike at the root, when the
purse and the sword are in the hands of the
Northmen? What#s the root of all the evils
these presses g0 fear to selze ? It is what your
tyrants have not feared to seize and hold—
your money and your bonds. Money **is the
root of all evil;"—it is power; yield it, and you
vield all. It controls the ballot, the cartridge,
the services, the lives of a majority of man-
kind. Itenthrones monarchs and despots, and
enslaves the masses of the people, who toll for
it and produce it. The bonds manufuetured by
the Legislature are, some of them, not yet ne-
gotiated ; others may not have been : none of
them are ours, or for our benefit,. Why, then,
not give notice at once that they are frands,
and, after we “scourge the money-changers
from our temple,” then'take control, reform,
strike at the root, and take all authority from
the Legislature to 1ssue bonds for you or the
the State, under uny pretext whatever.

She also testi-
fied that they added the crime of rape to that
of murder: but at the trial which first was had
in March last, she told two or three different
storles. The Jury conslsted of twelve white
men and respectable citlzens. They were
equally divided, and a mis-trial was the result.

The case was again fried at June term with-

slx whites and six negroes, and resulted in a
mis-trial, 'Fhis time they have dne white and
cleven négroes on the jury, and it Is thought
that they will render a verdict of “not guilty.”

The case that was expected to attract the
most attention at this terny of the court wis
that of George B. Addison and James Addlson,
for the murder of Charles M. Cresswell; but
the grand jury this morning returned “no bill”
as against these parties.

There are a few more murder cases and a
good long roll of assaults and batteries and
larcenies, which will take ul; the whole of the
present term of the court. It Is expected that
we will have an extra court, in January next,
for civil business, when Judge Orr will preside.

—A drawback to the pleasures of sport in
France 13 the heavy octrol duty which a sue-
cessful shot has to pay upon every head of
game he takes back to town. If a country
friend invites a townsman to come fora few
days' shooting, and sends him home with the
enstomary well stocked hamper, the towns-
man, on reaching the barriers of the city, has
to pay as follows: For a pheasant, 3 franes 50
centimes to 4 francs, (according to welight;)
for a hare, 1 frane 50 centimes to 2 francs; for
a rabbit, 75 centimes to 1 franc 25 centimes;
for a partridge, 75 centimes to 1 frane 50 cen-
times; for venison, 40 centimes the pound;
and for every speecies of feathered game not
already mentioned, 18 centimes the kilo-
gramme. A good deal of smuggling isdone by
sportsmen, who conceal partridges in thelr
pockets, and by peasants, who hide game in
cartloads of hay; but the octroi officials are
very sharp.
