make for herself? Certainly 8wcet Seventeon
may be a most unlovely creature, and In fact
she often 1b ; a creature hard and forward,
having lost the. Innocehce and obedience
or cluldhood, and having gained nothing
yet of tho tact aud gvaep of woman-
hood: a creature whose hopes and thoughts
are all centred on tho time when she Khali be
brought out, and have her fling of flirting and
Une uroßscB with thé rest. Or she may be only
a gauche and giggling school girl, with a mind
w» narrow as beT life, given up to the small In-
trigucB and scandals of the dormitory and the
playground; a girl who scamps her lessons and
cheats her masters; whose highest efforts of
intellect are shown In tho cleverness with
which she can break the rules of the establish-
ment without being found out; who thinks
talking at forbidden times, peeping through
forbidden windows, giving silly nicknames to
her companions and the teachers, and telling
silly secrets with l.css truth than ingenuity in
them, the greatest Am Imaginable, and all the
greater because of the spice of rebellion and
perversity with which It Is dashed. Or she
may be a mere tomboy regretting her sex and
despising Its restraints; cultivating schoolboy
slang-and aping Bchoolboy habits; ridiculingher Bisters, and disliked by bor companions,
while thinking girlhood a boro and woman-
hood a mistake in exact proportion to its fern l-

S> utility. OrHhe.iiiay.be a budding miss, shy
and awkward, with no harm in her and as lit-
tle good.a mere sketch of a girl; without a

occupied, when she passes for odd and origin-

-Her youngor Bchoolboy broth-
ers sho. regards ns tho torments of herexistence, whoso unkempt hör, dirtyDoots, and rudo manners nro hCr special cros-
ses, to bo homo with patience, tempered byan active endeavor after reform. But the

more advanced, and those who are older than
horfioir. arc her loves, for whom Bho bos an
enthusiastic admiration, and whoso future nho
believes in as something specially brilliant and
successful. If only slightly older or younger
than herself, she impresses them powerfully
with tho sentiment other superiority, and pat-
ronizes them.kindly enough, but she makes
them feel tho ineflablo supremacy of her box,
and how that she by virtue of her womanhood
is a glorillcd creature beside thorn.an Arlol
to their Caliban. Now, too, she bcgluB lo
speak to her mother on inoro equal terms; to
crIUciso her dress, and to mako her under-
stand that Bho considers her old-fashioned and
Inclined to bo dowdy. Bho ties her bonnet-
strings for her, arranges her cap, smartens Op
her old dress and compels her to buy n new
one, and while considering her immeasurably
ancient, likes her to look nice, and thinks her
in her own way beautiful. Sometimes she op-
poses nnd quarrels with her, If tho motherlias Ices tact than arbitrariness. But
this Is not her natural state; for ono
of the characteristics I of 8wcct Seven-
teen is her love for her mother, and
the need she feels to have of her better
counsel and guidance; so that If she comes
Into opposition with her It Is only through ex-
treme pain, and the bitter teaching of tyrannyand Injustice. This isjust tho ago, indeed, when
the mother's Influence Ib evorythlug to a girl,and when a silly, an unjust, or an unprincipled
woman 1b tho very ruin of her life. But with
a low or evil-naturcd mother wo seldom see a
8wect Seventeen worth the trouble or writing
about; which shows at least one thing.the
Importance of tho womanly Influence at such
a time, and how perhaps so much that wo
blame in our modern girls lies to tbe account
of their mothers.
Great tact is required with Sweet Seventeen

in such society as Is allowed hor; care to bring
her out without obtruding her on tho world, or
making her forward and consequential, and
without attracting too much attention to her.
She Is no longer a child to be shut away In tho
nursery, but she 1b not yot entitled to the place
and consideration ofa member of society. And
yet It would be cruel to debar her wholly from
all that Is going on In tho house. To bo sure
thcro is the governess, as well as mamma, to
look aller her manners, and to give her ropo
enough and not too much; but by the lime a
girl Is seventeen a govcrncss^fK ceased to bo
the autocrat ex officio, andssfl^ obeys her or
not according to their j^^HP vl! strengths.
Still, the governess or uJ^^Vih lor the most
part at her elbow; anSfSKt Seventeen, ir
well brought up, Is JBHri' mtIe t0 ner
own guidance, andjwnrthu world onlythrough half-opened VSorei Girls of this age
are often wonderfully sad, and Bill of a kind of
wondering despair at the sin and misery they
arc learning to know. They take up extreme
views In religion, and'.talk largely on the
nothingness ofpleasure and tho emptiness or
the world; and many fair young creatures whom
their eldcrsyf laden with sorrowful experience,think full of hope nnd Joy, are ready lo give up
aB the pleasure of life, nnd to lay down life
Itself, for very disgust of that of which thdyknow nothing. They delight in. sorrowful la-
mentations and sentimental regrets put into
rhyme, and ono of toe funniest things in tho
world (b to Bee a <orJ dancing with the mer-
riest In the evenl.ig, and to hear hor talkingbrokenhcartcdnc8s In the.. morning. It Is
merely an example of tho old proverb about
the meeting of extremes; vacuity leading to
tho samo results as experience. But, however,
she takes this unknown life, It 1b always in tin
unreal nnd romantic aspect. Soino of more
robust mind delight in tho bolder stories of
Greece nt d Rome, and wish they had played a
part In the sensational, beorlsm of those grandold times; while others go to Venice, nnd make
pictures for themselves out of the gliding gon-
dolas and the'mysterious Council of Ten,tho lovely ladies with grim old fathers
and grim brothers acting as Insufficient gaol-
era, nnd the handsome cavaliers serenadingthem in the moonlight. That 1b their Idea of
love. They have no perception ol anything
warmer. It Is nil romance, and poetry, and
tender glances from afar, and long and patientwooing under difficulties and a ITttlo danger,with scarce a word spoken, and nothing more
expressive than a flower furtively given, or a

fond of adopting .unworkable views which

shadowed by the commonplace training whichIs her general lot, and the low aims-ofufe
which are the only ones held out to her.
