Flain Talk to llim from Two Leading
Republican Papers—Nepotlam and Ap-
pointments to Office of Friends te be
Stopped—Strong Opposition Hinted at,

Influence with the " sident. They ought to
have hd an nfluene:  and it should have pre-
vented the appomtiuents. It happened thoat
severnl wnong the valued persounl friends of
the Prestdent gave him money, and that he,
carcless and indifferent as to that, placed them
hlgh In oflice. Not only In regard Lo his Cabl-
net, but thronghout the country, the President
digplayed the vividness of his remembrance and
the keenpess of his gratilude to his personal
fricnds.  When we come to count up the rela-
tives he has appoint *d to oflice, they are not
very mhmerous,  But he has appolnteil person-
ul iends and the friends of friends and the
fuvorites of relatlves to a degree that s not
credible to hiy ssgmeity a8 ooanan of the people,
In his anpouncement that he did not intend
Lo have a poliey In conllict wilh the will of the
rcoylu e seems Lo huve been entirely slncere.
