210,000,000 per unpum, ineludiog Uie mere il se
aceonut, the movement of sprele nnd bulilon, the
obligations for Interest, excess ol freights carrled
in forelgn bottoms, and expenditures of Amoeri-
cans ln forelgn countrica. To meet and seltle
this consant Increasing and wiverse Lalance, un-
der the presenut condition of prices and cost of
production ln the United States, ihere Is hut one
resonyee, that ls, to remit certiticales of Indebted-
ness, natlonal, Stute or corporate.

The commissioner, therefore, polnts n'tentivn to
the fact that, while before the war we were
able to wholly pay for our forelgn lports and
aervices with the products of our own Industry,
Including, alter the discovery of Californfa, aml
up to the beginuing of the war, svch o proportion
only of our product of guld as it wonlil have been
