Philips, Jr., provision and produce broker of Cin¬
cinnati, in his circular of March 19th, says:
The cutting of hogs for winter packing has vir¬

tually closed for the season, but the returns as

yet have not been made public, and lc matters
little whether they are ever published or not. The
crop ls so mach in excess of that anticipated that '

correct returns cannot be arrived at this season. :

The packing at this point, as published by the
Price Current, ls a farce, and valueless for statisti¬
cal purposes. The editor gives as the total re-
ceints, exclusive of shipments, for the season,
"35-O-u hogs, counting 60 hogs to the car, but when
he makes up his estimate of the packing he finds ]
that the hogs were so very heavy this season that ,

they ceuld get only 40 instead of 50 to the car; yet
he makes the increase In weight only 12 lbs. per .

hog, or two hogs to the car ever 40. His estimate
of the Cincinnati packing ls 336,330 hogs with 12 ?

lbs. increase in weight, which wonld make 355,300
hogs of last year's weight. Statistics, unless pos- '

THAT WHISKEY RAID.-R. M. Wallace, deputy

collector Third South Carolina District, has

torwarded to Washington a detailed report or an

expedition into thc mountains in Greenville and
Pick-ens Coantics, arter the illicit distilleries in
that section ol thc State. Thc reveuue officers
were assisted by a company of thc oth United
States cavalry, ander the command of Lieutenant
Burns. During two weeks thirty-six still houses
were destroyed, nearly live hundred wash tubs
broken to pieces, and a quantity of spirits destroy¬
ed. Ten men were arrested and held to bail Tor

defrauding the revenue. He says that it is impos¬
sible to enforce the revenue laws In this State
without the aid of a mounted and armed force or
some character, a.ul no force ls so efficient as

United States soldiers. Ile regrets that Lieuten¬
ant Burns and his command were ordered to an¬

other point before thc expedition was finished, as

doubtless a large amount of whiskey ls made and
sold in the mountain region for which the govern¬
ment never gets a cent of tax. As long as thes«
Illicit stills arc run tue people will defy the reve¬

nue officers, and maka it next to impossible to

properly discharge their duties.

FKIE PILOTAGE.-The special Congressional
Committee on the causos of tho reduction or

American tonnage, had bcrore them last week

a delegation of shipowners and shipmasters
north ol the Chesapeake in favor of the bill now
berorethe committee relative to pilots and their
fees. There were present Henry R. Edmunds, D.
S. Stetson, Philip Fitzgerald, J. W. Everroan, of

Philadelphia, and R. S. Davis, who represented
thc New York shipowners. They presented a

memorial rrom the Vessel Owners and Captains'
Association or New York, in answer to the argu¬
ment of S. L. Spofford, of Boston, and William
AUan Butler, of New York.

In their memorial they state that they oppose
the system or compulsory pilotage, hair pilotage
and pilot, icenses, and ask that the bill now be¬
fore the committee shall enact "that any citizen
of the United States having coatrol of an Ameri¬
can vessel shall have the right to pilot the same in
and ont of the wat »rs or the United States, or the
several States; but in case the service or a licensed
pilot shall have been accepted, then the same to

be paid for as is or shall be established by the
laws of the several States, or ky the Uulted
States, or by mutual consent. The petition¬
ers deny any Intention of abolishing the

pilot svstem. They only ask protection from
thc constantly increasing exactions of the

pilots and the State Legislatures. They state

that very often they are forecd to pay for the ser¬

vices when not wanted. They want a tree pilot¬
age system. The New York pilot service, they
say. is composed or twenty-two boats, which,
they claim, cost an average or over $20,008 each,
or a total of $440,600. and of one hundred and
seventy-live licensed pilots. They allege that a

much smaller number of men could do all the
piloting or the port. The rates or pilotage or the

port or New York are higher thau those or any
other port of the United States. Theamouut of ton¬

nage in Hie coasting trade aud the trade of the
ports lu the Gu'..'or Mexico and the West. Indies
is about 2.000,000 tons, and the amount of pilot¬
age exacted from the masters and owners ol ves¬
sels is very large. Mr. Edmunds replied at length
to the arguments of those who favor thc pilots.

CIVIL RIGHTS.-On Saturday last a number
of negroes visited several of the bar-rooms and

restaurants, demanding liquor. Some of the

proprietors refused, among them Messrs. Meyer
and Fehrenbach, who were arrested, carried before
Magistrate Mackey and required to give security
to appear to answer thc charge of violating thc
Civil Rights Act. We learn that the party con¬

sisted or A. J. Ransler, county auditor and mem¬

ber of the Legislature; Wm. Mitchel!, clerk of

Council; W. R. H. nampton, an alderman; W. H.
Mishaw, a magistrate, and two or three others,
less known to fame; and that when they visited
Mr. Stelllng's restaurant, and he refused to
receive pay, they took several drinks apiece
before retiring.
