LIVERPOOL. April 1.-At the date or our last
issue a dull, heavy feeling prevailed. Middling
uplands were worth lljjd, and fair lNiolleruh
9>id. Confidence was much shaken on accouut
of the long continuance or heavy receipts at the
American ports. The feeling or depression greatly
increased in the early part or March. Aserióos
and unexpectedI decline took place iu ult the
American markets, accelerated, no doubt, by a

heavy drop in the poid premium. Cotton WHS

Çressed for sale, to arrive, especially from New
ork, and for several days our quotations for

American cotton, to arrive, declined about .Sd
daily, HU sales were made as low ¿is Hi ¡id lor
middling uplands irem New York, and S&d for
April-May stiipineul ol Hholierah ¡rom Bombay.
Prices i-i! the spot did nut give way so much, as
our stock ran very low under the detention of
import by easterly winds. Middling uplands
were not quoted below luj£d. and lair Dindierna
below 9d, though some irregular sales were made
even lower.

The evi¬
dence is now irresistible that this crop will prove
extraordinarily large, and yield a surplus to Hu-

ropc exceeding the most sanguine expectations
ho'.d at the beglnniug of the year. Current esti¬
mates tn America now range from 2,990,600 to

3,000,000 bales, not including Southern consump¬
tion, say "00.000 bales increase on last crop. Of
that increase about 550,000 bales ts already shown
at the ports, so that ir those estimates are reached
there must yet be an excess of 150,000 bales in the

receipts till the close of the reason, a tlgure which
people on this side are hardíy prepared for. We
refrain from expressing ac opinion of our own ou

this point iK-youd remarking that we do not see

evidence of that exhaus-iou of crop wc expected
by this time. The stocks in Interior towns still

keep larve, say 90.000 bales, and so the current

receipts tit ti e ports must be from plantations.
There mav. however, be ut any time a sharp fall¬

ing ort in receipt», and should that occur, it would

lighten the heavy feeling that now prevails in

uur market.
In ludia tue development of crop has been prc-

elsi iv the opposite of that in America; each month
has brought us poorer and poorer accounts of the

yield, and instead of the large surplus which was

expected three months ago.it is beyond doubt
ihut a great deficiency will be shown in thc ship¬
ments prior lo thc ruins, ami it seems unlikely
now that we can receive in this country ns much
Indian colton as last year. The shipments ol cot¬
ton from Bombay keep unaccountably small; the
total clearances up to the 25th of March are only
ic-¿,uoo bales, again«! 004.000 bales last year, and
the amount on shipboard is, we understand, fully
loo.ooo bales k.ss than at the same time last year.
The arrivals ol cottoti In Bombay from the interi¬
or ure still on a smaller scale than last year, aud
we do not sec how the clearances in April and
May can equal the same months last year: indeed
it seems not at all unlikely that the deficiency in
shipments at the break of the monsoon will be
200,000 bales compared with last year. This is n

very heavv deficiency, and can hardly bc repaired
even by the canal, for though Hie stock in Bom¬
bay at the break oí th« rams will, no doubt, be

shipped on" bv that route during thc monsoon,
little more cotton can reach Bombay till October
and November, and therefore much of the pre>cnt
Indian crop will not reach Europe till next year.
Tliere is no doubt now that the Oomrawuttee

crop was cut short very largely by the rams, and
it seems as if thc other crops will not turu out so

well as was once expected. We karu that the
yield of fibre from the seed cotton (kuppas) is

poorer than usual, and there -is no doubt that all
the crops are fur later than usual. We question
if more than half the Phollerah crup can begot
into ;:..ini>a> before tlie rains, and the balance
will probably not be shipped lill the cluse of this
vcar and the beginning of next une. The poor
development of the Indian crop goes a long way
to cuunterbalat.ee the excessive supply fruin
America, ami taking a broad view of thc whole
question of cotton supply, we do not see that our

spinners will have more than enough. A further
consideration has also tobe adden: The Ameri¬
can crop contains sn extraordinary proportion
of low sandy cotton-pleater than wc have been
accustomed to Tor many years-and the spinning
value of the crop will not rank aa high as its ap¬
parent magnitude would lead one to expect. A
very large impimi -ti our slock in the summer
months will consist or thc low sandy grades, dis¬
colored and full of dirt, ¡ind these w ill be almost
unsalable, wiule good cotton may be acaree aud
in active demand. We expect to sec an unexam¬
pled difference in value between middling and
ordinary cotton, ror the trade being healthy, spin
ners will not care to spoil their machinery und
löse favor with their workpeople rrom using trashy
cotton.

I'nfortunatcl.r lt so happens that thc bulk of
Hie Oonrrawnttee crop will also tie of wretch« d
quality, so that the choice of cotton to spinners
will be narrowed still further.
The Immediate future of this market will prob¬

ably Le controlled by the heavy Importa, which
will continue lor several weeks, and as Hie bulk
or lt is pressed for sale as so*n us landed, a strong
iraiie demand will bc needed to keep prices
steady. Whether the trade will abandon their
hand-to-mouth policy is diltlcult to say, and it ts
obvious that the course of our market w ill mainly
depend upon this circumstance. If receipts hold
on well in America for a few weeks l uger, spin¬
ners «viii feel their position so secure that they
will be content to stand aloof and lei our market
sink, but if thc crop shows signs of exhaustion
before long they will likely hoy freely themselves,
and would probably feel disposed lo do so. Our
market ls miw in Hie hands of the trade to un ex¬
tent we have not seen foi a very long lime past.
Thc aciual s:«ck of rott-.n wa« tnken on the

18th ult., and proved 18,000 bales greater than the
estimate.
