GRAND BALLOON ASCENSION.-Professor S. A.
E lng will make his one hundred and forty-fourth
balloon ascension from the Citadal Green, on

Thursday arternoon next. Tie aeronaut will be
accompanied by Mr. Walter Steele, of this city.
They will ascend as high, and sall as far as

wind, weather and circumstances will permit.
This unusual spectacle will be the first in this city
for ten years, and lt ls confidently believed will
prove of greater Interest than any previous at¬
tempts of the kind. The balloon Aurora to be used
for the ascension ls thirty feet in diameter, and
when attached to the car stands over fifty feet In
height. It has a capacity of sixteen thousand
cubic feet, and wUl J>e filled on Citadel Green
from the mains of the Charleston Gaslight Com¬
pany. The Inflation will commence about 2
o'clock, at which time spectators will be admitted
to the Green, and at 4 o'clock the balloon will
ascend.

"We are reviving the old Jockey Club, and hope
to have a meeting next rall, at a time that will
not interfere with Northern meetings. What
should that time be in your opinion: Do you
think Charleston would bea good point for West-
tern and Northern horses » We have scarcely any
stock in this State, and little in Georgia. Our
track is good, and the club wlU be able to offer
liberal purses." As you can answer these ques¬
tions better than I, I send you thc above extract.

CARL BENSON.
The Turr, Field and Farm sayi in reply: "We

presume that Northern stables would attend the
[marleston races at* almost any time in the year,
provided other engagements were not Interfered
..ritli. But to do this, the time selected fer thc
neetlng must be either early in the spring or
ate in Uie fall. At Jerome Park, Saratoga and
Long Branch, the attractions are great, and they
ast from June nntil November. Therefore, to se-
:ure the support of Eastern stables, the Charles-
ion programme must not be named for the
months embraced in this period. When the
Washington course was in the zenith of Rs fame,
be races took place in February, and we would
luggest that the Jockey Clnbflx upon this month,
[rue, such a time may Interfere with meetings in
oulslana and Alabama, but then we rarely find
¡astern stables either at Mobile or New Orleans,
he points are too far from New York, cont¬

inently these races depend upon Southern and
Vestern horses. But as Charleston ls In close
lommunlcatlon with New York, lt ls our Impres¬
ión that a meeting advertised there for the most
ileasant winter month, would not fall fer the
ack of horses. The Eastern stables would then
>e idle, and, we doubt not, be anxious to run

iway from the snow storms or the North."
