j King Lear.

It ls only Shakespeare who can make the

great types of human power and passion as

worthy oí each other as of his own transcendent

genios-lt ls only "King Lear" which can equal,
without repeating, "Hamlet," and "Othello," and
"Macbeth." If the noble Moor exhausts for us

the painful, breathless sympathy, which suffers
with the great hea-t "not easily jealous, but per¬
plexed in the extreme;" If the melanchcly Dane

puts Into "those wise saws which cut so deep into
the core or life," the Inmost musings of the sor¬

rowful, doubting heart of mau; ir in Macbeth the

mighty wrestle or will with conscience, and or

ambition with loyalty and faith, shakes the struc¬

ture of our commou nature to Its lowest base-If
in all these the lyre or humanity has been struck

through almost Its universal compass, the har-

many would still lack perhaps Its supremest
chord, without the sombre music which only the
infinite sorrows or the discrowned King could

adequately supply. There must still be the un¬

utterable contrasts or this last marvellous picture,
In which to the outer calamities or his Chal¬
dean prototype, "Lear" Ands added the sharper
pangs of unnatural ingratitude and monstrous

hate, there must still be summoned from the cav¬

ernous depths or evil a Regan and a Gonerll to

point this supreme moral; there must still last, yet
most ot all. be that Cordelia, noblest woman since
the old Greek dreamed or Antigone, to embody
that "soul or goodness," to whose eternal exis¬

tence, even in the utmost tyranny or wrong,
Shakespeare ls never weary or bearing witness.
To the interpretation or this sublime concep¬

tion, Mr. Forrest brought last evening ail the

powers or his great genius, and, had he been

adequately supported, there can be no question
but that the success or the play would have been

as complete as was his own triumph. Bu: the

action or "Klug Lear" ls so evenly distributed
among the subordinate characters that it ls per¬
haps impossible tor an ordinary stock company to

do it Justice. Thrown upon Ms own resources,
however, Mr. Forrest was more than equal to the
necessities of the hour. Before the first act was

over he had struck a chord in his hearers' hearts
which never failed to respond through the whole
gradual unfolding or the pitiful drama. The ter¬
rible carse In the last scene or the first act was

given with a magnetic effect which first chilled the
whole house'.ato breathless silence, and then drew
forth round after round of applause, which would
mt be st Pied until Mr. Forrest appeared before the
curtain. His "Klug Lear" ls by far, we think,
his greatest, because his most finished and con¬
sistent Impersonation, and ls perfectly true to
its ideas.
"Vlrglnlus," which ls underlined for to-night,

has been called by Hazlitt, the best acting tragedy
of the modern stage. Sheridan Kaowles, Its au¬

thor, ls the Barns of dramatic poetry, "uneducat¬
ed" m the sense or preferring nature to art, and
simplicity to variety and complication. The title
role ls one which affords room for the most pow¬
erful and passionate acting, the play was writ¬
ten originally for Macready, and all the great
tragedians, since his time, have made it a favorite
study, while Mr. Forrest hlmseir has woo some or
His nighest laurels in lr. He will make his last

ispearance this evening, an 1 we hope Charleston
will turn out in force to speed his parting.
