able locatlon. They had been earnest advocates
of the_project. had labored assuiuously. far s
adoptien by - the Grand Lodge, ‘and were, from’
every ol personal and Mesonie pride,
earnestly aevoted to 1ts successful execnrion; but:
we were deepls impressed with the msﬁﬁubﬁlty
which devolved upon us. The Grand Lodge had
generously given To ua' the.largest powers. It
had glven to ugauthority to burden it with debi,
and to mortgage its enure property. The very
magnitude of tne confidence . demanded
from us the ntmoest prudence. The Grand

was not present—it conld not be consulted. It
was for us ro'think ar 1 act for it, aund'we werg
bound in honor and d'..y to 80 watch over its in-
1erests, that 1§ property rhould not be hazarded
por ita rrosperity imperilled.

To bave ylelded to the pressure which was
brougkt npon us, and to have purchased a lot and
lald ihe corner-stone, in the hupe that the neces-
sary funds woald be in sume manner raised aml
the bikding campleted, would have been, in dur
judgfient, an gc of weakness; and whilels was
painfal to us tu difer frun: brethrea for whom we
entertained tlie highest respecr, and whose zeal
we adimired, we ieit that the responsibility was
upon ug, not u them; and that if hereafter
1oss should ensue, and the Grand Lodge find it-
sell with a Reavy debt, a hai-finished bailding

Believing that a tair and full explanation of the

facts. and of the motives which had (ufluenced
the caminittee would remove all objections, the
Grand Master convened the Masters and \War-
dens of theclty lodges on the 17th September.
The committee attended the conference, and so-
licted a statement ofall objecilons, and gave all
the Information and explauations tecessary. The
ri:sult of the conference was the adoption by the
committee of a resoiution fo rescind the resolu
:lon adopting a plan, and (0 ca:l for sddlilonal
plans and estimates, and also for estimates on the
plan submitted by Mr. Devereux—a'l plans and
estimates to be sent in to the Grand Secretary by
the 20th O r. Advertl t to this effect
was made in the Charleston, Columbia and Green-
ville papers.
The result of the conference was gratifying; nll
the lodges which had subscrived, with the ex-
ceptlon of two, adopted resolutions sustaining
the action of the committee and renewling thelr
Bubscriptidns.

This Most Worshipful Grand Lodge, 48 ypu are
aware, at its last anuual communluadon author-
ized the appolntnfent of & commitiee to procure
asnitable j- wel to be presented to you as a token
of the grateful appreciation n which she beld
your yaluable services as Grand Secretary for the
three preceding years. At that communieation
yon had signiled your unwillinguess longer to
perform thiose arduous durles, and retired from
the position, leaving the Grand Lodge in a condl-
tlon of nnexampled prosperity. We remembered
that when you frst assumed that office In 1886,
only some thirty-eight lodges were represented,
while one hundred and twenty were represented
in 1569, nor did we forger that your lodelatigable
labors contributed in no sniall degree to the large
increase. 1t was during your term of vilice, also,
that apowthe Grand Secretary of this jurisdicrion
first devplved the preparatlon of the annual re-
port on foreign correspondence, and we cuuld not
fail 1o realiza that your coplous and able reports
not only added much that was valuable to Ma-
sonie literature, but tended to elevate still higier
{n pablic esteem, at hom~ and abroad, the beautl-
ful tenets of eur Order; end alded In placing this
Graud Lodge among ' he feremost In the world, as
an intelhgent and [althful exponentof pure Maszon-
lc Iaw anf prinelples. We, therefore, feel ourselves
under great vbligations to you; we owe yona debt
of graiitude we Can never repay, nordo we ex-
pect to do §0. :

This jewel, which I hold in my hand, does not
do it; it cannot do It, but itis shuply Intended as
a reminder of the obligation.

Coming
from o high & source, it s nolL merely o distin-
guished testimonlal to the samiafactory perform-
ance of my (uties as Grand Secretary and con-
ductor ef thelr forelen currespondence, but of the
personal friendship and cortlinl esteem of this
noble body, which it has ever been wy desire to
serve with all zeal and fdelity.

I trust it will not be deemed Imwmodest in me to
say that no event of my publle life hay been to me
such a sdurce of pure snd unmixed pleasure as
1he cariy, aud stable reorganization of the nume-
rous lodges throughout our State—left In mourn-
ing and rain, &S gimost oll of them were, by the
L ovent of our nnhappy civil strife.  And as one by
one those ancient Temples rose again from the
dust, and my brethren Kuelt once more around
thelr rebuilt altars, my heart ha« been filed with
deepest thankfalness that In that plous work my
hands were permitted to take an hnmble part.
That jus‘ice and peace may dwell evermore wirlrin
those fanes, and that my brethren may earnestly
sirlve to hast: n that blessed rime when the prio-
ciples npon which our orler has heen lmmemora-
nly founded shall everywhere prevall, and the
dreadfal sounds of war cease thr-ughout all
lands and among all people, s my heartrels

prayer.

Let u3 blend patience and endurance With zeal
and hope, fatth and courage, and we shall yet
rise to the possessi.n of those grand leights
on which oar temple sha!l Fet he piaced, and we
shall erewhile behold the shlulug portals of that
temple unfolding {ts mystic doors for our recep-
1fun. amd passing beneaih its consecrated pillars,

weshall once muore kneel together Lefore its sub-
lime altars in & plous hunulliy. which shall be

equaily free from shame and fear. We have but
towill ir, my brethren, and persevere. and the
very winds of Heaven s'eil give us the wings
for fight and that soul which makes the aapira-

| sfon of all kindred Masonle virtoes, stimulated by
the proud acknowledgement of past labors, I
dedicate anew to your service the best agencles
and endeavors of my future days.
