By authority ol the last Legislature the Court
ol Appeals has just prescribed a series of rules
for the admission to the »-bar,, under which
every applicant must have served a clerkship
of three years in a regular attorney's office. A
clerkship ot two years, however, is only ne¬

cessary when the student has besides attended
a course of lectures for one year in a law
school. The applicant must also pass an ex¬

amination. Hitherto the passing of an exam¬

ination was the only requisite, without regard
to the period of study.

The l3Sues ot 1872.

Daj by day the prospect brightens for the
Democracy. For the first time for yéars
there is serious alarm throughout the Radical
camp.

that the Democracy intend to fight the battle
af 1872, and President Grant, Senator Mor¬
ton and the Republican leaders must aban-
