!A BRUTAL OUTRAGE.

An Enraged Negress In Orangcbur« At¬

tempts to Murder Her Employer's
t Wife. -

The Orangeburg. News presentsIhe follow¬
ing harrowing storys *

On the 15th Instant, a. most diabolical-at¬
tempt was made bya young negro woman to
kill che wife of a gentleman residing in the
vicinity or Branchville, whose name, ter deli¬
cate reasons, we forbear to mention.

It appears that on the morning of the day
above named, while Mr. .-- was In his
field as usual, tn ts negro woman" (who was
also an employee of his) left rfer work, and
went io his house, with an axe In band, deal¬
ing his wlte blow after blow. The noise of a
wagon, or some oilier'vehicle passing, occa¬
sioned, her to desist for a moment, through
fear of belna detected; and la thia, short inter¬
val she seemed to havfe baen struck -with re¬

morse ol conscience, and she could not find
courage toi un her lacerate and beat the poor
bleeding, agonizing plebe ol suffering.humani¬
ty that lay before ber. and told her that she
would spare her life If she would promise not
Xo tell her-husband who committed the deed.
The negro woman then returned to the
field and resumed' her work. Tbe condition
ofMrs.-was discovered by some one on
the place, who immediately communicated
Vie intelligence to ber husband. When he got
to ber side, be found ber lying upon the bed
weltering in her blood.- The only thing that
surprises us is* that be did not makô short
work of the Hie of the one who did the deed.
