EVENTS AND INCIDENTS OF THE DAY.

Exciting Scenes at the éity Hall-T. J.
Mackey asa Non-combatant—3A White

tack of Monday—Outrageous Behavior
of the Torchlight Processlon=The
Total Registered Vote,

The clty was comparatively qniet yesterday,
and, as the white citizens assembied at the pol.s
in considerable force, the Radicals, for the most
part, wereon their good behavior. Deep Indigna-
tion was excited by the report of the deviliries

ed cltizens vowed that they would, at the polls
to-day, stop the Plllsbury Ringof the powers

people. The result of the registration was re-
garded as highly favorable to the cause of good
government. It i8 conceded on all sldes that
vigorous and steady work_to-day will secare the
trinmph of the Citizens’ pary.
ALMOST-A FIGHT IN THE CITY HALL.

Profitlng by the experlence of the preceding
day, the working commlitee of Ward 1 tarned ont
in numbers, and &t an early houor the City Hall,
where the registration was going on, was fliled
w!tlr young men standing and sittiog quletly
syound. Thingslooked threatening, but all pass-
ed off quletly untll about 12 o'clock, when a sea-
faring white man presented himself for registra-
tion. Thomas Jefferson Mackey, the disinterested,
immediately challenged the rezistratlon, s he
wasn the habit of doing every.other abont which.
The candl-
date stated that he plied his trade between thla
port and Wilmington, had pald rent here for thres
years, and had & family In ihe city. Upon this
‘one of the managers proposed to allow him to
reglster. The disinteresied here gos farious and
deaounced the family of the csngmqpe for mgls-
tration In the coarsest terms, and putting o his
flercest -look tried " to make capltal with
his party by sccusing the Citizens' party
of the perpetration of all of the frands
in registration. Ope of the managera calmly
told him this was not 50, and sugzested that the
Rad;cals were to be blamed In almost every in-
gtance for illegal registrations, The Texan
Fanger tried auother blnf, and wound up an ino-
flammatory harangoe with, “It is' yoa white
scoundrels who flogged and lacerated the bare
backs of negro slaves that cansed this tronble.”
This was too mooh for flesh and blsod to bear,
and Mr. Moses Levy, jumping up, siid to the
‘Mexican hero: “-Yoular; you d—2u Iylng puppy,”
and “went for that heathen Chitee.” A tremen-
dous row ensued, the pegroea ontside of the rail-
{ng ye'ling out, *Stand up 1o him'T. J., we Wil back
yon;" but, unsustalned by morphine, Bombastes
was nuequal to the fray, and execaoted a flank
motement out oI the row in a mapner most
creditable to his prodence. The confuslon lasted
for a few minutes, and was gonsiderably increased
by the new Bpecial pollce, Who knaw nothing of
thelr dnty, and ran aroond bean g thelr]"
clabs with all the symptumu of helplesd itisanity,
The managers did their utmbost to stop the dis-
torbance, and too mach credit esnnot be given to
Lieatenant J. J. Young, whose prompt action did
much toward restoriog quiet in the hall.

RIOT IN FRONT OF THE GUARBHOUSE.
About half-past 7 o’clock In the eveflog, one of
the most serions riots which occnrred daring the
day originated In frrnt of the Guardhouse, in
Broad street.. Tne crowd, which was composed
mostly of colored meén, were highly excited over
the arrest of one of thelr number, when an alter-
caticn occurred between two white men. As
one vl them roshed opon the oiber, & negro
struck hin In the back part of the head, and the
blow prec;pitated the riot, The crowd surged
together, and swayed to and fro, cursiog and
yellinz, and. striklog ont wildly apd {adiseriml-
nately. The police were] convnjent, and, harry-
ing out, selzed several of the _ articlpants. These-
.were pulled towardsand into the large lron gate
of the Guardhoumse., The police, however, were
unabie to close the gates agalnst the crowd, and
they rosbed In. A violent struggle now ensued
Just witnin the gate, and, as the dense mass
moved abiut, the lamp-shades qulvered, and the
balustrade of the vfMice threatened each moment

grew less, and, 83 no.one knew what they were
fightiog about, the participants soon gave up the
gport, One colo-ed pollceman was eeverely cat
in the neck and head, and one colored olilzen
was wounnded In the head with a brick.
A SAMPLE OUTRAGE.

About 9 o'clock Monday evening, as Mr. John,
B. Miller was returning to'his home In Bogard
streét throngh Rutledge avenue, his attention
wag srrested as the Radical mob approached hlm
by seelog two persons quarrelling on the side-
walk. Hestepped up and, while trylog to make
peac: between them, the torchlight procession
camé up and he was assiiled. by a powerful ne-
gro. Mr; Miller de’ended himself unarmed, but
was assalled on all sides by the lafariated mob,
one of whom strack him acrgss the head with a
slung shot. They then trampled and beat him
as he Iay, and left him for dead upon the streat.
His friends took him up and carrled him
to his home near by, where he received
-medicaljassistance. He wasnnconscloos for several
hours, and but little hopes were emtertaliied of |
“his recovery. Yesterday mornlong several pleces
of ukn!l, which had been crushed In by the blow,
were extracted by his physicians, Later lothe
day Mr. Miller was much better, though ordered
not to move by his physiclan. He was saMclently
recovered to converse with our reporter, and gave
the trone statement of the facts ol this inhuman
outrage as they occurred. The statement In the
Radical organ I8 distorted to salve over the mat-
ter and hide the shocking crime of which the mob

were gallty.
LA COMMUNT IN CHARLESTON.

The hall of the ..otemptibla oulrages com-
mitted during the Radical saturnalla of M:nday
night are not yet told. The reckless band of
howling negroes who made that dight hideous
and memorable missed no opportanity of vant-
ing, nader the cowardly cover of the certainty of
non-identifcation {n the mob, every sort of petty
spite ngainst their political opponents, and, in-
deed, agalnst every one whose appearance or
surroandings bore evidence of prosperity. The
mob sesmed actoated by the =ame llloglcal

agrarian fary that vrecently Iimpelled La
Commune of unhappy Parls, and filled
that Queen Oity of the world with

the abomination of desolation. Only one noticea-
ble difference exists between the two kinds of
i{rreconcilables. The Paris mob Was an eroption
agalnst the local and natlonal autiority, while
the Charleston rioters are not only encouraged,
but organized and led by the very officlals whose
voices, and whose acts, shonld be directed on the
slde of repression of violence and conservation of
peace. Of the incidentgl oatrages remalnlng to
be chronicled, the following are fit examples:

Lighted wrcnw were hurled lato the open Wwin-

dows3 of a honse qn Rutledge avenue, and another
on Calhoun street; ladles In thelr residences, all
along the llne of march, were saluted
with torrents of profanity, mixed with
the most volgar ribaldry, and on Rutledge
averne brickbas and other missiles were hurled
among the groups of ladies on the plazzas and at
the doors and windows. The Board of Trade
rooms wera also at:acked with a shower of mis-
slles, which had the etfect of injaring an unoffend.
ing colored man. While the procession was
marching up Broad strest, Mr. W, P. Ponlnot, &
private watchman, was struck a terrible blow in
the abdomen with & clobin the hands of ane of
the proceasionists, and had barely time to escape
with his life from the attacks of the mob.

AN EMEUTE IN COLUMBUS STREET.

The reglstration at the polling place in Ward 7
progressed quietly until about ten o'clock, when
Mr. Calvert, a white man, liviog in Hanover
street, came forward to register. The members
of the Citizens' party present all knew him, s
did also the Radical challenging committee, but
he was challenged by a colored outslder, and one
man from each committes was sent with him to
his residence to allow him to verify his statement.
On their retarn and favorable reporthe was al-
lowed toreglster, and had left the place, when
the Radieals, who had congregated ontside, and
Were angry at-having been fofled in thelr at-

DONNYBROOK FAIR IN WARD B,

The firat precinct of the elghth ward was not
by any means as qulet as most of the others, and
early in the morning large groups of men belong-
log to the opposing patties were gatlfered about
the poll at the Niagara Engine-honse In Sires
streel. Aboat 9 o’clock, 8 colored. candldate for
registration was challenged by Mr. M. Hogan,
who recognized him as one of the hands working
at & certain mill across the river in St. Thomas.
The fellow, with & huge stick, backed oat intothe
streei, shonting, “Who is Hogan anyhow," and
calling him a “Irish honad.” This was too
muoch, and Hogan jumped into #he streetand
rushed at the negro. The frienda of both partles
crowded ig, and fora time bloody work seemed
Imminent. The efforts of the peacemakers, how-
ever, succeeded, and the two princlpals in the
dlstarbance were asrested, to be released around
the corner. No deadly weapons were used, apd
nobody was hurt.

At the Congréss street precinct all was quiet
Rﬂgiatraﬁon wént on slowly, and the managers
amosed themselves at [ntervals with eal:lng
watermelons.

Mr. J.-M. Rhett opposed the resolation upon the
ground thatas United States troops were to be
Btationed at the precincts, It was useless for the
citizens to gothere, He thooght that the white
people were quite strong enmough to defend the
votera and the ballots, and he dld not approve of
calllng in the soldiers to dlscharge what was the
plain duty of the citlzens.

After some expianatory remarks by Mr. Geo. S.
Cameron and Colonel McErady, the resolution
was adopted.

The Hon. G. A. Trenholm, chairman of the com-
mittee to confer with-the authorities, was now
present, and submitted the foilowing report :

_ The committee have had an interview with the
Mayor, and with General Anderson and General
Getty. The latter officer assured the committee
that n detachment of United States goldlers,
ranglog in nomber from three to Blx as required,
woald be statloned at each polliny precinct du-
ring the time that the poills remalined open. The
Mayor had promised that he wonld appoint last
night a body of one hondred.and tweaty-five
white speclal constables or police, (he had ap-
polnted one hundred amd twenty-five In the
mornlng, of whom only elght or ten wers whites)
who shounld give anthority to the soldlers to ln-
terfere in case of riot. Both Generals Getty and
Anderson met with alacrity the proposition of the
committee, and it was due to the Mayor to say
that he seeraed disposed to go &s far as he could
In the same direction. The committee impressed
upon the authoritlea the fact that they sought the
advantage of no political party, that tliey were
actuated by no anlmosity towards amy class of
people,.and that their true object was the pre,
vention of disorder and the malatenance of

only asked the co-operation of the Maniclpal,
State and Federal authorities In an effort to avold
the occasion of riot. The authorities appeared to
be strock by this statement, and from the firat
there was no.dlscussion except of detalls. Gene-
ral Getty sald that his artillery should be ready
for action, and that & sectlon, If desired, could be
statloned |n the City Square. The committee did,
pot think this necessary. All that they wanted
was \he presence at the polls of men who bore
the emblems of authority, which every one conld
recognize, and who would be prepared to put
down any dlstarbagce. The number of soldiers
detailed for each ward would be datermined on
at once, and the Mayor had promised%o appoint,
without delay, the white special pollce.

The report of Mr. Trenholm was accepted, and
the meeting, on motion, adjourned sine die.
