ADVESTURES OF A MULE—A NAUGHTY JACK.
Yesterday moraing Jack Barber, & colored
man of dignified appearance, might have been
seen wending his way down Meeting street
mounted upon & diminutive specimen of the
mule kind. The elongated ears of the animal
slsing backward and forward, with hls dig-
nified gait, and the dangliog legs o' the rider
with his feet almost touching the pavement,
formed a picture at once unigre and attract-
ive. The “solllary horseman” was grieving
over his lot, for, obedient to the mandates ol
the law, he was bringing down his tried and
faithful ass to Trial Justice Jobn G. Mackey's
court, who had adjudged the mule to another
clalmant In a case of trover but late,
ly fried. With the air of a martyr, and a
cunning twinkle In his eye, Jack bade fare-
well to hig mule and left the court in & hurry.
The donkey, howrver, had beenseen and roark-
ed by other perlies, and before he was out of
sight of the trial justice’s court, Jack was ar-
rested and brought belore Trial Justice Ma-
grath charged with cheating and swindling.
From the afidavit in the case and the evidence
glven, it appears that Jack had borrowed the
donkey from & county official, and after usiog
it for some time lostead of returning it, he
had sold it to a man named H. Gadeden for
twenty-five dollars. The money was more use-
ful to Jack than the mule—it travelled faster
and was soon gone. In the meantime the
owner of the donkey demanded his animal,
and Jack not being in a situation to retnrn it,
@ suit In trover was the comsequence. Jack
stood the suit, and Justice Mackey having de-
cided agalnst him, he was ordered to produce
the mule. Packing his brain for a way to es-
cape from his dilemmsa, he at lenmgth struck
upon & prilliant scheme, and, golng to his
friend Gadsden, he borrowed the mule just Lo
take & ride down town. He would then de-
liver the mule into court, and let Gadsden and
the others fight it out among themselves. His
#Ke down town and the delivery of the mule
into conrt were accompliet.ed; but the subse-
quent arrest was “‘a scene not in the bills,”
and for which he was who!ly unprepared. Not
being able to give beil, he was committed to jail

to a“lt his examinaiion.

A FaTaL FRrRACAS BETWEEN GIRLS.—An in-
qulst was held yesterday morning at No. 16

guson, a colored girl about twelve years of
age, who died at half-past elght o'clock. On
Thursday, the 28th of September, the deceased
had gone imto the street, and In front of her
residence met Mary Heyward, another colored
girl, about ten years of age. The two began
to quarre! jor soma trivial words, and & fight
ensulog, the deceased threw Mary on the
ground and pommelled her badly. Attracted
by the nolse the mother of Mary came out,
and the deceased seelng her, jumped up from
her prostrate foe and beat a retreat. While
she was dolng this her antagonist, Mary, selzed
an old piece of tin and threw it ather. The mis-
sile, which was an old tin pan bent double, had
ajagger noint, and this struck the deceased In
the lelt temple and remained fixed in the bone.
The girl was taken in and the services of a
physician procured. The wound was a gevere
one, the tin requiring several tugs before It
could be drawn from the bone. The deceased
was apparently doing well for some daye, but
was finally taken with the lockjaw and died a8
stated. The jury found that the deceased
came to her death by lockjaw. superinduced
by the wound In her temple; and further add-
ed that Mary Heyward had caused the wound
by misfortune and contrary to her will. Mary
has been bound over Lo await the actlon of the
