“THE LAST TOURNAMENT."

Some Appetizing Extracts from the Lat=
est Poem of the Luureate.

The announcement of i new poem ol o thou-
sand lines by Tennyson, stirs the pulseall the
more that the poem irselt’ is to come immedi-
ately upon the announcement. It is an nnex-
pected pleasare, a something not hoped for, a
weratitication which is not to tease us with de-
Jay and is heralded by no flonrish of trompets.
“The Last Tounrnament” is another Arthuriun
idyll of the same warp and wool with the miag-
pificent tapestries of 1he awze of knightly ro-
mance already woven by Tennyson. The
poem I8 subdneil—almost  sombre—in col-
oring and tone. The wall of November
winds is in every line. The hero s Sir
Tristram, ooc ol 1he younger knights of
“Wic Itound Table, in whom the growing moral
degeneracy of the time dims the glory of mayr-
tial deeds. e isthe lover of Queen Isolt, ol
Tiritain, who'is wedded to the brutish and be-
solted Mark. At the conclusion of the last
tournament in which the Knights of the Rouud
Table engage, Sir Tristram, victor inall the
Jousts, rides forth to visit Isolt, who has becn
immured by her jealous lord in the lonely cas-
tle of Tintagil. Since he sww her lasl he hias
married a namesake of the Queen—Lthe fair,
white-haired Isolt, of Brittany, whom he does
not love: and as he rides, his mind 13 vexed
with devising how Lo smaooth It over fo one lie
Joves as well as his shallow nature cun love,
To please her and show his devotion, he car-
yied the rich prize of the tournament Lo hang

abont her neck.
