WASHINGTON, October 7.
Tbe Star (Republican) publishes tbe follow

Ine dispatch from Pnlladelphla : "Theelec
tloh to morrow is the only thing thought of,
or talked of. There Isageneral standstill In
business, and every one ts preparing for to
morrow. 80 far as thu city ls concerned tbe

canvass of the Republicans ls the most thor¬
ough and systematic ever made. I am sorry
I cannot say the same for tbe State, it ls

generally acknowledged that the Republican
State committee ls a very inefficient one, and

Its canvass has been a series of blunders. This
with the unpopularity ot Hartranfc, the Re¬
publican candidate lor governor, has had a

despairing effect, but fortunately all this was
understood early lu the campaign, and every
effort was made to counteract it. There are

lew Liberal Republicans in the State, and If
an unobjectionable mau bad been placed In

nominauon for the governorship the Republi¬
cans would sweep the State by at leaät thirty
thousand majority. There seems to be doubt,
however, of flartranll's election, and In the

pool Bales he is the choice by one hundred
to eighty. Even bets are made that he will
have 10,000 majority in the State. BUCK alew
Is expected to come to the city with 5000 ma¬

jority, and Hartranft, lt is said, will carry this
city by 15,000 majority. Some put it as high
as 17,000, aod none lower than 10,000. These
are the calculations of the Republican com¬
mittee. The Democrats, on the other hand,
claim that Buckalow will come to the city
with 20,000 majority, and that the eily will not

give Hartrantt over 10,000 majority, thus
electing Buckalow by 10,000. The indications
are that the Republican estimate is the cor¬

rect one, and betting men are using lt as their
baals of operations. The total registra¬
tion la the city ls 162,000, an in¬
crease of thirty thousand over last year's
election, when the State ticket had 12,000
majority in the city. The Democrats have
been demoralized in the city, and have aimed
all their efforts to the State. The Republicans
have taken advantage of this and their work
will certainly make Hartranft successful.
That the Democracy have colonized a large
number of men from Baltimore and New
York In mining districts there is no doubt.
Tbe Republicans, however, have organized a

strong detective force which has been detailed
to watch and prevent sporting men from
voting. Sporting men from all parts ol the
country are here, with Jobn Morrissey and
John Chamberlain at their head. There are

regular pool sales established, the same as
at horse racing, and lt Is estimated that a
quarter ofa minion dol.ars will change hands
on the result."_

-THE RADICALS BALKED.

An Attempt to i> 0 tbe Bayonet Law In
the Keystone State.

PHILADELPHIA, October 7.
A special session of the Supreme Court was

held to-day. Judges Strong, McKenna and
Cadwallader ion the bench. The following
question, growing out of the report that
fraudulent naturalization papers were In exis¬
tence, was propounded: Whether when, In
toe event of a man offering to vole upon a
naturalization paper purporting to have been
Issued out ofthe proper office in Philadelphia,
which paper is known to be fraudulent, in
consequence of his not having been to Phila¬
delphia during that lime, the deputy United
States marshal can arrest such a person so

offering and endeavoring to vote upon the
spot and take him belore the United Slates
commissioner ? Judge Strong, the other
judges concurring, said: "The eighth section
of tbe act of Congress of February 28, 1871,
defines very clearly the duty of the marshal
and deputy marshals, and I know no authori¬
ty In this court by which I caa instruct
them," .

SPARING UNCLE SAM.

An Important Decision by tbe Mixed
Commission*

WASHINGTON. Ootober 7.
The British Commission deo'.ded an import¬

ant principle in two cases tor tobacco burned
at Richmond. Tue claimants (Scotch mer¬

chants) alleged themselves the owners of the
tobacco in question at the outbreak of the
wax; tbat tb*> President, by tim proclamation
Ot blockade, aBd the Congress by the non-

¿ Intercourse act of June 18, 1861, prevented
their removal of the same, although under
tba non-lnterco:\rfe act the President was

permitted to license special and limit¬
ed trade with, the Insurrectionary dis¬
tricts, and, as the claimants alleged, such
licenses were given those willing to take
an active part against the rebellion in prefer¬
ence to aliens and neutrals. The claimants
charged the subsequent destruction and loss
of their tobacco to inls prevention of removal
by the United »tates, and claimed the United
Btatea to be liable therefor. On demurrer to
the memorials, the commission decided
against tbe claims, holdiog In effect the proc¬
lamation of blockade, the non-Intercourse act
and the practice of the United Str.tes under
them to be lawful acta of war with u the law of
nations. . II .this claim could have been sus¬
tained, the United States would be made
liable for an Immense amount of property In
the South, owned by allens at the outbreak of
the war. The Southern Claims Commission
commenced its sessions to-day.

She is of light
draft, and has a carrying capacity ot" from
three thousand to three thousand three hun¬
dred bales of cotton.
