. COLLEGE LIFE.

The Vost ot Kducttlon at English «nd
American Universities.

The system of "unattached students" at the
University of Oxford, England, as we learn
froma recent report, is working well, and in
tbat country, where the cost of living at a uni-

veraiBxis far greater than here, proves itself
to be a great public blessing. The term "un¬
attached students" means simply students who
arenotattached to any college. Ordinarily a J
yoong man on entering the university becomes
a member ofsome one of the colleges which

together form the university. The cost of liv¬

ing atfone of these colleges has been swelled
by custom and tradition to a high figure, and
thia ra what makes the expense of obtaining a

literal edecalion in England so great
In 18CS-9-& plan was adopted for the benefit

of the poorboys, by which it became possible
to obtain atmivarsUy degree without this un¬

necessary expense. A young man, instead of
. enrolling himselfas a member of a collette, en¬
ters a boarding-house in the town and receives
the instruction of the university faculty. He
is in all respects a member of the university,
receives a similar decree to that given to the
members of the colleges, and in all respecte he
stands on a level with his fellow-students. The
only difference is thal he does not receive any
instruction from the college tutors, a deficien¬
cy which he can more than make good by a

little extra study, while in return he is able to
save theamount of the fees and of tho number¬
less expenses incidental to a lite in chambers.
During tbe first year that the system was in
use the number oí students availing themselves
of its privilege* waa. fifty; the year following
the cumber was' seventy-two; the year after
the roll Contained one hundred and four names,
and dnrfng the year 1871-2 one hundred and
twenty-five men were studying as unattached
students. Tho most-important feature of the
report, however, related to the cost of living.
The average amount of the necessary expenses
for.a year are given at about two hundred and
thirty-six dollars, and the report says that the
results thus far "prove- conclusively that
careful student oan get throngh bis Oxford
career for a sum not exceeding fifty pound
sterling a year"-about tKO hundred and fifty
dollars. The report adds that the amount of
mtèllectuaJ|Dfe and induatry developed by the
unattached system compares favorably with
that common amoDg the average members of |
S College r.T]¡y
Two h ar.Jrod and fifty dollars a year would

be considered by most boys at American col-
t leges as a rather small allowance for a year's

expenses, although, it is true that the popular
notions aa to the cost of obtaining a liberal
education in this country are not as accurate as

they might be. Wilhams College, in Massachu¬
setts, was founded in 1793. In round numbers,
and including only the necessaries ol life, such
as board, lodging, washing and tuition, the
total ooet of living at this college during the
school year is not more than two hundred dol¬
lars. Tho sito of the college is in a smaU
couutrv vills^o.
' The Universi ty of Virginia, which was found¬
ed in 1819, nnder the anspioes of Thomas Jef-

. ferson, is situated in Charlottesville, a small
town in Albermarle County, Ya., which offers
little, inducements for unusual extravagance.
The expenses of this institution amount to a

little less than three hundred dollars a year.
A year's residence at Cornell University, whioh
was opened in 1868, andie situated nearithaca,
a town.of about nine thousand inhabitants, in
the State, of Kew lurk,' costs a young man

about three hundred dollars.
At Tale CoUeee and Harvard University, tbe

first of which was chartered in 1701, and the
second in 1633, the cost of Uving is higher than
at either of the institutions already mentioned.
This, however, is accounted for by their situa¬
tion, the first being in New Haven and the
other in Cambridge, near Boston. At Har-
vard a student's yearly expenses amount on an

average, to four hundred dollars, whioh is
about what it costs for a year's residence at

. Yale.
* The figures we have given cover only à young
man's necessary expenses. 'TraveUiog ex¬

penses, clothes and the costof personal indul¬
gences cannot be estimated, andthese are about
aa much in one place as another.
