THOMAS DOTTERER EASON.
The announcement, yesterday morning, of
the death ot Mr. Thomas Dotterer Eason,
cansed a deep sadness te pervade the commu-
nity, although, slnce he was struck with para-
1g8ls & week ago, there was little hope ot his
recovery.

Mr, Eason was born in Cherleston on the 8th
of October, 1823, and was, consequently, & fow
months over fifty years oid at the time of his
death. He began life as an apprentice In the
machine shops of his uncle, Mr. Thomas Dot~
terer. After serving out his time, he became
the superintendent of the extenslve rice milis
of Mr. Joshua J. Ward, on Waccamaw Rlver.
South Carollna. Upon the death of his
uncle, In 1846, he gave up’ that position
to form with his elder brother the firm of
James M. Eason & Bro., which was dlssolved
only by his death. Mr. Eason entered the
Confederate army &t the commencement of
the war as a lieutenant of the Washlpglon
Artlllery. While that company was stationed
at Adam's Runin the early part of the year
1862 he was detalled by General N. G. Evaos
for ordnance duty on his staff, A short time
later General Ripley made & requisition upon
the war department to have Mr. Eason as-
signed Lo special duty In Charleston, where
he remalned uatll the close of the war, He
was for filleen years a commissioner of the
Almshouse, and was also at one 1ime presl-
dent of the Bagle Steam Fire Company.

Mr. Eason was known by all who cameln
contact with him to be an unostentatious
man, & staunoh and generoms friend, snd &
good and charilable oltizen. He weas em-
phatiesily the frlead of the poor, and never
falled to respond to thelr applications for ald
or advice. -In his social relations no man was
more esteemed, and few men oould boast of
as large 8 circle of friends. He leaves a wife
and several ohildren to mourn & lozs which is
fels throughout the oity he loved so ardently
and served so well,
