Yesterday was the coldest day of the year
in Charleston, and 1t 1s eald the coldest since
the year 1835, except the 24th of December,
1870, which was several degrees colder. The
change was one of the most sudden on racord.
The thermometer at Dr. Blackman's drug
store on ‘Broad street stood at 59 at eight
o'clock ‘on Friday morning last, and at the
same hour yesterday morninggonly forty-eight
hours later, it had fallen to 22, or 37 degrees
lower. At twelve o'clock it had not risen
above 30, and lce stood nnmeited in the sun,
The nearest approaclr this year to the cold of
yesterday was on the 27th of December, when
the thermometer stood at 27at 8 A. M. The
followlng Is the range of the thermometer for
the past two days, with Its range on the 24th
day of December, 1870:

Stocker
saya that la Lrylog to cock the pistol the ham-
mer slipped from his grasp and exploded the
cap, He went lmmediately lo the Upper
Guardhouse and dellvered himself lnto the
custody of the police. Hls relations with Bon-
neau are represented ag always having been
of the most frlendly nature. Binneaun was
visited on Baturday night by Dra. F. P. Por-
cher acd F. B. Grimke, who pronounced hlg
wound dangerous, lhough not necessarily
mortal.
