lton When I look on a ptolessor-when I

look in his eye-when I study the play of his
feaiures-when I listen to hl9 words as they
come living from his Hos, I am myself more

wide-awake, I see more quickly, i understand
more thoroughly, I eaten the life ot the sub-
ject, as he a Ives lt. more than I can poring
over the nock, or pages of paper in white and
black. Still the world has not given lt up, as

I was templed to say; but so, as the world
gives Iree expanse to the Impulses of nature,
the olden attie comes la vrgue again. If I am

lecturing to you-speaklng to you to-night, lt

is something of the old principles ol
the old universities. It ls pleasanter in

ordinary life to hear a man speak than
to read what he has written. But print¬
ing Tvent on, books multiplied, as century
followed ceDtury, and art alter art was dis¬

covered, until we have come to the ocean ot

books we have now-books oo every subject:
on theology, on religion -who shall count the

thousands of tons tn ioho. In quarto and

octavo, and the Immense number of pam¬
phlets that treat on every subject, and books
of science, how many more ? What subject ls

there ? what art. what trude, what prolesaion?
what ls there triat man can speak, or think,
or do, on which there are not a multitude of
books on which alone, perhaps, an extensive
library may not be gathered ? So lt has come

to pass that the world bas changed. Now-a-
dayB children receive the elements of instruc¬

tion, a far greater number ol them, than did
then In the centuries long gone by. They
learn to read and to write, they learn mathe¬
matics, geometry, astronomy and science,
more or less ol them, but as the world goes
on, the child or youth's education ceases at

that very age when, In those olden times, he
would enter the university-at that very age
when his faculties developed and when he be¬
came first conscious to himself that he really
had the power of the intellectual reasoning
that enables him to grasp the subject-to un¬

derstand lt, to follow out its cause an i effect,
and to concatenate the truth and reason on lt,
Before, In earlier years» he learnt by memory,
he learned aa he was taught; but now, when
be oommenceB to feel the power of thought
within bim his education ceases, and be goes
forth imo the world. Hencelorth, to him,
books must ta<e the place of professors, ex

oeptlog the legal profession, the medical pro
fesslon and, p rhapB, some others to a certain
extent io technical Instruction; educa¬
tion lor him, in the sense of being
taught by another, baa ceased. He
must study for himself, be must read lor
himself. His university Is the university of
printed books. How shall he read and what
shall be read? Waat shall, a young man en¬

tering on lite-what shalt the mature man

engaged in business, who feels that beyoud
the affairs of the life in which be ls engaged
tf.ere is within him an Intellectual nature su¬

perior to the body-a mind craving knowledge,
faculties to be developed, strengthened and
cultivated, that will give to him pleasure In the

enjoyment and strength beyond anything that
the mere cultivation of the body can do, no

matter bow luxurious the food or comforia-
ble be the surroundings. Ye.«, what Bhull t he
young mao read ? S >me Bay plunge boldly
Into the ocean of literature, read all that
comes before yon; the entire field of
Bclence ls open. You have books on every¬
thing, and they have been written lo a

style which even the youngest can
understand. Fill your mind with all these
sciences and you will understand tue dealings
of Providence with nature. Your mind will
be* open to receive a large Insight Into the
things around you. You will understand the
laws ot nature, you will have the mastery
over them, you will be able to control them,
and you will be able to do your part unto the
advancement and progress of the world; and,
though from different motives, such is the
course that ls ordinarily followed. Looking
around me, going over In my mind the many
men and womeu that I have known, how
many have punged themselves blindly Into
tbe sea of books, reading whatever came

to hand, reading without sysiem, read-
log much but learning Utile and profit¬
ing nothing. It ls a fair thine to say
that much reading fills the mind with
much knowledge; that much knowledge
Improves, and that, when many men know
many things, they will be able lo control the
country, to cuide the people securely, and
Ignorance will be banlahed and superstition
pass away, and the world continue on lo Its
strides to perfection. But, If we examine, we
will see ibat here a vast error ls made; no

proper account ls taken ol the (acuities of
man, nor of the ens'oms or habits prevalent
among men. If I am to build a house, it ls
not enough that I should have a beautiful de¬
sign of ail that is to strike the eye; it ls not
enough that what I shall see or ot hers »hail
shall see shall be full of grace and good taste.
I must look well to the foundation hidden
nnder the ground that no eye will see; lt must
be firm, true and good, and, il lt be
faulty, despite of all Ita visible beauty,
the wal's will roon show many fissures
and cracks, and ere long fragments of lt will
come toppling down. Again, mao's mind
cannot emorace even thing-no, we must sys¬
tematize, we mutt husband our forces, we

must apply them to special subjects. This ls
true in all things; In the field of learning lt ls
true. So man eau be master In many sciences
-no man can lead the way In every ecience;
he must devote himself io one. I remember
Borne years ago a conversation I bad wi>h one
of the most eminent men ot Europe ."Mob
fully brings out ibis point. I was at Borne
and happened one day to visit the grand as¬

tronomical observatory of the Boman Col¬
lege UDder the celebrated Jesuit, Father
Secchl, renowned throughout the world. As
I entered another gentleman came in at
the same lime, AB he gave me bis
name I beard him Bay, Otto Strove-
the great astronomer of Russia, and one
ol the princes of that science In this
generation. Together we entered the obser¬
vatory, and I shall never forget the few hours
that we parsed together with Father Secchl
among bis instruments, seeing the result of
his observations, and studying out what be
had done, and hearing hlm'glve his grand and
lucid explanation of hla hopes for the future.
As we were coming away together, we were

speaking ol the great scholar we bad left,
0.to Strove said: "Astronomy bas become a
vast science; 80 vast that no one man can
now master the whole ot lt; In fact lt has
many fields, each of which should be called a

separate science, and he who would master one
ofthem must devote himself to lhat aim ist ex¬
clusively.** "And lt ls so that we are making
such wonderful and rapid progress, and In the
field of physical astronomy, ne added,
our good Jesuit. Father Secchl, leads the
world." The testimony to the pre-eminence
of one whom I have known for many years,
and whom I esteemed most highly, was In¬
deed most gratifying; more so as lt came (rom
a professor whom the world might deem his
rival lo fame, who was best calculated, of ali
men, to appreciate,, and who thus gave bis
testimony, though himself neither a Jesuit
nor a Roman Catholic. But the other remark
with which he concluded filled my mind: "All
history tells me lt ls the basis of all true learn¬
ing, ail true profit Irom study, and of all ad¬
vancement, that li a man will learn and will t
advance, or strives to become eminent, he (
must devote himself to ¿hat one branch which t
ls the special object of his study." That ls true I
not only of men ol eminence, it ls true ol all. t
It la true in every profession; it ls true in \
every business. The physician, if he devotes i
himself to astronomy, leis bis patients die; the \
lawyer, if he studies medicine, will lose his (
case. The merchant must devote hlmsell to f
bia business. Even lu trades and professions t
he who will be eminent in any ooe must give
his wnole heart and attention to lt. This is
tbe wis >om of all ages, and bas been summed i
np In the old adage, speaking with contempt c
of mose who scaner themselves right and left t
on everybody, k,J*ck of a:l trades and master t
ol none." What then shall men read ? What i
then shall men kBOw t What Is the most im- c

portant knowledge ? I place first the knowl- t

edge of our holy religion. I think every- 1
where, but more especially In this country, t
every Intelligent man and woman should be Í
well read upon that subject, and should have s
mastered lt as far as they aa. In every s
country that ls good, but here lt ls necessary, s
more necessary thao perhaps elsewhere or "in b
mewn tim-s, so that any one of you that r
nea'8 objections raised to bis religion can I

marked probity, indus'ry and Intelligence. «

be tilled with arguments therein contained.
He kept himself well Informed on the current
literature then In the United States; ne re¬

ceived the Catholic papers; he read Catholic

works; but alter all, be loved to g » back to

the flrst book that he brought with nina when

be. went out into tnat new land. There are

other works besides Doctor Millner'*, but they
cannot be now obtained. There is one

other volume of which I think very,
very highlv, written by ihe late Rev. Doctor
McGill, ol Richmond, and It ls a VOIUDOH pre¬
senting US a oondensed summary of Gai bolle
loctrlne, scientifically presented and logically
:oooected, going over the field In such a way
?hat any man can learn if be will but study,
ind If be will but think over it. He can learn
the precise doctrines and their connection, for
this ls one ot tbe truths ol Catholic theology,
that as truth does not contradict the truth of
one doctrine, but ls allied with it, so the
whole doctrloe of the church, scientifically
presented, lorm a series of truths bound tc-

nether and as intimately united together as

are the truths of geometry Itself. I be¬
lieve that was the expresslou of Macaulay.
That book, then, I especially recommend,
though lhere are many others. I will not

speak of living authors. With them you must
be lamlllar, at least, as motives ot interest
will lead you not to leave them untouched.
But, after all, those that I mention I look upon
as the two fundamental works that all english
speaking Cat heles ought to be well acquainted
lt. Thus lt is, as I h*ve said, we have not

alone io Instruct the Intellect, but we have to
defend our lalth and to give the reason why
we are Catholics. And I would say, like¬
wise, that for the pure intellectual train¬
ing of the intellect, there ls no reading
like that of those strictly logical expositions
ot our faith. The mind of mao craves truih.
Truth Is Its natural food, so to speak,
and here we have truth-Dlvlnfe truth-
truth Infa'libiy presented-truth that we know
to be the truto as clearly as we know that I he

sun shines over our heads lu mid-day. Mao
is a composite beirg-besides his Intellect he
nas a conscience, aud besides bis soul he bas
nts bodv. his spiritual nature and bis humani¬

ty. He needs truth not simply to AU his In¬
tellect as geometry or physical science might
do, but truth that will guide his conscience
likewise. And this above all lhlog9 religions
truths willido. Therefore we gain the luriher
advantage that while we instruct the intel¬
lect we are instrncilng a giod conscience.
Tbe effects end not here, because he who un¬

derstands his religion, he who loves l's princi¬
ples, be who oui tl vates the two (acuities, nas at
hand prlnclp'es which be applies to a thous-ind
ot causes arising in his daily life, long difficul¬
ties that eiso would be insoluble lo him or tull
ot anxious doubts. Tbe effect goes on, and
why is lt that Catholics are not elven to
Isms ? Why is lt that they do not run alter
mesmerism, spiritualism or Mormonism ? Tbe
only Um ot which they can be accused ls c n-

servmium, which pushes them to leave even
difflouliles tbat they know not of safely
beiore them, and not rush Into perhaps
greater difficulties of whlcb they have Dot
yet any experience. Now what each man
himself will read, even withoutmy suggestion,
ls found In his own business. The lawyer can

never hore to succeed unless be bas pored
over folio alter folio, unless he has made hlm-
seli intimate with the profundity of legal lore
as every great lawyer before him did. The
physician must study, must learn wbat tbe
world around bim Is learning In experiments
or experimental science. The merchant-he
rausi knew his business too. He should learn,
If be would be eminent, where what he deals
In ls produced, where lt can be best produced
and beet found, and where after being produced
lt is beal und mo>t cheaply formed ioto me
artificial articles that men's commerce will
ueed, and how it caa be breughi, aud how ID
can oe turned to accouni. Tradesmen mustf
know their own profession, and must Bindy
each their own artaannhlp. He must know
what his art requires if he wuuld ever ad¬
vance to eminence lu lt. Tue agriculturist
must know ot farming. He must know the

soli; bu must know bow the work ci ihe earth
can be turned to the best account. But I
need not speak of tbese things io this country
ot energy, earnestness and practical wisdom;!
all those things that men need whea they ad-1
vance they will find out for themselves. Per¬
haps I should speak more at length on another
branch ol the subject. Men generally read
for Inlormatlon or tor recreation; meo wish tn
know what is going on In the world, what
steps science bas made, what other vast dis¬
covery men have reached. They wish
to know aud wander through ibe fields
of science, and ascertain what. Indeed, men
know. How shall we read tor general Infor¬
mation? Here, again, we must read systema¬

tically. We must take up subject by subject and
devote ourselves to lt to tbe comparai ve ex¬
clusion while engaged on thai to all others.
I oeed not go over the list of Bubjecis; rome
men m list be guided by their own ty.-clut apt I-
tude, or by the opportunity or occasion lu
which they find themselves. But lake np,
flrst, history. No nobler field of kuowledge ls

prebPHted lo us, for ID ibe study of history wu

see the past, and ages are revealed beiore us

as In a living moving panorama. The cheap¬
est wisdom ls that whlcb we learn al ihe ex-1
pense ot others. History tells us what others
have done, what they huve suffered. Yep,
lt we understood history well, there would be
much more wisdom in ruling, in shaping tbe
destinies ol men. It is because we look at
the present, magnifying lt as lt were by a
microscope, and lorget to look back at the
past, at that philosophy which teaches by ex-1
ample In the events of ages long gone by,
whlcb, If we knew and understood, would
tell us what now should be done-what
now should be avoided. But In reading his¬
tory we English-speaking Catholic* d d a
difficulty. Ot all things I think that ihe Eng¬
lish written history ot the past ihree centuries
has embodied more of poison la it against the
Catholic Church than any other branch of
literature. If an English writer were ireatiog
of the old heathens, Greeks, Romans, Egyp-1
tlans or Assyrians he must bring lu some slur
against the Catholic Church; If speaking of the
decline and downfall ol the Roman Empire
lhere again we must be struck. If he ooinea
down to the middle ages all is durkness and
confusion, and in modern tlmes every calumny
Is paraded agtinst us. Even now la ibis
present age things are belter, thanks to Ran¬
kin, Cobden, Haller and Maitland,who have put
the seal of condemnation upon many of the old
statements made against the Catholic Church
so eagerly swallowed by those who believed iu
the monstrosities of Poxe's "Book of Martyrs."
3tlll enough remains. Have you uot heard
wltblu a lew weeks one who claims to write
history repeat and reassert that the massacre
of St. Bartholomew ls falrlv chargeable to the
Caihoiic Church and to the spirit of Catho¬
licity. No more chargeable Han was tue

icnool ol men advocating the sciences who
ire intensely hostile-nut to say io Catholicity

.ally. They are puffed up by the t ride orio-
eliect, and are unwilling io admit anything
,hat they themselves do not set-, and omit no

>pponunlty of presenting what they hold to
)e facts most striking when they
.hlnk they militate against any doctrines
hat the Christian world accepts or believes,
agiin, they do not say the same thing they
mid a few years ago-a few years hence they
will contradict what they *ay to-day. There is
;oolusion among them. If one be true the
jthers must be wrong, and if true nt this
time they were In error oelbre, and will be In
îrror In the future. It ls well, then, that we

should go back a little to the history of these
attacks on religion. One ol their greatest at¬

tacks la to say that man appeared on this
sarth little better than an animal-per¬
haps a nigiiy developed lower ani¬
mal. He rat ged about the forest, and
[ought the wud beast with bis hands, or

witn a stone, club, or branch that he tore from
a tree. By degrees he made artificial weapons
of war-he made a Utile flint hatchet, or
whatever be bad. They tell how his dwelling
place was in caverns, in which they found the
boues ol animals. And they say hu was rude,
oh most rude; and they would speculate and
and calculate about his mental condition; wny
the formation ot his lorehead was low? the
bones oí the skull must have been very thick,
the hollow that received his brain must have

been very small. PerhaoB be could barely
utter a few words. He could scarcely
be said to bave an Idea of language.
Well, lt came to pas9 that in one of those
olden cawsihey lound the skull of one of the
olden men, and, for a wonder, the skull was

well preserved. Oh ! here was a prize. Now
everything was verified-they examined lt.
The Bkull-bone was very thin, the texture was

very fine, the brain oavity was very large,
and, on the whole, the skull would have very
welt have suited a professor of Oxford.

1 must draw to a close. I shall not enter

I know thai
me novel, ol lale, lias been the vehicle of
much truth, therefore I must respect it when
good and properly used. And poetry ls good
and grand, for even the Inspired writer wrote
lu poetry. Until you come down to ihe
modern school ol that sensational novel
which is upsetting Justice and making
out roan to be a nun of passion, where
do they present man as be should be ?
a creature of O id, knowing and striving to
serve Hin. Where has a hero a true sense

of religion f I do not mean that the novel
should be a religious novel, full of doctrines
of religion; but even il lt ls a history or dully
Hie, why should lt be a mau without God ?
Why should ll be a world of passion ouly as

presented to us ? There ls loo much of that
around us. We need something that will fill
our hearts with noble, great and profound
ihoughtB. How shall we read? We must
read with system, choosing the book and
chousing the subject. We must read with at¬

tention, knowing thal we undertake a work
of Importance, a work of cultivating our higher
and nobler nature, a work more Important to
men than the accumulation of a tomine. Then
In reading read with deep attention-read,
think and digest. We must labor Tor our chil¬
dren-not alone for them because we love
them. We must labor to save them; we ransi la¬

bor to save the young from r.eiog ihrusi forth
Irom the fold of the church, torn trom lier
maternal arms and made impious unbelievers
in God, by Interposing the influence ol all
lliat ls stable and true tn reading, not lor our¬

selves alone, bul for the country; for alter ail

lt ls but the prevalence ot intelligence thal
conforms to the Bpirlt ol the true conscience
and the knowledge of God, and lt. ls tn this

only that this country or any nation can rind
solid, enduring peace abd safety.
The reverend gentleman then retired,
