The Mayor's Report.

The sannoal report of his Honor, the

Mayor,which we 18y Uctute the renders of THE
NEws this morning I8, in the main, an ex-
ceedingly gratifying exhibit of the condition
of our municipal interests. The review of
what has been eccomplished during Lhe past
twelve montha in the various depart-
meots of the City Government is very full
and elaborate, and our citizens geoeral-
Iy will applaud the stern resolve of the
Magyor to administer théir affairs with
the most rigid economy consistent with
the public welfare. But candor compels
us to say that some portions of the report
betray a queralons tcne, for which we can see
no reason whatever. For instance, in eou-
merating the obstacles which the City Gos-
ernment has had to encouater in Lhe dis-
charge of its daties, the Mayor has seen fit
to include the *unfriendliness” of Lhe newe-
papers. This position strikes us as rather
extraordinary. Theadmisistration, of which
Mayor Wagener is the head, was placed in
power mainly throngh the strenuons and
untiring exertions of the city press. In
every measare for the benefit of the commu-
pity the newspapers have given the City
Government & foll, cordial and efflcient sup
port; and even when they bave differed in
opinlon with the Mayor or the majority fn
Council, Lbeir views or objections have iu-
variably been presented in terms of marked
courtesy and respect.
—Bat perhaps the unfriendliness cm-
plained of by the Mayor meaps the
publication of a statement of the riotous
proceedings which disgraced our great re-
tail thoroughfare on Cbristmaseve, to which
he alludes specifically in another part of his
report. We are sorry lhat thia lssue has
been revived; but, sioce it has been lorced
opon us, we have no choice but Lo meet it.
The accounts published by the city press,
go far from being exczxgerated, were far more
mild than the facts would have warranted.
Scores of the most prominent King
strest merchants who were obiiged to close
thelr stores on the evening in question are
ready to sustain oor assertion. We should
be sorry to think that the city’s repatation
for good order ia dependent .pon the sup-
pression In the newspapers of all mention
of a flagrant and inexcusable outbreak in
the most public of our streets.

We may have more to say hereafter of
other features of Lthe Mayor’s report.

The Second Eplstle of James.

Such patrioliem as that in which Mr.
John H. James, of Atlanta, deals i3 the last
reloge of the unsuccesslul speculator. In
pablic he declares that his one object is to
secure 8 handsome dividend for the stock-
holders of the South Oarolina Railroad Com-
pany; in private, he whispers that he is, as
usoal, “for James."”

Only the other day, in Augusta, this Mr.
James blandly assured the friends of Lhe
South Carolina Rallroad that he would ut
once abandon his opposition to the present
management, if ke could be paid his losses
upon the block of slock bought by kim prior
{o the last annual meeting. So much
for his disinterestedness. And, abeunt the
same time, Mr. James formally proposed to
the directors of the Georgla Railroad to
lease the South Carolina Railroad at foar
per cent. The sagacious and responsible
directors of the Georgia Railroad, who
know as well a8 any one can know the valne
and importance of Lhe properly offered
Lhem, rejected the proposition nnanimously.
So much for the prospect of secaring & six
per cent. dividend through the kind offices of
Mr, James.

After all, ihe one point for Lthe South Caro-
lina Railroad stockholders to consider is,
Whetber the road will be belter managed by
Mr. Jumes and his tools than by the present
Uoard. Is Mr. James to delermine Lbis
question? The stockholders are Invited Lo
give him their proxies, and those proxies ke
can use as suits him. They give him un-
limited control over a certain quuntity of
stock, and may certainly enable him to
make good terms “for James,” il not for the
stockholders in general. No prudent stock-
holder will act upon an ex parte statement,
and place himself, bound band and foot, in
the hands of a schemer who has no other
merits of which the public is aware than
the possession of some ghrewdness and
some money. The stockholders should hear
a®d decide for Lhemselves, Why do not
four or five hundred of them attend the an-
nual meeting in April, hear what the -
rectors have Lo say, and Lhen vote as Beems

best. This is exercising free judement.

good.

The Consumption of Luxuries.

A German statisticlan makes some interest-
ing calculatione regardiog the gradual fo-
crease In Lthe consumptlon of arlicles of food
formerly classed as laxuries, or partlal luxu-
ries, both In his own couniry and others.
Comparing the Prussla of 1606 (the Jena vear)
with the Prussia of 1849, he finds the annnal
copsumplion of meats Increased fcr rach In-
habltant from 33 pounds In the former year to
40 In the latter; that of suzar from 14 pounds
to 7 pounds; that of coffee from 3 pouxzds to 4
pounds; that of wine [rom 1% pints to 4 pints;
that of brandy from 3 quarts to 8 quarts.
From 1849 to 1573 he estimates the Increase
per head to ba proportlonately siill grealer,
but does not produce all the figures, England
ghows ihe same great Increase. Com’
paring the London of 1843 with the
London of 1865, the consumption ol
sugar, per head, incrensed {rom 16%
pounds to over 41 pounds; Lbat of Lea, from 14
pounds to 3i; that of cocoa, from 1% ounces
to 184 ounces; that of wine, from 1 guart to
pearly 1% guarts; that of spirits, from 0.87 gal-
lon to 0.89 gallon. It Isworlh noting that
both in Germany and Great Britain the con-
sumption of spirits e put down a8 greater in
quantity than that of wine. But whereas
{a Germany lbe ra'lo of ipcrease io Lhe con-
sumption of spirils was very great from 1806
to 1949, It was sirikingly smal! in London from
1843 101865, The difference in thls respect la
probably due to Lhe British Temperance move-
ment of tbe last quarter ok=a century, which
made the most converts among those addlcted
to drloklng stropg liquors. It I8 probable,
farthermore, that the Increase In the con-
sumption of what were formerly consldercd
Inxurles has been pearly as great during the
present century in Europe as In our own

couotry.

Dry Times in Georgia.

Great complaints are current in Georgia at
the scarclly of wood. The immense [oreats
that formerly Stood in that Siale are no longer
in existence, and the country ls almost en-
tirely stripped, the only growth comslsting of
small four-year old treee. Around Allanta
the view resembles that of 8 Western prairie,
The pine foresis of the lower shell of Georgia,
it 1a atated, wil hold out for some time longer,
bat they will finally be consumed by the many
gaw mills now belng erected along the Bouth-
ero coast, Thedry eoll ol Georgia, it I8 pre-
dicted, will, before long, be baked Into rough
pottery, if no trees are left to shelter the
ground and attract molsture. I I8 Lherefore
proposed that the Legislatare should pats
laws to protect prowiog trees, and also lo
offer Inducemenis lo plant apd rear them.
These prohibltory laws will, IL s belleved, In
the fallure of & supply oi wood, cause the de-
velopment of the coal flelds lo the mountaln-
ons parts ol the State, and coal will be subsl i-
tuted for fuel.

Amending the Veto Power.

In the Pennsylvania Conetitutional Conven-
tion an amendment has been offered ziving
the Governor the power to velo any section
ofa bill. That will effectunlly block Lthe plan
that has heretofore exlsted of tackiog on ob-
noxlous appropriations to'the general appro-
priation bill, 1hat have avoided a veto Irom Lhe
fact Lhat It was Jmpoesible to velo Lhe apprc-
priation bill necessary for Lhe expenses of the

State.
